The Cleveland papers contain some items from
Ontonagon, obtained by the latest arrival, from
which we extract the following :

Jonathan Bullock and James Rowe, miners,
were killed on the 10th of November, at the Nor-
wich mine, by the falling of a rock weighing 15
or 20 tons upon them.
The mean temperature at 7 A. M., for the

week ending November 23d, was 21 2-7 dez.
below 0.

The Minnesota Co. planted, last spring, at
their location, 72 acres, as follows: 25 in pota-
toes, 12 in turnips and 85 in oats. The crop was
6,500 bush. potatoes, 8,000 bush, turnips, 60 tons
oats-total value there $9,800. The miners on
the location have always been allowed to culti-
vate small patches for their own use. And this
year they raised, in this way, 1,500 or 2,000
bnshels more, which is not reckoned above. The
hay crop at that location was nearly a failure
on account of the early drouth.

A mass has been stripped in the Minnesota
mine 80 feet high by 50 feet in length. It is
thoughtit may contain 50 tons copper.

The citizens are awake to their interests, and
a meeting of the citizens of Ontonagon county
was held on the 18th of November, to consider
the subject of a railroad from Lake Superior,
by the most eligible route, to connect the Upper
Peninsula with the Eastern States.

Fnox Tzxzs.-The Austin correspondent of
the Galveston News, of the 17th, says:

We have advices in Austin of the completion
of the Harrieburg Railroad to Richmond, and
also of the establishment of a line of stages from
this city to Richmond, which will materially
shorten the time of travel from Galveston to the
seat of government.

Mr. Keith, of New York, is here, and asks for
an extension of the time granted in the charter
of the Henderson and Barkrille Railroad, for
one year from January 27, 1857. Mr. K. states
that nine gentlemen who are members of the
company in New York, are of themselves worth
from one and a half to two millions of dollars,
and that they offer the best sort of guarantee
that they will carry out the project.

The San Antonio Texan, of the 10th, has the
following paragraphs:

On Monday night last, about midnight, seve-

by avoiding temptations to day-dreaming and
hazy speculations."

We think that here's an important matter for
every salesman ! Whatever is to be done well
must be done earnestly-the man must be fully
magnetized to the labor before him-fully
charged with earnestness. We have seen good
and extensive customers provoked and impelled
to leave a business establishment by the lacki-
daisical manner in which they were treated.-
They found it dif~cult to tell whether the sales-
man was disposed to sell at all, or had no con-
fidence in the customer's intentions to buy.-
They like something akin to real home-heart-
noess; they want to fnd a man in the full bloom
of true enterprise; and they almost instinctively
catch the indifference of the salesman, and draw
themselves away without becoming purchasers.
t There is morein this matter of magnetismin
trade than many will be willing to allow; but
if they will try a little while the whole-souled
way of attending on their business, treating
every customer as though each might be a large
purchaser, they will find new success, and will
enjoy attention to business with more relish
than they have ever known.

In the American Medical Gazette, Dr. Reese
thus earnestly reiterates his advice to apply

We have not known a fatal case of
scalding or burning in which this practice has
been pursued, during more than thirty years'
experience, and have. treated hundreds in both
public and private practice. We have known
the most extensive burns by falling into cauld-
rons of boiling oil, and even molten copper, and
yet the patient was rescued by this simple and
cheap remedy, which, from its infallible suc-
cess, should supplant all the fashionable nos-
trums, whether oils cotton, leadwater, ice, tur-
pentine, or pain extractors, every one of which
has been tried a thousand times with fatal re-
sults, and the victims have died in excruciating
agony, when a few handfulls of flour would
havd calmed them to sleep, and rescued them
from pain and death. Humanity should prompt
the profession to publish and republish the facts
on this subject, which are established by the
authority of standard medical works on both
sides of the Atlantic."
