DANGsEROUS "BETTER r ITIZENS.'."-An Amer-
ican gentleman, writing from Paris, furnishes a
foreshadowing of serious difficulties that may
grow out of the principle enunciated upon the
occasion of the Koszta reclamation. He says:

An evil is'growing up in regard to foreigners
which is going to lead sooner or later to trouble.
Within the last two years immense numbers of
Germans, Italians and French, whose residence
in'Europe was rendered unquiet for political or
other reasons, have made a voyage to the United
States, declared their intentions of becoming
'citizene, and returned to Europe with their
papers.. As the law at present stands, these;
are vised by Ministers and Consuls, and these,
serve in most instances as a perfect protection,
being supposed by officers ignorant of language.
and of the laws of the United States as bona
fide evidence of citizenship. Young men,
anxious to escape military dutyin their native
country, have also adopted this course.

I saw the other day a young man from Stutt-
gart who had left home but a short time, his
business being conducted by an agent during,
his absence, who had made a voyage to the'
United States to get his " declaration of inten-
tion" papers, and who was now on his return,
and in a situation, as he contended, to be ab-
solved from military duty in his own country,
from the payment of certain imposts, and at the:
same time exempt from political arrest. He no
longer owed the common duties of a citizen to
any country. It is in Paris especially that this
abuse is observed, for it is to the American Em-
bassy here that all these individuals come to
obtain the visa which will enable them to travel.'
It is time that Congress had regulated this mat-'
ter, for the abuse is increasing fearfully, and
will inevitably lead to trouble.

ANOTHER CURIOUS PHENO•ENON N THE CALI-!
rORNI~. CCOAST.--By the arrival previous to the
last from California, we had an account of a-
tremendous swell, which, in a calm, clear day,
rolled suddenly into bay at the mouth of Big:
River, causing loss of life and damage to the
shipping. From the Alta California of the 5th
we extract an aoocount of a similar occurrence
in the same place :

The schooner Hornet, Capt. Haley, which left
this port for Big river, with provisions for the
mill at that place, in consequence of the Cap-
tain not being acquainted with the harbor,
anchored in the wrong place. A short time
after dropping anchor, a heavy swell came in
and snapped the chain. The other anchor was
immediately let go, but it did not check her,
and she went immediately on the rocks in the
most dangerous part of the harbor. The Cap-
tain jumped on the rocks, but was swept off.
His son went over with the foremast. A line
was thrown from the cliffs, which the Captain
tied around him, when a heavy breaker came
aboard and the line was pulled out of the hands
of those on shore, and the Captain and the line
went overboard. Another line was procured
and the remainder of the crew,.five in all, were
taken off very muich cut and bruised.

SINGULAn PueOHsn sNO . - The Alexandria
(Va.) Gazette gives an account of a recent
shower of bugs near Fairfax Court House. The
Gazette says:

The snow, for several miles, was robbed of
its whiteness, and made to resemble a vast field
of colored velvet. What is still more surpris-
ing, the intense coldness of the weather cannot
kill them. They apparently seem to be stiffened
by the raw atmosphere; but if placed near the
fire, will relax and exhibit signs of life. They
are very black, and are but little larger than a
grain of coarse powder. Who can enlighten us
on the " bug question ?"

Mr. James G. Cox, for many years a citizen
of this parish, set out with his negroes some
time in December for Western Texas, where he
had determined to locate. We learned that
while crossing a prairie forty miles wide, the
cold northers attacked his party, and eight of
his negroes froze to death, and two of his
wagons were cut up and burned as fuel to save
the lives of himself and the balance of his ne-
groes.

Mr. Beecher offered a resolution that the
House be opened every morning with prayer,
and that our ministers be invited to attend
alternately for this purpose.

Mr. Brice, from New Orleans, asked and ob-
tained leave of the House to enter the protest
of himself and colleague from the Second Re-
presentative District, New Orleans, against the
testimony taken by the contestants for their
seats, as he and his colleague had not received
notice to be present at the taking of said testi-
mony, and they objected to being ousted by
such an ex parte process.

Meo-
Donald, of Claiborne, endorsing the high na-
tional views of President Pierce's message rela-
tive to slavery, came up, and was adopted after
some discussion, in which Mr. McD. took occa-
sion to " define his position." lie said he had,
by introducing this resolution, been charged by
members of his own party with desertion to the
Democracy, but he did not wish to commit his
friends to the resolution, but to express his own
sentiment in regard to a man who had taken so
firm a stand for our rights. He was still oppo-
sed to foreign influence and in favor of Native
Americans for office, but he did not shape his
politics from party preference, but from the con-
victions of his own mind.

The Democratic member from Claiborne
moved that Mr. McD.'s resolution be amended
so as to express the thanks of the HIouse to the
"immortal seventy-four" Richardson men in
Congress for their course on the Speakership.

Mr. McDonald wished to know the gentle-
man's notion for this amendment, which would
prevent him voting for his own resolution. He
thought it most ungenerous in his colleague to
thus thwart him in giving expression to his feel-
ings to our President, and be hoped the Demo-
crats would not so amend the resolution.

A NEW WEAPON OF WVA.-The New York
correspondent of the Charleston Courier, thus
describes a recent invention, of which we have
already heard:

The" wars, and rumors of wars" which en-
gross the thoughts of this trading and filibus-
tering supplyingmetropolis, are developing the
inventive genius of America to a degree likely
to effect a revolution in revolutions, and extend
the American name to wherever " fierce, fiery
warriors fight." Scarcely has the echo of the first
discharge of Sharpe's death-dealing rifle died
upon the ear, when another American invented
a gun of more than thrice its capacity as a
weaponof death. Mr. J. W. Post, of this city,
has produced a repeating rifle which can be
loaded and discharged with ease, thirty times
per minute. It has but one discharging bar-
rel, and does not revolve; under the barrel is a
tube, which receives thirty well-shaped water-
proof balls, each containing within itself the
powder:and percussion necessary for expulsion.
The act of setting, or cocking the piece places
one of them in the breech, and the whole thirty
may be discharged in the most rapid succession.
In a late trial of its capacity, the gun was dis-
charged ten times in ten seconds, and may be
fired surely thirty times per minute. From the
peculiar shape ot the ball, which is like that of
the Minnie rifle, this weapon is calculated for
long distance, as well as rapid firing.

The general credit system is NewYorh, which has been
ithe encouraging and inducement of thousands from

c Louisiana and Mississippi to go to that city to purchase
for country trade, is spoken of as follows by one of the
papers of that city. It conforms to our views so much
that we give the extract :

The time has come when a more rigid credit system
Smust be adopted, not oinly in New York, but all over the
country. Probably sine-tenths of the failures which
have occurred in large cities can be directly traced either
to rechlklessness or bad management in giviog credits.
Mauy a concern has started with fair prospects for a
prosperous career, but, determining to distinguish them-
selves at the outset, have plunoged headlong the first year
into a long credit business, amounting to more than
twenty times the capital invested. We mean literally
what we say. The mistake once made, can seldom ever
be remedied. The ooncern is crippled, and the brilliant
prospects have faded away.

SIt is seldom if ever safe for any house to do a credit
business which shall exceed, in a single season, five times
the captalinvestecd. Whatever more, therelfore, is done
should be done for cash. A firm commencing trade .lfor
instance, on the first day of January with a cash capitale of fifty thousand dollars should not have due them. out-

standing, on the first day of July, more than two hundred
and fifty thousand dollars. This should be the outside

t limit if the risks are of the ry firsOe class. Aotber rule
should be carefully observed, vin : never to give a credit
exceeding In length the time obtained by yourself.

Donlct give credit to those, however
responsible they may hbe reputed to be, who buy goods of
you on six months, and then trust them out to "rich

In giving credit, select me of only good moral ohbrae-
ter. Asy other foundatio to rest upon is wood, hay and
stubble. If the man is rich, and yet is ktown to be vicious
or without moral principle, lethim alone. lio is unworthy
of credit. If he wants your goods let him pay cash for
them.

ReILROAD TRAVELING IN WINTER.-The fol-
lowing description of a recent occurrence on the
railroad between Toledo and Cleveland, Ohio,
is one among many that now are experienced in
Northern travel:

While in the forests of Ottawa county, the
connecting water pipes leading from the tank
to the boiler froze and burst, rendering the en-
gine useless, except so far as the water already
in the boiler was of service. The engineer de-
tached his engine and started for the nearest
station for help, but had gone only a short dis-
tance beforehe ran into a snow drift, without
the possibility of extricating himself. The train
was left in the woods. three or four miles from
any dwelling; many of the passengers were wo-
men and children. The intense cold occasioned
much suffering; several feet and hands were
frozen; one of the firemen on the engine, after
they had run into the snow bank, had both feet
frozen, and the engineer and two other persons
carried him a mile, on their backs, to the near-
est house; the poor fellow suffered intense pain.

NAVAL COURT MAR-TIAL.-A dispatch of the
18th, from Philadelphia, says:

A naval court martial was ordered to assem-
ble here to- day, at the Navy Yard, for the trial of
Commodore Robert Ritchie, charged with using
insulting language to Captain Sam'l F. Dupont
concerning the action of the late Naval Retir-
ing Board, of which Capt. D. was a member,
and by which Com. Ritchie was retired on full
leave pay. Its organization was prevented by
the absence of James McIntosh and Com. B. B.
W. Kennedy, Judge Advocate.

WHAT RUSSIA GAINS BY THE CAIITCULATION OF
IKTAs.-The advantage gained by Russia in ob-
taining possession of liars will, in a great mea-
sure, compensate her for the loss of the Crimea.
Russia, so long as she holds this commanding
position, can control the great highway of trade
which finds its way overland from Trebizond to
Persia, and the countries of Central. Asia be-
yond. Russia was just beginning seriously to
sutler from the embargo on her commerce and
the exhaustion of her war supplies. Bat tihe
capture of Kars enables her to divert the cur-
rent of European commerce through Turkey in
Central Asia, to channels across her own terri-
tories; and thus, the pressure of her own trade
being neutrealized, Russia can recuperate for
the war. And it is moro than likely that Per-
sia, being commercially dependent upon Russia,
and disposed to lean in the same direeftil, may
be induced by that power to declare against
Turkey for thle lurpose of extending its do-
minions.
