Msaetionm of the whole earth depended upon their
brid shoulders; and while newspapers descant upon
Ite matter in ponderous leaders, it seems to us the
tse rgane of the evil has been entirely overlooked by
thehigh dicosasing parties.
:e The. proposition has never been controverted, and
probably never will beithat, children acquire their hal-
its of life from their parents--the soupce of their being.
If the parents be sober, industrious and moral, if they
continually set a good example to their offspring, the
chances are ten to, one that the latter will grow up
sober, industrious and moral. If the parents be dis-
solute, idle and depraved, the chances are a hundred
to one that the children will turn out faithful counter-
parts of their progenitors. And it is equally unde-
niable that this innate, natural feeling, influence or
principle-no matter what it is termed-holds sway
and controls to a greater or less extent, either for
good or for bad, in all the multifarious relations of
life, private, political, legislative, judicial or govern-
mental. A government that respects the rights of
others, enacts wise and just laws, and faithfiflly, im-
partially, and efficiently carries them into execution,
instils into the minds of the people living under it
habits of order, peace and quiet, combined with a
reverence for, and attachment to, the law and officers
of the law, just as sure as a sober and moral father
induces his son to habits of sobriety and morality.
And, as a necessary consequence, a government, or
any portion of it, that ruthlessly tramples upon the
rights of others, that obeys or disobeys the laws of its
own making, when a temporary or permanent advan-
tage is to be gained, superinduces a general distrust
of, and contempt for, the law and the officers of the
law throughout the community. These feelings very
naturally lead to occurrences as alarming as deplo-
able.

For nineteen•twentieths of the election outrages
that have taken place within twelve months, we be-
lieve it can bedemonstrated the government of Louisi-
ana is responsible! We mean that branch from which,
under the constitution, all laws must emanate-the
legislative branch. For three or four sessions of the
Legislature the constitutional law-makers of the
commonwealth have systematically refused to carry
out or obey the unmistakable mandate of one of the
articles of the supreme organic law of the land, which
each Senator and Representative had to take a solemn
oath, sworn on Go's Holy Book, to abide byand en-
force with loyalty and truth, before theywere allowed
to occ•py the seats to which they bad been elected

We pen these words in sorrow, not in anger. We
have no desire to bring up disagreeable reminiscenses,
or cast implied or direct reproach upon any party, or
any set of political leaders. We only wish, by referring
to the neglects of the past, and pointing out the
mournful consequences that have flowed therefrom,
to awaken in the minds of our legislators a full sense
of the necessity which devolves upon them to obey the
supreme law, in letter and in spirit, before they bring
their session to a close. If they laugh to scorn the
constitution, or any portion of it, honored as they
have been with responsible positions by trusting con-
stituencies, how can it be expected that the people
generally, and the floating population particularly,
will not follow the pernicious examples thus set, and
trample upon laws which they enact, when inclination
and interest hold out temptation.
Viewing the question in this light, wiich is strictly

fair, logical and legitimate, the conclusion is irresisti-
ble that a vast majority of the outbursts'spoken of by
us, are directly traceable to a disregard of the supreme
law by the very law-makers therselvs, Theevil seed
sown in high places has brought forth a baleful crop.
If legislators would have statutes passed by them
obeyed and respected by the masses of the communi-
ty, who have takenno oaths in the premises, they too,
must respect and obey the lawe which is superior to
them, and which they have taken a solenm oath to
respect and obey.

The neglect of past legislation to enact a Registry
Law according to the requirements of the 11th
Article of the Constitution, has done more to demor-
alize the people of this State, to bring the law into
contempt, and to cause violations of the law to be
looked upon in the light of venial otlences, than any
Or all other causes combined. To show that the Con-
stitution is imperative on the subject, and that there
is no ambigaity, whatever, we quote the 1lth Article

The meaning of the foregoing it is impossible to
mis•nderstand, misinterpret, or miscomprehend. It
is plain and positive. The English language is insusal
ceptible of giving a more explicit order-a more im-
perative order-or a more arbitmry order. The Le-
gislature " shall" provide by law for a specified regis-
tration. Thus readeth the paramount law of the
State of Louisiana, under which it exists as a sover-
eignty, and without which it would not be known to
the glorious family of States comprising the North
American Republic. But the Legislature refused to
obey that paramount law, session after session, al-
though appealed to by the press, the people, and a
respectable numner of Senators and Representatives.
And in so doing a two-fold evil was committed: 1st.
A precedent was set that a party majority might ne-
glect an Article of the Connstitution when that majority
deemed it expedient. Of course if one Article can be
neglected and set at defiance, thesame nmajority, if so
disposed, may neglect and defy any or all of the
other Articles. 2nd. Dangerous as such a precedent
unquestionably is, the consequences which have flowed
directly from it are still more dangerous and deplorable.
The masses-we mean the turbulent and unruly
among them-saw the chosen representatives of the
people, year after year, deliberately neglecting their
duties and spitting contumely upon the source of all
legal authority known to the State, and very naturally
concluded that when graveSenators and Representa-
tives became law-breakers, that humble and unpre-
tending individnals should not be too stringently
manacled by legislative enactments. IHere is the fount
of the evil allgood nmen deplore, and by none more
deeply than the editors of this paper. Bad example
in high pldaces has done ncarlyall the mischief. And,
while that bad example continues, we may expect
the evil to [ontinhne and to augment. Thele is no
use of inveighing against the subordinate agcnts
of the law for not elnforcing it, when the very
source of statutory enactments refuses submnission
to the highest earthly law. This pernicious exmun-
ple not only stimulates crime, but it weakens the

power and authority of the conservators of the peace
in a corresponding ratio.
Had the tfirt Legislatnre under the new constitnu-

- tion enacted such a Registry Law as that instrument
requires, we sincerely believe election day troubles nid
s their sequences would riever lhave occurred. And if
y the present Legislature truly desires to avoid a repe-
tition of deplorable occurrences, tihe remedy is in
their hands. It is a simple, e;ay and etinetual one.
All the members have to do is to obey the manudate
of the Constitution, in tenor and inl meaning, and
e pass so stringent and comprehensive a Registry Law

h as will, while it interferes with no existing rights,
Srender illegal and fraudulent voting almost impo ssi-
ble, and if attempted or practiced, detection sunre

, and punishment certain.
I Niothing more is needed. But the remedy must te
-applied thoroughly, or we fear the ill example of
those in authority will tend to bring about still Inre
