Northemrn p terday contain farther
particulars of the news by the latest arrivals' from
Europe. We extract the most lnteresting:

The Cavalry Enagement nearXerteh.
The Journal de Constantinople has the following to

letter from Kertch :
You knew thatof al the cavalry of the Anglo- Ii

Turkish Contingent only a detachment of 150 horses
remained here as.a guard and as an escort of Gen.
Vivian.-

This morning 65 men of this detachment ordered
to go out foraging and to buy provisio from the t
inhabitants of the neighboring villuges, left the place i
under tho'command of Capt. Sherwood.

This little troop, not having found the provisions
in the neighborhood of the most advanced out pots,
went further into the country. All at once, when
they lea expected it, they were surrounded and at-
tacked by a hunadred fold their noumnber.

Captain Sherwood ordered a retreat, but they
were obliged to cut their way through the mass of
the enemy. The Turkish soldiers, listening onlyto
the voice of their chief and the inspiration of their
own courage, threw themselves on their enemies and
fought with heroism. Captain Sherwood, who was
conspicuous by his English uniform, fell one of the
filst. His death did not check the ardor of the
soldiers, who fought with renewed fury. Twenty-
five succeeded in cutting their way through and so
escaping. The remaining forty horsemen, officero
and soldiors, either died on the battle-field or were
taken prisoners.

The •vallde Ruosse publishes a proclamation by
Gen. lIouravief, calling the entire population of
Imeretia, Guriel and Lingrelia to wage a war of ex-
termination against the enemis of the cres. It is
this measure which is supposed to have induced
Omer Pacha's retreat.

Orders have been issued to the commanding officers
of provisionul bttalims and depots, to hold in readi-
ness for immediate embarkatlon the whole of the dis-.
ciplined men belonging to regimnta serving in the
East. The draofts of infantry regiments will proceed
to the entrepot atalts,rwenoe they will be conveyed
as occasion may require to the seat of woar, and the
drafts for the cavalry resere at Sctarni. About 450
rank and file, belonging to the household infantry
brigade, will proceed to Malta and join the reeiwe
battalion. The number of troops under orders exceeds
4,500. [Chronicle.

Within the last few days the report of a secret n-
derstanding confirmed by a treaty between Russia and
Prussia is again brought forward, and gains some de-
cree of credit. It is affirmed that this secret treaty

asbeen only very lately concluded by the present
Emperor of ronsm, and that it wan brought to Berin
by Count suunster, who could never induce the Em-
peror Nicholas to sign it. Thi treaty is one of offen-
sive and defensive alliance between the two States,
under certain possible contingenctes ; but whether the
King of Prussian will be able to rely on the co-opera-
tion of his army in such a case, isa guestion.that has
given rise to great doubt and discusion.

Numbers have been frozen to death, and the vil-

lages along the road from Kars are filled with their
mierable comrades who have saunk exhanusted upon
the way. We see them staggering in all day, along
the principal thoroughfare into the city, haggard and
footsore,their contenancge half idiotic from cold,
hunger and fatigue.
Their condition, even beforeleaving Kars, was as

wretched as could be; so much so (I quote iwaord for
word from an eye-witness) that it was posithvely paine
ful to stir out of doors. They were lying aoout m
directions, groaning piteousl--watchin the Rn
provision wagons, which, as if to add to their miser-y,
passed almost all day within their ken. Townspeople
and soldiers alike srffered all the horrors of famine.
The former crowded around the General as he rode
out of his quarters, and prayed him, with all the elo-
quence of despair, to seek some means of putting an
end to their misery. Women forced their way into
his very rooms, and, throwing their children at his
feet, implored him rather to kill them at once than
let them perish thus piecemeal for want of suste-
nance.

The hospitals were crowded with sick. On the
Thursday before the surrender 80 men died in one
day. Many went mad or became idiots from sheer
hunger and hard work. Tho se who preserved a rem
ant of health, half-staved as they were, and scarcely
clothed, were obligedto mount sentry almost every
night, up to their ancles in snow. Since the battle of
the 29th, there hadbeen no animal foad to issue to
the troops. Horses had indeed been killed in the
General's stables, secretly, by night but the meat
was sent to the hospitals for the sick. A pittance
of bread, or flour made into weak hroth, was all thait
the working soldiers had to subsist upon. Discipline
iwas almost at an end.

Spenhagen, it stated that the Danish Government,
under the two-fold pressure of the partial relinquish-i ment of neutralityby Sweden, and the apparently in-

evitable conflict with the United States on account of
the Sound Dues, has decided upon makingadvance to
the Allies in the matter of the future campaign inthe
Baltic. For some.time the Government, as is repre-
sented to me, wavered between England and France,
to which of the two it should make its advances, and
at last decided for the former; in consequence of
Swhich a pecial envoy is very shortly to be accredited
to London, for the purpose of concluding a treaty, by
which England shall guarantee to Denmark the pos-
session of her West India Islands. In case of hostili-
ties breaking out between the United States and Den-
mark, which would naturally result from any United
States vessel attempting to pass the Sound without
paying the dues, it is apprehended by the Danes that
the first step taken by the Americans would.be to lay
violent hands on the Danish Island of St. Thomas.-
The recenepxpedition of British naval forces to the
West Indies, as explained by our Government to havet taken place for the purpose of protecting our own ter-
ritaries there from piratical invasion, will throw an
appearance of probability upon the idea that our Gov-
elament may fall in with that view."

ANOTHER OUTRAGE IN FLORIDA.-y# the kindness
of Captain Cannon, of the sohoopdr William and
John, just arrived at this port, wa.sve obtained the
particulars of aidthir outrage' bfe Florida Indians.
On Monday, the 7th inst.,the illiam and John arriv-
ed atFort Dallas, Fla., and fnd the people in a state
of greatexcitement. Th abitants of the surround-
ing country were collepod in the Fort; and were or-
ganizin companies fr protection against the Indi-
ans The caouse ofche excitement will be understood
from the following circumstances :-On a day hortly
nrevious to'te arrival of the William and John, Patr
tohnsou, oth tro men whose name, we could not
learn, w.nt out, about six'miles fromtthe 'mouth of
the river near which Fort Dallas is situate. While
enogged in their work, they were attacked by a band
vrlndians, who tired upon them, killing Johnson and
one of the others. instantly, and wounding the third
in the side and head. He was net so severely hurt, -
however, but that he could reach his boat, which
was moored near by, closely pursoued by the Indians,
till he was a•le to push off beyond their reach. He
succeeded in reaching Fort Dallas, where, as
soon as his story was told, a party was prepared
andset out in puruit of the murderer. Nightad
come on, however, and no traces of the Indians could
be found.

On Tuesday, 8th inst., 70 men started out, and ar-
riving at the scene of the murder, found the two
bodies, one of which had been scalped. A party
from the Fort had been exploring the counry for a
fortnight, but had not succeeded in finding the In-
diana.

A man who lived alone at Hillsboro', some fifty
miles up the coast above Fort Dallas, had arrived at
theFort, not deeming it prudent to remain at hil
house. He was inthe habit of trfckingwith the n-
dians, selling them liquors, etc. He reported that a
day or two previoas to his arrival at the Fort, a pahty
of Indians came to his house, and traded an unir-
As they were leaving, one of them turned back and
said to the trader, that as he liked him, he would ad-
vise him to "vanish," as he expressed it, foh it would
no longer be safe for him to remain whert he was.

There is some trouble anticipated in binnesota,this
winter, from the Indians. They are leaving their re-
serves and scattering over the countryin hunting par-
ties, sometimes to the great inconvenience and annoy-
ance of settlers, who are compelled to stay at hometo
protect their houses and families. The Indians are
not backward to enter houses and help themselves to
whatever suits them. The people of Rice county re-
quested the Governor to send them back to their re-
serve, but he has refused, and the people threaten to
take their rifles to rid themselves of the intruders.
