vertedto it. These facts fully justified us in writing
Swhat tee did write, and in publishing what we did
punlish, instead of rendering us liable to the reproach
of circulating "mischievous rumors," or any other
.ormt romors, not within the usual purview ofeditorial
custom.

Whether we reposed implicit confdence in these
ruaorsis altogether foreign to the subject. They
were suffoiently disseminated to command attention ;
and as the ppublic mind waso slightly excited, they
formed legitimate and fair themes for criticism.

If oar opinion regarding the question at issue is
deemed of any moment, we can express it very brief-
ly. We believe.the subject has been discussed, not-
withstanding the aveoments of the Courjer; but we
do not believe the tnajority possesses either the pow-
er or the nerve to hazard the teorible issues which
--wubld assuredly arise. An act of unexampled des-
potism like this-which neither Queen Victoria, nor
Louis Napoleon,. nor their minions would dare at.
tempt-would raise such a commotion in the Com-
monwealth that the chief actors in the drama would
soon call apon the rocks to fall upon them and hide
them from the wrath of an outraged people, incensed
to the last pitch of burning and consuming fire by
the perpetration of intolerable wrongs.

For these reasons we are inclined to think as well as
from information recently received, that no movements
will be made to expel Messrs. Merrick and Buchanan
from the Supreme Bench, whichthey adorn by their
learning,industryandcharacter. Thefear of the conse-
quences of the last resort, would, of itself, prevent the
constmmation of such an act of unlimited, causeless
and wholly unjustifiable tyranny.

But the principle is the same in regard to State
officers, parochial or otherwise. The only substantial
difference isin the style and grade of the office. If
the Legislature can remove one officer, not on ac-
count of cause or charges being brought against him
in his official cdp~Ojty, bat simply because his politics
are obnoxious, the Legflatlre may remove all other
ollecers. There will be no ne•tsity for reason, law,
eqniti or justice. The dicta of an d'bitalry majority,
should this despotic and ruinous precedent be adop.
ted, will override everything; and future Legisla-
tares, referring to this detestable precedent as an ex-
ample, may remove all opposition Judges, Sheriffs,
etc., in the State, without assigning the smalleet ar-
gument .in jstification thereof I

Just contemplate, for a moment, what such a course
woult~hd as to ! It would, as anatural consequence,
resoiltlarevolution, nless thepeople of Louisiana have
become more fittilfor Austrian slaves and serfs than
for free; brave and lofty-souled citizens of a sov-
ereignty of the North American Republic. And, as
we believe Louisianians have not degenerated into
slaves and cowards-mean, despicable and utterly con-
temptible caricatures upon American manhood-as
a matter of course we believe they would resort to
revolution before they would subumit to an oligarchic
sway, more odious and repulsive in all its features
than that which ever ground the people of any por-
tion of the earth before.

After fully denying that the majority in the Legis
lature design taking any action in regard to the Su-
preme Judges, the Courier concludes as follows:

We presume the foregoing is intended as an index
of legislative action, regarding certain obnoxionus
offiers in the parish of Orleans. It is entitled to
just about as much credence, in our deliberate opinion,
as the denied rumors respecting Messrs. Merrick and
Buchanan, and no more, for the reasons, arguments
and illustrations above given.

There are no Americans in office in the Parish of
Orleans who did not get there through the regular
process of law; and to remove them without a charge
against their official conduct-for the Legislature can
only know them as officers-would be an act of out-
rageous tyranny which would justify any mode and
measure of resistance.

After getting through with Orleans, to carry out
the parallel, the Legislature should turn its attention
to other Parishes. Here and there, throughout the
State, American Clerk, Sheriffse, Recorders, etc., are
to be found. Turn them all out, gentlemen of the
majority! You will have just as much justification
in the one ease asin the other i and there are hungry
partisans in all the Parishes anxious to obtain office,
no matter how, although we are free to say we shall
pity the men who attempt to get into office through
the means proposed ! They may encounter divers
and sundry shipwrecks before they reach the other
side of official Jordan.

But softly, the Supreme Court may lave something
to say about these matters-may reverse the arbitrary
action hinted atby our down-town cotemporary-and
unless Judges Merrick and Buchanan are removed
the whole beautiful game set down on the party pro-
gramme may be utterly destroyedT' Parochial officers
have rights; and we should'nt be surprised if those
rights were sustained, despite the ineffable disgust of
Central Committees and partisan leaders.
