, The Courier assumes that Sheriff Hufty holds his
office contrary to laiv, add.the wishes of the majority
of the legal voters of thse parish, and that he ought,
consequently, to be removed by the Legislature.. It
is to be regretted thatthe learnedjurist who presides
over the Emiglish side of the Courier, did not refer to
some high,recoiedauthority, tosustain hisassump-
tion1s. 'Then wewouldhave been furnished with dome
data upoi which to found an argument in oplposition.
'As it is, we are constrained to rely principally upon
x oatement of undisputed and indisputable facts.

Before going further, it is proper to observe that, if
there is any doubt of the wishes of a majority of the
votei~ in the premises, it is not the fault of Sheriff
Ifufty. The blame, if ay, rsts uopo ilther shoulders.
We have been told that, an dabe as the case Was
brougiht, before a, legally constituted tribunal, Major
Hufty offered sto present his claims once more to a t
jary of the whole people--said that he dld'nt care
Aboit holding public office by virtue of the judgment t
of abomt--and that his offer was peremptorily de-
clnhd'! This littl episode in the affair proves that
one side,.at least, was not in the smallest degree ap-
prehensive or fearful of the people. And, as it was
with the Sheriff, so was it with our Senators and Rep-
resehtativese,who have been arbitrarily expelled from
seats they were justly entitled to hold. All--so far
as oar our knowledge extends-were anxious to sub-
mit their claims to the people, but the majority re-
fueed. They were unwilling to allow the suffragans
of the parish to choose for themseives ; and, coase-
'quently,'si~stituted their orvn despotic pleasure in
lieu thereof! What a commentary upon the differ-
ence between nrofession and pructice.

The other point, as to whether Mr. Hufty is the le-
gal Sheriff of the parish of Orleans or not, admits of
no question. The case is too plain to be mistaken or
misunderstood. According to the return of the Com-
missioners, he was declared elected. That return was
disputed, and his election contested. The case came
regularly up before the First District Court, the tri-
bunal specially designiated by law, and there the whole
matter was elaborately argued and determined. A
majority of the juryfomndin favorof Hpfty. Instrict
accordane with law this decision was final, the stat-
ute ehpressly prohibiting appeal. The plain intentof
the lvw wavsto dispose of'contested election cases as
summarily: as possible.' Shortly afterwards the law-
fUlly declared Sheriff obtained his commission from
lhe iGveinor. frnished his bond and took the 'oath
ofofofice as prescribed4by law, and entered upon the'
ddiharge of his duties.
Hiere is a brief recapitulation of well-known facts.

unlimited." Tlle omissios in Article 97 is provided
for In Article 73, which states that judges maybe re-
moved by address, "mthe cause or causes" for which
must bhsclearly stated at lehgth. It would be singu.
lar, indeed, if one cla' of dflicers could be addrecsed
out of office, only for causes distinctly assighed, whlile
anotlher class could be removed without any cause at
all! In cases like these, mni iverial usage makes an
express comnmaidi remedy anid control an apparent
omission. Here lhe Sui:emcn Court would be called
upon.to interpret and enforce the Constitution, in or-
der that its various parts might be made to work lhar-
moniously aRd justly. Under such circumstances the
legitimate authority of that tribunal cannot be
doublted.

Take it for granted, however, that the power of the
Legislature is" supreme and tinlimited," as claimed
by our down town cotempocary, and even then we
are unable to see how the question on be kept from
before the courts. Suppose the Sheriff is removed and
anothel person commissionlled? What then;? He
calls upon the present incumbent to deliver up the
fice to him. A positive refusal follows. How is
incumbent to begot out? It would not do to em
force. Some District Court is then applied to to
writ to compel Sheriff tufty to vacate. Assume 5
writ to be granted-that judgment goes against him.
The Sheriff still refuses, and takes an appeal to the
Supreme Court, which appeal must be allowed, in
obedience to the imperative commands of the sixty-
second article of the Constitution. Theo it follows,
as a matter of course, that the whole question
will be argued before the Court of last resort, and as
i that Court in its wisdom may determine, the matter
will be settled-Legislature or no Legislature.

We think we have now demonstrated that the
power of the Legislature is not "supreme and un-
liniited," and that few, if any things, can be done, not-subjected to revision, and, mayhap, reversal, by

- the judiciary. The Legislature is not the Parliament
n of France, nor is the Governor, Louis Napoleon.a, There is a power above them.

a ThirdLeeture of Bishop Spalding.
a The third lecture of Bishop Spalding was delivered

last evening in.Odd FelloewtHall,51pon the subject
of " Literature, Artq and, Inventions, as Elements of,
MIodernm Ci ilition'! Th4 aiih, which commeheoed

falling. just after dark, kept many persons from at-

tending, but the audience appeared quite as large as
atliis previousIectr oes.

The learned gentleman commenced by alluding to
his twosprevious lectures, inu which he had stated that
had barbarism triumphed, there would have been an
end of all civilization till srts, all sciences and inven-
tions. It was only necessary to'glance atthose coon-
tries under the rule of barbarism, or of semi-barbar-
isb, to become convinced of this fact.

That literature ltid the- rts declined after the fall of
the Roman empire in the West, could not be denied.
That declinie continued from the fifth to the tenth
century of the Christian Era-for wars prevailed dur-
i~g a great portion of that, period, and all laws were
dormant. iWhy was -it that literature and the arts
were not altogether obliterated? They would have
been but for one mighty hanrrier which arose between
barbarism and 'civilization--the Church. When the
devastating hordes swept over the countries of En-
rope, with fire, sword and pillage; the-Monastic Insti-
tute became the refuge of these precious treasures of
the human race. The manuscripts contiining the wis-
dom of the old sages and the recordsof that civiliza-
tion whose existence was tireatened,~were carefully
guarded by the monks, who regarded their personal
safety as a secondary consideration.

Still the decline of literature went on. The masses
lacked time or inclination to follow it up, and were
barbaruns or semi-barbarous.'
Rome was the central point of literature during the

dark ages. It was from Italy that missionaries went
forth and planted the cross in the midst of the barba-
rous nations of Europe, and it was the influence of
the church that established chools, etc., The revival
of letters began in the 11th century, and went on
without serious interruption until the 15th; and, hi
the time of Leo X, literature became the order of the
day. Afterwards it flourished in the time of Louis
XIV, and it must be noted that both these epochs of
-its prosperity were brought about under Catholic in-
fluence.
What does literature oweto the dark ages ? It owes

everything. Had it hot been for the labors of the
scholars of those times its existence would have been
obliterated, and those who in the present day sneer at
the fact that the monks of the middle ages monopo-
lized tpelearning would be without the means and
the knowledge which enables them to do so. To the
-scholars of the dark ages we owe the excellence of the
languages we now speak and write-tIhe soft Italian,
the stately Spanish, the coquettish French, the earnest
German, and the English, filibustering from all
other languages. The lecturer, while in Europe, had
often endeavored to convince his fellow scholars that
oar language might properly be likened to a bee
among llowers, culling its sweets from each, baut he
had seldom succeeded in convincing a German, a
Spaniard, an Italian or a Frenchman that we were not
a parcel of literary pirates.

Many triumphs of science and art accomplished
during the period of the dark ages, and since lost,
modder invention and discovery have failed to reach ;
among them the secret of illuminated manuscripts, and
that of painting upon glass and staining it in thelmost
exquisite manner. The compass was discovered
dinuring that period, and it is a fact worthy of remark
that the first two crusades proceeded by land, and
the third by seater; the compass had been discovered
in the interim,,and the mariner was no longer afraid
to trust himself out of sight of land. To the dark
ages also we owe the discovery of the art of printing
and the invention of gunpowder. Gunpowder was
discovered, or invented, by a monk of that period,
although several learned persons have attributed it
to the Chinese. It (lid appear that a composition of
that character was known among them previous to
the discovery of gunpowder in Europe. It has been
the fashion amnong a class of writers, Voltaire taking
the lead,'to attribute everything of this sort to either
the Chinese or the Arabs, but if we are to judge of
their past by their present condition, we shall hardly
award them eventhe credit of. the discovery of gun-
powder.

The lecturer then proceeded with a humorous re-
capitulation of the perfection to which the Chinese
have brought sundry branches of the arts and sciences,
not the least of which was the trick of building and
managing junks and bum-boats. The Mlonks of the
middle ages were the originators of much that art and
science have improved for the benefit of the genera-
tions of the present day. The results of their skill in
agriculture and cultivation may be seen in many of
the fairest parts of Europe. They labored for the
glory of the Church of God, and their zeal made them
superior to all obstacles.

All tile universities of Europe--those of. note--
were founded in the dark ages. These universities,
in their palmy days, counted their students-not as
we do in the present day by hundreds-but by thou-
sands and tens of thousands. They (thle students)
came from all parts of Europe, and the effect of their
coming and going, and the dissemination of the
knowledge they acquired, gave a mighty impulse to
the revival, of letters and the arts. The speaker then
proceeded to give his audience some rather interest-
ing statistical information regarding many of the
principal institutions of learning in Europe, accom-
panied with appropriate remarks touching their or-
ganization.
That period (the dark ages) invented and carried

to perfection a system of architecture which we feel
and know cannot be equalled in the present day:
The old Gothic churches of Europe surpass imagina-
tion in the grandeur of their proportions, complica-
tion of design and beauty of workmanship. Tihe
lecturer's description of the triumphs of architecture
in Rome, the Pantheon, the Church of St. Peter, etc.,
was graphic and eloquent in the extreme. He con-
cluded by remarking that we should remember with
all honor and gratitude the great men of the dark
ages, who had preserved to us the blessings of civiliza-
tion and literature, and to wahom we owe so much of
science, art and invention.
The Bishop announced that the subject of his next

lecture would be, "Political Liberty-its Origin and i
Develolnent.'"
