Fa• n SA•rn FE.-The Santa Fe mail reached San
Antonio on the night of the 29th ult. From the Texan
we extract the following :

At Santa Fe the weather had already been colder
than had been known for many years. General health
prevailed.

A short time previous to the return of the mail
from El Paso, two Mexicans and four mules had frozen
to death between there and Santa Fe.

At El Paso the snotw was several inches deep, and
the mail train from there to our city encountered
several snow storms that lasted during the entire

daTie only mishap to the mail on its trip was the loss
of one mule. The team must have heen well cared
for or they must have perished-and many of our cit-
izens feared this would be the result.

At Comanche Springs many Indian fires were seen
but no Itdians. The mail will again leave tbr Santa
Fe on the ilst day of February.

THE CENTRAL AIFIICAN QUESTION.-The Wash-

ington correspondent of the Baltimore Sun writes,
under date of the 5th :

The able debate which has sprang up in the Senate
upon the Central American question was continuedin
the Senate to-day; by iMr. Foot, of Vermont. There
is a remarkable degree of unanimity in the Senate en
this subject, and it is to be hoped that, in regard to
it, Congress and the country will present an united
front.

As the matter now stands, the negotiations eon-
cerning the interpretation of the Clayton-Bulwer
treaty is terminated, and, on our side, we rely upon
the obligations of public faith for a faithful com-
pliance by Great Brttain with the stipulations of the
treaty, which require that she shall abandon the ex-
ercise of any authority or jurisdiction in virtue of the
Mlosquito pretension ; that she should surrender to
Honduras the tract of country adjacent to the Balize
which she has seized upon and colonized; and that
she should also withdraw from the Bay Islands, which
she has seized without a shadow of title, on the pre-
tence that they are dependencies of the Belize.

She manifests no disposition as yet to comeu ly with
these, our reasonable expectations. If she persist in
her pretensions, the qe!stion is, what shall we do?
There are other resorts besides the ultima ratio of
war. We can abrogate the treaty, and take posses-
sion of islands convenient for naval purposes, and also
colonize the Istlmms region, which w• are in a fair
way of doing in spite of the treaty. It is not at all
probable that such a cource on our part will invite a
war. There is a growing disposition among onr peo-
ple to asoert their suprelmacy over thle North Anmeri-
can tcontinent, as agtinst any new attempt Iy s1 for-
eign power to obtain or extend possessions within its
limits.

TIHE HAYTIEN WAR WsTu SAN Doniso.--A letter
dated Porto Plata, Dec. 29th, says :

The news which has arrived to-day is that the Do-
mninicans have driven every Haytien over the frontier.
They had advanced considerably, and had taken up
positions and had fortified them. Seeing that they
did not advance, the Dominicans went to meet them,
and a company of Dominican tirmillieurs with lMinnie
rifles, made such havoc amongst them that they were
obliged to leave their tirst station in advance and fall
bacrk. In the night the Dominicans went into the
Haytions and drove every man away, and there is not
a hlaytien soldier remaining in thle northern part of
the Dominican territory. -Te news from the Souths
is equailly satistietory. They have been liglhting
hard there, and the Ilayticis have lost 2,000 irl illes
and wounded, and the Dlominicans 700. The tlaytleis
left munitions, etc., behind them.

There is every reason to expect t that e t Haylien
ports are at this time blockaded, so Soulouque may
lind himself in an awkward poeition.

A dispatch of the 0th, from Philadelphia, oars:
Tihe Wollc Cotton Factory of Jos. Garside, on HIay-

dock street in this city, was totally destroyed by lire
early this morning. Loss about h0,000, party in-sured. A portion of the stock wams s.ved. By this
disaster 180 persons are thronn out of employment.
Four frame dwellings were also coa•sqned and their
poor occupants rendered houseless.

Is there any Constittltonal Law in the Land I

The above is a grave and serious question; one
that every honest and intelligent citizen should ask
himself and, answer camly and dispassionately, after
examining the acts of partisans since the adoption of
the Constitution under which we now live, and
calmly considering the arbitrary and unwamnnted
proceedings of thle legislative body now in sessian, to
obey, as it would seem, and put into force and effect
the decrees of secret caucusses andthe edicts of what
is known as the "Democratic Central Committee of
Louisiana," a self-constituted trilunal-the supreme
judge of the Constitution of the State and the laws of
the land. We belong neither in bod" or soul, to auy
political pty, and arenot now appealing tothe preju-
dices of the people ; but ask all, of whatever persua-
sion of politics, to put aside their prejudices and view
with calmness and impartiality the acts of the pres-
ent Legislature in reference to the clear provisions of
the Constitution, andtheir arbitrary and unwarranted
ejectment of (so far) no less than six legally elected
representatives of the people in that body. To our
mind there is no constitutional law in the land. The
State of Louisiana is, in this respect,like other States
of the Union ; of which an English writer has very
truly said, "the people make the laws and therefore
they have a right to break them at pleasure, and the
majority trample on the rights of the minority, with
the iron eel of despotism."

We do not ask the people to look farther back in
our history than the adoption of the present constitu-
tion, but for the sake of their liberties, which are now
in jeotard? by the action of a faction of demagogues
Iheld tolether by the adhesive properties of plunder;
