Dlsaster and Loss of Life.

We learn from New York papers that the hrig
Win. IH. Safford, Capt. Smith, was cat through by ice
in the Eant river and sunk, on the night of the 3d w
llt. Eight of the ten persons on board lost their I

lives, includingthe captain, his wife and two children.
The following are the particulars of the melancholy
affair

The ill-fated vmesl anroed at this port on Sunday,
from Attakalpas, coaut of Louisiana, in a somewlhamt
diabhled coidition, having had a most boistero u
pas sage, and anchored in the stream near the Fulton
Feary. Dorinug the night, her cable wos parted by
thoe force of the ice and the flood tide, when she
drifted to the vicinity of tile Navy Yard, and was
brought to by her best bower. Tli wan n at 3 o'clock
A. 2I. on Monday. All on board, except the captain,
then relaired to their terlsn, under the impression
that all war safe, but in two hours after it was dis-
covered that the vessel wans tiling very fas, and at 6
o'clock A. li. the water had reached the lomwer berths.
All hands were then aroused, anud went on deck, but
they had scarcely succeeded in doing so when the
vessel tilled and went down, taking with it the cap-
taut, lis wife and two children, A. S. Darragh, the
mate and the cook, name unlknown, all of whom im-
mediately perishied.

The crew of thle brig consisted of four men. Two
of these, named Wm. Brown and Frank Ryder, got
into the cron-trees anud were rescued in an exhausted
condition by a boat from the receiving ship North
Carolina, on hoard of which vessel they were taken
and kindly cared for. A purse of fifty dollars was
also subscribed for them by the officers. The other
two sailors, named Alexander Brimmer and Henry
Williams, succeeded in getting on a large cake of ice,
which drifted with them towards Williamsburg. Their
situation was discovered about daylight by Patrick
Quinn, private watchman at the naval store-yard, foot
of South Tenth street, and he, accompanied by the
mate of thle schooner Wave, started in a boat to their
resce, but before they could render any assistance,
an ihumense cake of floating ice came in collision
with, and demolished the piece on which the nsailors
were standing, and both of them were pitched into
the river and immediately drowned. The cook was a
colored man, and wns shipped at Demerara. All the
others were shipped at Boston, on the outrward nas.
sage, and are sup)posed tolave been Amnericans. The
captain's two children were a boy and a girl-the lat-
ter aged eleven and the forn•tir four years.

What the Future hans in Store.

So many rumor. come via. New Orleans, in refer-
ence to what is to ibe done next week at the capitol,.
that we cannot refrainh from giving place to one can-
rent now about town.

It will be remembered that about this time last i
year, a Fportion of the wisdom of the State, then'as-
semhled here, to hammer out more laws for the State,
were of opinion that the fees of the office of Sheriff
of Orleans parish, were, nall told," very insignificant,
and a bill was introduced and came near passing
through, to throw all the judicialsalesinto the hands
of the Sheriff. This created some little consternation
among the auctioneers, and there was much letter-
writing, telegraphing, coming and going of special
messengers to and fro, and the matter was honally
arranged, upon what basis of compromise it would be
in bad taste to enquire. Then a "Demoenat" held
the office. Perhaps the Central Committee had
measured the circumference of the power wielded
by the Sherilff,; and merely suggested this movement
in order tostrengthen him in importance. Now, the
Bnll StorT, so ibeautifully iilustrated in IMr. Webstera
spelling bookl, has come about, and a Know-Niothing
holds the key of that office, and it is suggested that
hisauthority be divided into four parts. Instead of
one Sheriff it is proposed to have four. Well,beit so.
A rumor kindred to this, is, that the move made last
seasonto change the time of holding the municipal
elections to mid-summer-say the month of July, will
be renewed, if there is a prospect for a Registry law
to pass. What would he the result of holding the I
elections in New Orleans in mid-summer? Why, the
very people-citizens interested in her welfare, vould
be absent, and to the army of illegal living votes, a
host of the shnmbering dead would he rappled up, on
the order of the- Central Vigilance," to attend the
polls and vote the straightout ticket.

We incline to the belief that a Registry law will
pas before the sixty days expire-eand if it does, so
called democratic power in New Orleans will bestabbed in a tender point, unless some such outrage
is contemplated as clmoging the time of holding the
elections. [Baton Rounge Comet, 8th.

When we learn of the passage of a Registry Law-
such as will absolutely preclude illegal voting-we
shall be gratified, no matter when or how the elea-
tions are held. But we haven't much faith in the
present Legislaure, so far as that measure is con-
cerned. The great " Central" will object, and there
will be an end of it.

DEATHn or A VETEa• n.-John Rickels, a native of
Virginia, died in Oglethorpe county, Ga., on the 30th
ult., aged one hundred and four yeans. A letter says:

lie wanste most industrious man the writer ever
knew. Thie writer lived within a half a mile of him
for several years-when the old man w-as'between
ninety-three and one hundred years old. During these
yearn he worked regularly,n an generally plowed, and
was wont to boast that lie could put up more fence
than any man in the county. Last year he cultivated
a few acres in corn, with the hoe only, and made good
corn. When he was over one hundred years old, he
would frequently walk to Lexnington, a distance of
ahout nine miles, transact his business and w-Slk back
home the same day.

MItRTELLO Towtns.--There is no small harbor nor
little inlet, on any of the better settled panrt of our
coasts, which the inhabitants of their neighborhoods
alone would not -be able to hold against the single
cruisers of an enemy, provided only that they should
be furnished with a gun or two of snfficient range and
calibre to tell on the vessel herself as soon as the bat-
tery should be brought within the reach of her broad-
sides. An attack from beoat parties or by land would,
quite doubtless, very easily succeed in taking an open
battery defended by a fefw irregular troops witltout
shelter or cover; but behind tine simplest entrench-
ments it would be entirely another atanir, for our peo-
ple in such positions, with no other instruction than
that drown from their innato sagacity, would ighlt as
bravely as Turks. and witc as mnch skill :m any En-
ropean troops. These entrenechments wound prolably
be broght to to their simplest and cheapest form, when
consisting of a block-iouse of logs or of a tower of
masonry, momnting the guns and holding the maga-
zines, surrounded by a ditch and an earthen embank-
nment. It was a gun in such a position that once de-
feated Nelson and cost limn aan arm. Napoleon stud-
ded the coast of Irance with similar defences, which,
during all those long wars with him, never received
from the English cruisers any tokens evincing tile
slightest evidence of their contempt for the elficiency
or strengthl of such batteries. If our own shores were
once garnished with such works, no blockading squad-
ron could ever succeed in keeping our coasters idle in
port, and nmnch less so our single cruisers-national
and private-whino, defying any enemy, and nmultiply
ing in proportion to the points of rafuge established
on our own coast, would take the broad Atlantic, and
rendler that sea unsafe to the merchantmen of the
haughtiest power, if at hostilities with as, unless con-
voyed by a fleet of men-of-war.-[Wash. Union.

Statl En lgneer's Report.

We have a copy of the 8tate Engineer s Report to J
the Legislatore. It is well arranged and interesting.
Ilejustly complains of the parsimony of the Legisfa-
tore in not making the necessary appropriation to
this department, for carrying out the most necessary
works of improvement in our inland water courses.
The report concludes with the following general re-
marks, which are entitled to well-digested and care-
ful consideration :

Although this report is already very lengthy, I
would perhaps omit a portion of my dutydid I failto
ubhmit to your consideration some remarks of a gen-

eral nature. I will no doubt follow in thefootstepsof
others, and offer nothing new. No State of the Union
is more susceptible of improvement than Louisiana.
Nature has given us innumerable natural canals, which
need only some cleaning out. We have thas far ex-
pended a very large sum of money, but have done lit-
tlebenefit; and why is this? Becaae we hare had
no well-digested system of operations. We havefrit-
ted away our means, doing a little here and there all
over the State, completing nothing thoroughly and
permanently. Wehavecommenced at the wrong end
of our work. 'We have exhausted our means on the
small streams-we should have first attached ourselves
to the larger ones. The mapof the State shows main
trunks through every section; these should first be
made good, and gradually ouroperations would ex-
tend to minor streams. But I may be asked-will
the people submit? I answer, yes; becausetheywill
soon discover that this system is more efficient and
will reach them sooner than any other. But for this I
we must put aside our sectional local feelings for a I
time, and unite in a common understanding. Let us

}see how much money the State can give every year,
and let os distribute the amount wisely to the works
of primary importance. Let this be done in such a
manner as to never leave work unfinished. Thus per- I
mnacy, more efficiency, maore and earlier success
will be obtained. The present organization of the In-
ternal Improvement Department is well adapted to
carry out the system above shadowed forth--better
adapted, in fact, than any organization that can beinadaunder a Board, or otherwise. The startingpoint
is, judicious surveys, upon which to bhse intelligently
our plan of operations. With these sunroeys to direct
us, we cannot fail to go right.

With regard to the lississippi river, it isnot neceo- i
sry for me to say much. I must, however, any that
it would seers that because this noble "Father of Wa-
ters," (which is all in all to us) tls kept quietly with-
in its bed for a few years, and spared us from the ef-
iecth of its irath, we begin again to lull ourselves into
false ideasof onr security, and revive old or project
new plaus to bring down upon as that wrath anew.
Experience has not taught wisdom. We begin to
opeculate upon the closing of the Plaquemine aid the
Lafourche. Emihatically I say that thee outlets are
neoessa- to the salvation of all below the Plaque-
mine. Set aside the advantages they afford to navi-
gation. I repeat, they are-necessary vents. The views
so well set forth, and, as it were, with a prophetic
voice, by the State Engineer, in his report of 1846 and
947, and confirmed and s4stained byhis suncessors in

office, are in every respect correct. Thelevee system
will not do, to the exclusion of all others. The outlet
system must be adopted, or, at least, such outlets as
we have must be preserved. The closing of the Pla-
quemine would, I acknowledge, help to reclaim much
land; but these lands can be reclaimed by 'other
means as efficiently, and without detriment to the
lower Mississippi. My recommendation of the clear-
in oat of Grand river, etc., has this in view.

In conclusion, let us learn not to interfere with the
Mississippi river. We cannot control it. Our pre-
sumptuons efforts against it only bring down upon es
chastisement.

Totr CIrc,,Arri SLAVE CASE.--The Cincinnati
Times of the 31st tlt. states that the current of pop-
ular feeling, which was strongly in favor of the fugi-
tires, has turned the other way in consequence of at-
tempts to get uip a riot and subvert law and order.
The Tines relates the following scene which occmurred
pending the examination:
As the slaves were being escorted from the court-

room yesterday afternoon, to an omnibus in waiting
in the street, a large crowd of colored men and wo-
men, iutermixed with a fewv prominent whites of a
certain political stamp, bloclked up the passing wayoand stuebornly refused to give room that the prisoners
might be taken ont.

When apassage was at length cleared, and the offi-
cern attempted to perform their duty, they were,
greeted by this mob with indecent curses and impre-
cations, and the slaves were urged to " stand by their

Ifreedom," "not to give ip," and the poor woman
whose hands are stained with the blood of her own
child, cheered for the murderous act. Several at-Stempts were made to roscoue the prisnemrs, but they
Swere all successfully repulsed by the strong police
force in attendance.t Some of the colored women present, cursed most
edisgustingly, while the men were not only bold int
tlheir imprecations, but in their attempts to commit
violence. One of them aplproached the omnibus with
a knife in Iris hand, and when forced away, seized the
fMayor by the tihroat, and would no doubt have com-
mitted violence upon his person, had not Mr. Farankreceived timely aid. This man and another one were

I arrested and locked up in the Hammond street Station
SHouse. Onlythe promptnes, courage and determina-
tion of the otieerm present prevented a riot, and a
Sbloody one at the time.

LATER FRmOm FORT PIERRE.--The St. Louis Demo-
crat, of the 2d, publishes the following telegraphic
dispatch:

Wosr1e1 , Jan. 31.-M•esse. Donlap and Woodford,
pilot and mate of the steamer Grey Cloud, arrived
fom Fort Pierre, night before last, en route to St.
Louis. The Grey Cloud got within 230 miles of the
Fort on the 2d of November. Sent on an express to
the Fort, and received an answer to wait for :iajor
Heow, who was coming with two hundred troops to
take charge of the boat and cargo. On the 21st the
liver closed, and it commenced snowing very fast.
The next day the boat was visited by seventy-five
Indiun woarriorn, who demanded ammunitionand pro-
visions. We heard of the troops fifty miles off. The
thermometer at this time had fallen to 35 degrees
below zero. On the 31st December the crew was
discormged by order of General tarney, and he took
possession of the boat and cargo. The cold was so
great that several of the men were badly frozen. On
the ith of January Generall tarney arrived, twenty-
two days out from the Fort. He traveled all the way
on the ice, with only thirtymen. During his jorneyie saw a large number of Indians, and told them thai
"this was the time for them to fight, while the cold
weather lasted; hlle had bt few men, and they miht
kill him now, but he would give them hr-- in the
spring."

Dunlap and others left the Grey Cloud on tihe 12th
of January, and came on the ice as far as Council
Bluffs.

A Woonro ci, ltrroru--Among the curiosities
to be met with ir the Paris HEposition was a lhuge con-
care mirror, the instrument of a startling species of
optical magic. On standing close to it, it presents
notlhing but a magnitficently monstrous dissection of
your physiognomy. On retiring a couple of feet, it
gives your own face and figure in true proportion, but
reversed, te head downwards. But ret'o stilt frr-
ther, standing at the distance of five or six fret from
tihe mirror, and behold, you see yourself, not a reflec-
tion-it does not strike you as a reflection-but your
veritable self, standing in tihe middle part, between
you arnd the mirror. The effect is almost appalling,
ifrom thIe idea it suggests of something supernatural;
so startling, in flact, that men of the strongest nervoes
will shrink invorlutarily at the first view. If you
rise your carne to thrust at your otherself,you willsee it
pass clean through tihe body, and appear on the other
side, the figurae tlrusting at you at the same inst•nt.
The artist who firnt succeeded in fashioning a mirror
of this description, brought it to one of the French
kings--if we recollect right, it was Louids XV--placed
his majesty on the right spot, and bade him draw his
sword and thrust at the figure he saw. ThIe king did
so, but seeing tihe point of a sword directedto his
own breast, threw down his wviapn and ran away.
Tihe practical joke cost the inventor the king's patron-
age and falvor; his tajesty being nfterwvards so ashamed
of hris own cowardice that he would never again look
at the mirror or its owner,

Sultana hod lately controacted enormous debts without
the knowledge of the Sultan, which gave rise to daily
reclamations on the part of. the merchants, some of
whom were Frenchl. By order of the Sultan a state-
ment of these debts was drown up, and the sum total
was found to be fifty-four millions ofpiastres. The
creditors were called, and after making a diminution
of ten per cent. on their bills, they were promised a
complete liquidation in three years, in monthly pay-
ments.-[N, Y. Times.

ToE TEMPEIANCE QUESTIor.--The October numn-
her of the Westminster Review contains an article of
singular ability, starting with the proposition that
drunkenness annotbeecured by legislation. It iswrit-
ten and published in view of very persistent efforts in
England to obtain the enactment of a Maine law by
Parliament. It trverses the whole field ofdiscussion
of the questions of prohibition and regulation of the
liquor traffic. An extract or two will serve to show
the strength of the article.

"The world would be a very differentworld if great.
evils were'so easily cored, and if ten lines in a tatute
book could crush viee and make virtue trinmphant-.
Experience tetlls a different tale. Ittells that a la• ir
in itself powerleess, andthat it is onlystrong when it
is the outward and formal expreseionnof what men
realy wish. Even if a law, such as the Maine liquor
law, were obeyed, which it might be for atinic among
an orderly and law-loving peop le, there woald be no
escaping, in one shape or other, the penalty of so
grom an infringement of the true principlea of State.
government. , It would be an evil worse than that of
drunkennes if a nation learnt to lean on the rotten
zeal of external enactments, and thus sapped the very
foundations of right and destroyed theeprings of all
moral action."

Again, in regard to personal rights-the denial to
men of their freedom of choice who live under the rule
of laws which recognize the great fact of personal
liberty-the writer remarks :

"To deny the use of intoxicatingliquors altogether,
to withhold by law the means of indulging, becausein-
dulgence is often carried to a vicious excess, is, in
fact, an attempt, in a very signal instance, and on a
very wide scole, to increase the sphere of State gov-
enunent and to deaden the sense of individual re-
sponsiblity. It would beimpossible tofurnish a more
conspicuoas example of that mode of viewing man
and morals which makes wrong and right the subject
of State policy and not of individual conviction.
"A subtle poison taints the moral atmosphere in

wildch such a law is upheld. The mind of man be-
comes narrow and crippled when he is no longer his
own master; his actions are meaningless when stripped
of the beauty of chbolce; his sympathy for othemrs
grows dead when he has no longer to assist them in
encountering moral trials and. to ain and give the
strength of mutual counsel. Prohibition advocates
are fond of prophesying that as men cease to drink
they will go to chnrch.

What will they find when they getthere? Is the
faith of the churches of christendom. so warm, their
words so full of meaning, their appeal to the con-
science so direct that they can afbrd to be guided by'
a law which, as far as one law can, deadens resposl-
bility and obliterates the distinctionbetween goodand
evil. The text will be the keenest satire on the ser-
mon. The text will say, L' Use yourlfreedom as those
who stand or fall to their Master ;' the preacher will
say, 'i My Christian brethren, abtanin altogether, for.
there is a penalty of five dollars for the first offence
and ten for the second.'"

HonRRIBLE.-An English paper publishes the follow-
ing account of the exhumation of the bodies of the
wife and brother of William Palmer, who was charged-
with having poisoned them and sixteen other per-
sons:

The coffins containing the remainh of the deceased -
Ann and Walter Palmer, were, upon their exhuma-
tion, eonveyed from the family vault to the Talbot
Inn, at Rugely, and opened in the presence of the cor
oner and jury, in the commercial room of the Inn.
The coffin of Mrs. Palmer, made of oak, was first
opened. Having been buried a long time, and the
gaseous exhalations being able to escape through the
porous wood, the corpse was comparatively dry, and
the smell educed endurable. On the removal of the
outer coffin a hole was bored in the leaden receptacle
in which Walter Palmer's body was confmined, and in-
stantly a most sickly and noxious effnvium escaped;
which penetrated the entire building, affected parties
at the other end of the inn, and produced a sickening
effect on all in the immediate vicinity of the coffin.
Subsequently the leoden lid was removed, and the
petale preseonoted by the body was absolutely

frigtful. The eees were so terribly distended as
to extend to either aide of the coffin ; one eye was
opened, and the moth partially so, presentingthe.ap-
pearance of a horrible grin and grimace. Each limnb
ffas aso swollen to prodigious proportions, and the

sight was revolting in the extreme. Nearly all the
jurors were afflicted with vomiting and fainting. Af-
ter the re-interment of tie corpses, considerable time
elapsed before fmigations could make the house at
all bearable; even a week afterwards, the close room
in which the bodies were opened strongly smelt of the
disgusting odor, and it was found necessary to have
the walls scraped and re-papered, the dosorsand wood
work repainted, nd a portion of thefloor,on which
fool matter had dropped from the coffin of the male
deceased, re-laid, it being fornad impossible by thu
planing, to divest the bords of the noxious stain and
stench.
