They stated that MIr. Corcoran had been slung-shot-
ted, brahcss-klnuckled, cut and sawed with a knife. etc. 1
A knife is the most dangerous of all weapons, yet DIr.
Hfunt says no "kniife or cutting instroument" was
used. Here, then, one-half or thereabouts of the
Delta's would-be pathetic rigmarole goes by the board.
The Doctor also observes thathe had " not authorized
any one to state that the wounds were not made
by a slung-shot or by brass knuckles, as I (he) have
never seen either of these weapons," Not having au-
thorized any one to speak for him, and knowing
nothing about such woaponsas brass-knnkles, etc., it
follows, as a matter of course, that the Doctor does
not express an opinion as to the merits of either side

of the question. And his opinion that his patient was
injured by a 

" 
deadly weapon," is not evidence that

he "'was not simply beaten with a stick." A "heavy"
stick, such as we referred to in our editorial of
Wednesday, is certainly a very dangerous implement,
and would, no doubt, be pronounced by any surgeon
a" deadly weapon."

With this explanation, we dismiss the subject. We
regret that the name of Dr. Hunt-for whom we en-
tertain a high regard, personally and professionally-
has been brought before the public in this connection,
as it never would have been but foran unwarrantable
editorial attack upon the Crescent, because of an
unimportant local news item which appeared in its-
columns.

Lyceum Lectures.
t)r. B. A. Gould, of Cambridge, lass., delivered

the introductory lecture of the series, at Lyceon Hall,
iast evening, to a large and appreciative audience.
[lis subject was " The Theory of Probabilities ;" and
en regret our inability to give more than a skeleton

of the discourse. Commencing with the announce-
ment of the evening's address, he stated that in the
two succeeding leetures he slhould treat of the relation

rstronomy bears to other sciences, and its past his-
tory; and of the advance of astronomy in the last
century.
The theory of probabilities is both intellectual and

mathematical, while others occupy only a single posi-
tioan; and in reedfl for political cod exact philoso-

phy. In its nature it is definite; and typical of pure
matlemratics, both in cause and result. In vulgar
usage chance is the phrase standing instead of this
theory; but there is no such thing as chance : all
things are fore-ordained and worik by rule, in accord-
ance with law. Therefiore the theory of probabilities v
is a science. It is our ignorance that turns facts into
mere probabilities; education clears away the
" chance" and leaves behind a science.

If we could know things by their causes, however,
even this science would be more exact and scientific.
When we speak of certainty we only mean a very
high degree of probability; and yet few see the con-
nection subsisting between them. The difference is
abundantly exemplified. Tile barbarian speaks of
the sun's rising to-morrow, only because Ihe never
knew it not to rise ; the scholar speaks of it because
he knows tile laws that render its rising certain.
Mtathematical progression was advanced as showing
more clearly this point and the noble act of thimble-
rigging, in which because the " little joker" has been
found for a certain number of times to turn up under
a certain thimble, the ignorant expect it will continue
to do so constantly. Certainty is--what?-all things
to all men. M•oral certainty is no certainty whatever.
Mlathemticanl certainty is tire only one that is really
certainty. The growth of Washington's name in the

garden beds, when sowed by him, was an illustration
germane to the point. Certainty admits of no doubt
whatever. Probability is where there is a preponder-
nce of chances upon one side; wherefore thile proba-
bility of a thing's happening are greater, or less, to us,
inaccordance with our knowledge. 'firhe difference
between subjective and objective probabilities are well
exemplilied in the purchase of a lottery ticket ; when
there is one probability of gaining a prize, to very
many improbabilities. Tihe idea of chance is a result
of ignorance. Actually there are but two things--the
is and the is not : known only to omniscience ; but
man has made a step towards distinguishing between
them by tile theory of probabilities.
Laplace was the great expounder of this theory

which moralists and metayhysicians have been puzzled
to define. A man named Banks, of Bisholpsgate
street, Lo•don, ran an express with news of the light
of Waterloo, and made a fortune by it. Who calls
this gambling? There e insurance companies on
life, buildingo, etc., taking the probabilities of their
not being burned. But they proceed upon a theory
firmed from lfacts, and cannot be termed gambling.
When we have grounds for a general opinion, even
tiough not exact, it is knowledge, and not gambling,
which is without knowledge. In the game of heads
and tails, tile probabilities are that each will come up
tifty times in one hundred, but thereis no knowledge
to that efitct. Insurance offices go upon the laws of
probability and are only thus saved from being gigan-
tic gambling booths. Life insurnnce is no risk, but a
certainty, derived from a knowledge and calculation
of probabilities. This was shown by a recapitulation
of tihe isurancrce and losses of Boston rInsurance Cool-
panies for 14 years. The probabilities of life, too, are
regulated by rules. The census reports, it was re-
marked, could be better made by thle theory of prob-
abilities, than by actual taking down.
