A Day with the Insane;

A VIS5 T TO BLAeK55ELL'S ISLAND.

Some celebrated philosopher thinkswe are a world1 of lunatics, differing only in degrees of Insanity. He
cbme tb 14 conclusion, doubtlessly, upon contrasting
Sthe comparatively ratilbnal and consistent deportment
of the so-caled insane, who ore confined within the
walls of the madhouse, with that of the so-called
sane, who stride the earth at large, carrying with
them their bundles of crotchte and pet ins, and
thrusting them in the face of all they meet without
stint or mercy.
To some extent, undoubtedly, the theory of tlih

philsopber and ois disciples is true. By far the larg-
est half of insane in the world are to be foond with-
out the confines of the lunatic asylmn. But they
manage to preserve so much "method in their mad-
ness" that they are considered perfectly "harmless"
and so permitted to go at large, very much to the de-
triment of simple, honest people, who listen to their
wurped, perverted teachings.

Prompted by smy thiirst for viewing ahuman nature
i its every form, 1 teak the steamboat "King Philip"
a day ortwo since, with "permit" in hand-o politely
given me by Mir Keltock--for "LBlaekwvell's Island."

The steamboat was crowded wilth its usual motley
groups. Some like myself going merely us "lookemrs
on in" Bedlam; but the greater part as applicants for
tihe bounty of our charitable city.

One poor creature, brought in the cabin by a gn-
tlemen and placed by the stove, looked as though she
could scarcely live to leave the boat. She was ema-
ciatedto the last degree, and her hollow cough and
the two br ight spots upon either cheek told the die-

She suonk down in her chair, 'too feeble to took
around her or heed tse etcomfort of her own situa-
tion. Isntied her hood, and brushing off tie snow
and wetfrom it, hung it to dry. Her shes were
wetted through and finl of holes, and I thougllt as I
arranged a plce on the stove hearth for her to dry
her feet, "What would same of the Fifth avenue fine
ladies say to having their delicately shod feet as wet
and cold as this poor consumptive's 1"

I learned her history. The gentleman who came
with her and left her had brought her over several
years ago in her youth and Ihenalth nas nurse to his
children. But the youth and health gave way, and
grewin to be only a burthen instead of help in his
amily, she was given over to the tender mercies of
str•ngers, like a sick, worn out horse turned adrift.-
So goes the world.
Bellevue took her in, and when she leaves Bellevue

it will be in a pine coffin.
There was a fresh looking youn" Irish with her

three months old baby that laughed and crowed for
all the worldas impudently and self-omplaeently as
though it were the President's son, and had been born
in the august White House instead of in the city Poor
House, the worse than orphan child of a poor Irish
help gir!.
She had been married--the hildhad its legiirnacy

to be proud of, if nothing else. The young mother
had the proof of that with her. Her storai was the
type of h tndreds of others. She tl d been n a 'good
place" for sevral years, when in an evil hour she
married "her lady o" coachman. The man wns wild,
and likle too many of the "fast" men of the present
day who are above this renegade husband in station.
The yng wife was deserted, the husband going to
parts nknmown, and his son and heir was born in
Belevue. Unable to work witll the child in her
mlse• the sad young mother eas then going to Black-
well's Island Alms House to rear the child.

There were eeveral other melancholy looking women
witll small babes in their arms on board, sho were,
without doubt, bound on the sme errand. I did niot
question them, however, of their histories.

I had never before been in the Insane Asylum upon
thu Island, and what strmek,me at first sight most
foreibly, throughout the whole large building, was its
oheerfoi, airy aspect, and the perfect neatness and
order of all its appointmenks.

Mnny of the apa tments seemed to me somewhat
overilled. In fasd the physicians complain of want
of room. Largweed commodious as the building is,
with iti off buiding, called "the Lodge," where the
more violent are kept, still more room is required for
the a lccommodation of its increasing numbers.

I was surprised by the preponderance of foreigners
among the inmates, and of these I should judge the
greater portios were tGermans.

With few exceptions, these poor, unfortunate vie-
tims of warped fancies and delusions, were apparently
careless and'happry-lktughing, singing, and many of
themindustriously sewing. They are oll-trhe fe-
male portion-sipplied with plenty of sewing work,
as well as other and various means of diverting the
mind. The insanity of many is nothing more than
an aboenee of mintd r idiocy, and these it ie hard to
teach anything useful. They live on, imbibing air
and food, apparently with little more conseiousness of
lifethaan aoystera. Some of these poor "lack-brains,"
however, are imitative, and sew, or attempt other
modes of industry or recreation no they see others.
My little boy, who was with me, seemed to attract

nnipersal attention in the female departments. He
was nearly devoured withls kisses, and squeezed to

death with hugs. One blowsy-looking damsel, with
hnir standing out in all directions, like the "quills

upon the fretful porcupine," manifested her philopro-

enitiveness in so boisterous a mannsr thut sie had to
es interfered with by one of the stout, kind-naturedy
nurses. The girl showed no disposition to rebel, butesigned her captive with a laugh, whilst she frisked

aT to another part of the long hall. m
These halls, of which each story of eaclt wing has i

one, with their long rows of little rooms to the rightand left-each room containing a snowy spread bed,
chair, &o--are well warmed and ventilated, and afford
ample room for recreation and exercise, and their in-
mates for the most part, to all appearances, as ration-
al as theh' nurses or visitors, almost seem to have met
there merely to pass a pleasant morniug, or to while
away an afternoon. But alas the doors leading to
each other are locked, the nurses, physicians, &c.,
being each provided with a hey, and the poor inmates
are onlty prisoners!

In one room in the main building, whick was filled
with German women, o ho were engaged for the most
pnart in sewing, a poor, forlorn-looliag creaoture, with
a countenance of considerable intelligesce, but with
an explession of the deepest melancholy, was sitting
in a corner apart from all. Dring the time I was in
the room, she never raised her eyes from the floor, and
when I returned, ulpno pashig through, the room, she
was sitting in just the same position, with her eyes
still fastened pone the floor. She was to have lees
married, and the man to whom she was engaged, maer-
ried another.

In the same room I noticed a woman of about thir-
ty, awli most onsce have been very ilhandsome. he
possessed a highly ideal, poatry-laving head, mid her
osanity nmust have resulted from some great blow to
herhighly strung organization. She sought occasion
to talls with me, and upon questioning tier she an-
swered in very beautiful language, with a slightly
German accent, that sit had keen in the Institution
for three years, and that her little son was with her,
ne.; and then she related to me a most pathetic story

of the catlure of hier son by some itinerant Italian
musicians; and how slse tollowed them from Gern ny
iso italy, and at last succeeded iis re•apturing his anrd
bringing him to this country. And kising my boy,
she enjoined upnrs me of all thinges not to tust him a
moment out of my sight. She spoke agains of her
joy at finding her soe, and stid he was in the next
room.
Poor creature ! that was her delirium: her eon--if

she had ever had one-aind never bean in the building.
I could not ascertain the cause of her iisanity, but
very prohally it miglt Ihave resulted from the lostr of
this very child, about wrlomn she talks in such beauti-
futl, pathetic lansguage.

I founsd several other very interesting cases; one in
the long hall of the story below, especially, interested
me exceedingly.

She could iot have been over seventeen or eighteen
yea's old, and with her slender firem posieseed san of
the most spiritulal lookiig faces I ever osew. The ex-
pression of her soft brown eyes was gentle in the ex-
treme, and nemost pinhlly applrd isg.
I was looking at lier in pity for her beauty and help-

less state, whsi soe came sp to me and asinked me if
cane fros the city. I told her yes, and then s1e sised
several othernluestions, ll of which I answcred in a
tone tllt must have told her of my deep sy uepails i
for her, for the tears started to tier giaselle-lile eyes
and she took me by the hand and maid-"Caome with
me."
Sthe led me into one of the neat little rooeus opening

out of the iaill.
"Is tlIs your rooml" usked l.
"Yes," said she, as sie sat down lpons the snowy

liendusi motioned me to take a chlair close besile tser.
'Idaonttiliesto stayl sess, aisid youi lioi kisid rind 5
good. Wons't you get me siomelthing ftr me to do at
some sailliner's store, snd then C can po awsay"':
Upln my questionsinsg her ahe told me she had no

nsotlssr or ftllier, asid no friends iu alt News York.
ltuch more sit meli re tIiat a•• very interstinig and
pathetic, imong the rest that use had been ossly vix
weeks tiere an id liidbhens brought lthei far hier
health; that else had been sickand it hod made Iser
crazy, hut that she wia well aosi asid swislhed tuog

assay.
Poor gihl! upon qnestioning one of thle nurses i

finmd that site had been but a feiw snonths msaried
and Ihd been placed there Iiy lier hssband, swlao was
tier cosihnt visitor, but in her dcluviou ehe entirety
ignored him. 1 could nut learu whether lie sed far-
nmerly been kind to tier or whsat ams the cause of her
derangement.

Issus very much indebted to the kinduess of Dr.
Lasinsing, ossn of tli resident phlysiciaos,s who gave
me much of his time nid muchisirmastioun, saowinsg
me thue oljeci worthy of note in the libhray, etc.,
among which were seine very coriosus derinisgs sitll
pen and isle by sesu of the inmates of the asylum.
A design for a record sass pscrfctly usaraveloas in iti
intricacy, variety lnd esxactitude of esxcutiun.
These poor warp-brsincd creatures, shut out from

lhe reat of the world, have their pluesnrcs as wefl as
their pains in that little world of their own. Gtreat
care e talken to provide them swith ssitable recrea-
tions, and music is one of their chief sources of
delight. A eoncels carnt ouF a few evesine' since.
I was told, that would have dose credit to a band of
intional nausicians.

Whilst in the parlor, during my visit, I heard some
aery fine nmsie hy a tale, meslneloly looinug yonng
German. He played some uomppticatd Germnu airs,
asd Ihen strsic ofl into some delightful waltzes,
whicrl I had never hseard.
"TThse wsre Labitzky's, were they not I' asked I.
"Nao," le replied, "they were by Lannsir, but they

are in Lahiihky's stole." lie convenaed id very goed
Englishi on msiac,i skinig me very politely to play.

They Ilave their " Maria," tooe I heard him hsig
some nutimssl air with snich spirit and tiiling. soor
fellow! he isa victim to lave. The girl hs aso going

to marry got separated from him in the ships as they
were comng to this coumtry.

Among the patients are many who are eminent ex-
amoles of porveMrion of tile phrenological organs;
among the most conspicuons of which, are those of
perertcd self-cesteem, such as the wonman who imog-
mnes herselfthe Presidcent's wifo, the lP'esident hiem-
self, Prince Albert, the husband of Jenny Lind, the
Queen of Ireland, &c., &.

Poor thing ! her
husband was one of the convictswho had been "sent
upl" for six months.

TENNESSEE RAILROADS.

Report of the Commissioner of Roads.
In compliance with a resolution adopted by the

Legislature, Col. V. G. Payn, Commissionerof Roads,
yesterday submitted to the Senate, through the Gov-
eeior, a report of "the Condition, progress, and pro-
bahle future prospects of the railroads in this State
entitled to State aid." The report is someewhat
lengthy,andaside from its statistis, is devoted mostly
to a description of the various important trunk lines,
their condition, prospeeti, and contemplated future
connections. We shall endeavor hereafter, us soon 0s
we are able to get a copy, to publish copious extracts
from the report-the facts contained in which are of
moment, and cameot fail to be interesting to evelry
reader. From a tabular statement of the various
roads entitled to State aid, theirleogh in Tenneroee,
distance completed, amount of State aid granted,
amount received, etc., etc., we copy the following re-
capitulation, showing the entire liability of the State,
and the nmmberof miles of road completed, in pro-
gress, and in contemplation likely to be completed:

There are twenty-two diftbrententerprises eomerm-

ted in the report, for which the above liabilities have
been incurred, present and prospective, the total cost
of wlhich, when completed, in Ihis State, is estimated
at $35,000,000-more than double the State liability.
They are as follows, with their length of road in
STennessee :

ilemphisand Charleston, (Moemphis to Stevenson,)

87 miles; Mississippi and Tennessee road, (leImphis
to Grenada,) nine and eight-tenths miles ; Memphis
and Ohio road, (MIemphis to Paris,) 130 miles ; •o-
bile and Ohio rood, (Iobile to Cairo,) 118m niles ;
Mississippi Central and Tennessee, (Canton, Miss.,
to Jaclson, Tenn.,) 48 miles ; Northern road, (Nasho
ville to Hickman,) in West Tenoesse, 07 miles;
making a total of 470,08 miles in West Tennessee, all
of which roads are in ao active tolte of construction
and progr.essiag rapidly, and all but one or two have
been granted bridge aid, in addition to the $10,000
per mile.

IN MIDDLE TENh'ESSEE,
Nashville and Chattanoogea, t15 miles Tennesoee

and Alabama, 135 miles ; MeMinnvilo mend ti ancies-
ter, 3•( miles : Central Southern, Columbus, and De-
catur, 48d miles (not yet commenced;) Loaisville
and Nashville, 45i miles ; Edgefield and Keuntocky,
Edgetaeld to Henderson, Ky., 48 miles; Southwestern
(Mbleinnville and Danville, Ky.) 85 miles Win-
chester and Alabama, (Deckard's Depot, on the Chat-
tanooga road to Guntersville, Ail.) 23 miles: • asln-
ville and Neorethvestelr, (tin Middle Telnnessee) S1
miles: maldng in all, in Middle Tennessee, t57,
miles. But three of the roads here mentioned, tho
tvo fist and the last, are in an active state of con-
struction; and none of the others, with the exception of
tie Louisville and Nashville, have yet let any portion
of the work to contract.

IN EAST TEN'ESSEE-
East Tennessee and Georgia Road (Knoxville to

Ddlton) 110 miles, finished; East Tennessee and Vii-
ginia, (Knoxville to Bristol) 130 miles, in active eon--
struction ; Knoxville and Charleston (Knoxville to
State line)}i5 miles Knoxville andIientucky (Knox-
ville to Danville) 50 miles ; Westera and Charleston
(Athens to Blue Ridge Road) 30 miles Clevelandand Chattanooga, 30 miles ; and Cincinnati,Cumber-
land Gap anal Charleston, 85 miles ; makinga total of
80 miles in East Tennessee. Of the four last men-tioned roads, only one, the one last mentioned, has let
any of their worlk out.

Thiere are other roads hi the State, entitled to aid ;hut the Comnitssiouer estimates that the amount of
aid demnanded will not exceed the amount granted in
the above roads, calculating that thie chances are

about eqoual for a failure of some of the roads enume-
rated, to couc wvithin the provisions of the act, and
for any of those noet meetionced to do so.

Invention of Printing.
The following acconmt of the invention of printing

is given by an ancient German chronicler of the name
of Trithemiu4, who appears to have personally known
one of the three persons who clearly seem to have the
best title to be called the inventors of printing.

A' At this time, in the city of Mentz on the Rhine, in
Germany, and not in Italy, as some have errnoneosly
written, that wonderful tnd then unheard-of art of
printing and characterizing bools wos invented and
devised by John Guttenberger, a citizen of Mentz,
who, having expended almost the whole of his pre-
perty in the invention of this art, and on account of
the difficulties whiclh he experienced tin all sides, was
about to abandon it altogetler ; when, by the dvicre,
and through the means of John Fust, (or Faest,) like-
wise a citizen of Pienti, he succeeded in bringing it
to perfeetion. At tirst they formed (engraved) the
characters or letters in written order on blocks of
wood, and in this manner they printed the vorabhlary
called a 'Caholicon.' But with these forms [h'oeks]
they could print nothing else, because the characters
could not be transposed in these tablets, but were en-
graved thereon as we have said. To this invention
succeeded a more subtle one, for they found out the
means of cuttiug thle forms of all letters of the alpha-
bet, whicl they called matrices, frtom which again they
east characters of copper or tin of suifcient Iardneees to
resist the necessary pressure, whidch they had before
engraved by hand. And, truly, as I learned thirty
years since from Peter Opilio (Schoeffer) de Gernsh-
eim, citizen of Moentz, who was son-in-law of the first
inventor of this art, great dillicnlties were experienced
after thie first invention of this nut of printing, fer it
printing the Bible, before they hlad completed the third

tquarter-nion (or gathering of four sheets,) 4000 elorins
were expended. This Peter Schoeffer, whonm we have
above mentioned, firstservant, and afterwards son-in-
law to tie first inventor, John Fust, as we have said,
an ingenious and sagacious man, discovered the more
I easy method of casting the types, und"thus the art
was reduced to the complete state in which it now is.
These three kept this method of printing secret for
some timet until it was divulged by some of their
workmen, without whose aid this art could not have
been exercised ; it was first developed at Strasburg,
and soon became known to other nations. And thusStuch of the admirable ancd subtle art of printing may
sustice-the first inventors were citizens of Mentz.
'These three first inventors of printing, (videlicet,)
John (luttcebergcr, John Faust, and Peter Schoeflfer,
his son-in-law, lived at Mentz, in the house called
Zum Jutngec, which has ever since been called the
prin'ting office."

The inventio of SchoelBtr, which, whatever might I
have been ita listu mechaoical imperfections, nndombt- I
edly completed the princille of printing, is more par-
ticularly described in an eatrly document, which is
given in several learned workts on tylpograihly, as
proceeding from a rclatiee of Fust. ]t is a• fullows :
"Peter Sclloeffer, of ernlsheim, perceiving his ains-
ter bust's desigr , and being hlimself atrdently desiroe
to improve thee art, found ot (iby the good providence
of todel) the method of cuttlig (icidrlecdi) the char-
actres in motrix, htt h the letters omi ght each bie
singly cast, instead of being ret. lie privately crut
matriees for the whole alphaibet; aned when he stlcwedl
ahis mrastr tle letters east friom these matrices, lFust

wa uso l vasen d withl the contrivance thate ie romired
Teter to give hlim i tes ecly daughter Cleristiana hiiarriage-- a prmise which lhe soon after perfeormed.

eut there were as int y dlilliculties at fi•ttwith thiese
Iletters as there had lbee befotre withi tihe wooden oeers,
the etal being too soft to support the ihrce of tlhe
iteLnpvessio but this defect was soon remedied by
ntixir,g thie metal with a osubstance wlich suliciently
hlardened it." Jolln Schoeterr, the son of IPeter, who
was elto a printer, confirms thids account, addling,
" cest and Sehoehaer, concealed this new imlprove-
ment by admeinistering ee oath of sccrcsy to all whol
theyr intrusted, till lthe yearr 14623, wheln, by the dis-
pezisin of their servants into different countries, at
the sacking of Mcntz by the Arehbbshop Adolphus,
the inventieont was lpublicly divulgec.''

maundry Smuggling Contnivances.

In the days when high-heeled French were the
pride of fashion, there was a lshoemraker in Loedron
who made a fortune by tile sale of the lest Paris
boots at a price which all his lfllow-tradesmen de-
clared ruinous. Ie undersold the trade hnd obtained
troogrs of onstolers . These boots must be stolen, said
his rivals ; but there was no evidence that they weer ;
certainly they were not smuggled hoots, for ray one1could satisfy hieself that the lill duty wcse paid upoi
them at tihe Cnstom-Ionsre. The shoemalker retired
fromn the business with a fortune. Afterwards his
secret was accidentally discovered ; although he had
paid duty for the boots, he hacd not paid for everything
that wm in them. There was a heavy duty payable
on foreign watches ; acd every bootconsigned tohire
from Paris had contained i its hligh hcel a cavity
exactly large enough to hold a watch. The great
profits obtaiied by the trade in sruggled watches
made it possible for this tratdesman, wchet he ehad
filled up their heels, to sell his boots under prime coot.
This was wvorth while, again, becausse, of course, by
the edtension of iris boot-trade, heincreased hIis poreer
of importing watches duty free.

Some years later, an elderly lady and a lap dog tra-
veled a good deal between Dover and Ostend. It
came to he generally considered at the Custom-horse
that her travels were far thie purpose of smuggling
trusaels lace, then sutbject to exceedingly high duty;
but neither the exnmiuer of lier luggage, ror thire fe-
male searchers at the Custom-house, wrho tookelerrge
of her person, could, by the narrowest scrutiny, lind
matter for a single accusation. At last, when shie was
about to decline the smuggling business, this lady ac-
cepted a bribe from a Custora-house officer to make
him master of her secret. Calling to her side the lap-
dog, who was to all strargero a very snappish little
caur, sie asked thie offieer to fetch a knife errd rip the
little ereature open. Like a fesw of the dogs (which
have sometimes even proved to be rats) sold in the
streets of London, it gloried outwardly in a false skin;
mind between the false skin and the true skin was space
enough to provide a thin cur with the comfortable fltt
aess proper to a lady's pet, by means of a warm pad-
ding orf the finrest lace. In the reign of Louis the
Eighteenth--it may be noted by the way-very tierce
dogs were trained to carry valuable watches and small
articles under faiseo skins across the frontier. They
were taught to know and avoid the uniform of a Cus-
tom-house officer. Swift, cunning and fieere, they
were never to be taken alive, although they were
sometimes pursued and shot.

Not very long ago, a great number of false bank
notes was put into circulation within the domrinions
of tire Czar. They could only have been imnported ;
but although the strictest search was made teiabiterlly
over every vessel entering a Rnssian prort, no smug-
gling of f~lse notes was discovered. So strict is meant
to be the scrutiny at Ressian Custom-houses, that the
shtrip captain, vwho is bound to give an iaveotiry of
every article on board, may fall into unheard-of troa-
ble if he forgot so mch as his orvn private canary
bird. There was au English caprtain once at Crern-
stadt who, by accident, forgot to enter a fine turtle
upon thislist. He told the leading Custom-house orii-
eial plainly and honestly of his unfortuinate omission,
rond the functionary, who was a good-natured oman.
saw no plain way out of the ditliculty. Hie rerom-
mended that tihe maetter shorld be glrrsed ever by as-
seming that the turtle was intended for the Emperoer.
The captain did, therefore, declare that, if he had not
entered the turtle, it wrns because it lhad been brought
ex-pressly as an Englislman's gil't to the Czar, and to
tire Czar thie turtle was dislatched accordingliy. Sans
afterwvards there arrived a government mulceseger in-
sqliring fbothis umost corlteous of captains seho bhroght
tire gracious thaniks of the ezar Nicholas, tegetire
with the gift of a gold snufftbox, embellished witlh the
autocratic ripher set in diamonds. Instead of fine and
persecution, there weere gifts and honors fobr this lucky
sailor. But whele afterwards, some other trading
eaptatos, acting as they imargied, cemtingly rpot
the hint, broughtt tturles to exchange for snufr:boxes,
his astute majesty quietly made the turtles into sourp,
but declined by any act of exchange, to add snutff
boxes to the articles of Htssian trade sthipped at the
portof Cronstadt.

Now to go back to the forged notes. Accident
brought also that mystery to light. Several cases of
lead-pencils arrived one day from England, and were
being examined, when one of them fell out cfrom a
i pachkage, and tihe crstom-house officer, picking it rte,
ct it to a point, enrld esed it to sign the order whicl
delivered up the cases to the consignee. He kept the
one loose pencil for his own use, and afew days after-
wards, because it needed a fresh point, cut it again,
and found that there was no more lecad. Another chip
into the cedar broughrt him to a roll of paper nested in
a hollow place. This praperswas ou f the felse notesr,
engTaved in London, and thus passed into the donmin-
ions of the Museovite.

During the last epidemic fever which displayed it-
self in this country as a rage for antique furniture,
much of this was imported from the Netherlands. A
shtrewd l)utch trades-ean very oaeuh preferred an or-
der for sofas ald chais to an order for sideboard- or
tables. tforse hair, he knew, was plentiful enough in
England ; the duty upon tea, however, ce-s excessive;
and by an lerreaugement entered into seith Iris English
agent, it was understood that tea should be used, ia-
stead of hay or horse hair, as the stufliwe of all
cushions attached to furniture transmitted by his mouse.
In this way there was a fortune made.

OmoIN of LErP YTAn.--When folios Ciesar, that
old Roman filibuster, of whom you have heard, under-
took to reform the computation of time, he ordained
that the year sholld consist of 365 days except Ihe
fourth year, which should consist orf 35i dlays--thle
additional day to be reckoned hby twice counting the
25th day of February, which wnol tre sixth calend o'
March. Hlence thle name, from the Latin words,"his"
and "sextilis," sixth. The calends (whence our cal-
endar) or first day of the month were reckoned back-
wards to the ides, thus: the first day of Marchl wo-a
the first calend; the 28th of February was the secomd
calend of March, February 27th the third, and so on.

The Julian year, which by this rule was reckeoned
at 3f5 days and six hours, was fbund not to be accu-
rate, but to exceed the length of the solar year by 11

tinutcs, which error, would, in 131 years, amount to
an eatire day. It rea, tlerfore, corrected by trolpe
Gregory, in 1582, who retrenched eleven days lioom
the Julian computation-lbeing ai accesr or gain over
tire solar time. Oat of this correction hal grown thie
distinction between old and new style. The Grego-
rian or new astyleC ir•l rodure inteo Germuany iI
1770, andl by acet of Parliament into England, 1732,
just one hundred and threce years ago, the 2d day of
September (0. S.) of that year being reckoned as tile
14th (N. S.) Inder the Giregiorian system. Althouglh
the Bisserxtile is retainerd with its obsolete import, we
intercalculate the 20th of February every fourth year
for Leap Year, and tbr still greater accuracy,
make only one Leap Year out of every liour, even
every century years, is--the years 1700 tuld 1800 were
not Leap Years ; nor will A. D. 100e he reckoned an
one ; but the year 2000 will be Bissextile. And that
is the way Leap Year became to he an "institution."
[Wash. Star.

Dlny of E ngIlJot'shPnor.

In a copy of the lltnrtoatcd London News, dated
Dec. 22, 1841, we flud one of those articles in which
English papers somUetimes speak unwholesome truths
to the ears of John BTol. After quoting tile picture
of a New Zeatlnder in a remote age of the fulture, sit-
ting upon a ruined arch of London Bridge and mor-
alizing upon the fato of the once mighty empire be-
come as much a thing of the past asthoso of Itome,
Greece and Assyria, le enumrcates tile "signs of
decay," the causes that tlueaten English supremacy,
and says :

Although oneur empire stretches to the east and to
the west, to the north and to tile soath--though we
hlave our ]ands in Asia, our feet in Africa, our alrms
in America and the South Paeific Ocean, our own
peculiar territory is hbut a small spot in a remote cor-
ner of Europe. We have only held that corner by
the entormous sacrifices we have lmade. It was our
ambition to hecomre a ruling powel-giving the lawrto
the world-and we became so ; but it eas at a cost of
a debt of $800,000,000, that pauperises our popuiL-
tion, and lies like a perlpettuaol and illing weight uplon
the energy of all classes. In addition to this stupen-
dors evil, we share the elleteness of all Europe.-
'there is but one empire within European boundaries
that is not 0worn out and pauperised by debt unrdex-
travagance: that Emrpire is Itussia; and she is tile enemy
of all the rest, and desires to rise upon their ruins.
)Destiny seems to have traced her path aso it has traced
outs.- The Sclavoniarurces will inevitably he the new
lords ofJurole. Tile Anglo Saonraece nuast bie con-
tented to be tie lords of tie lhrger and more slelcndid
inheritance of America and Australia. In this case
what becomes of the empire of Great Britain? It
fills to the ground, and exists only-like other Pow-
ers tend P'otentates of tire world--is tile hones and
sinews of its sons anld successors transrferred to a
new soil, aud enjoyisrg privileges, tblessings rati opi-
iiortunities tifrom slich their freflbtlthcrs were ex-
clurded.

Let those who dream of a perpetual Britain, think
uipon these things. 'Thie signs of dleey are arouid is
oer every side. In sur lil wie shalll trve few friends.
Itn prosperity, we have not comlnorted omuelves so
humbly, as tu he justified iu the expectatiou of sym-
pathy or aid from any quarter. Our very excellence
has made us bfoes ; and our violence and cupidity have
estranged the nations. We may have peopled the
enrt- ; we may have spread tir and wide our arts and
our arms-our commerce and our civilization, but we
have not had standing room for our pretensions.
Fverts are more powerfiR than we are. We must,
sooner or later, yield our place to the more prudent,
tihe less embarrassed, and the more vigorous olfohoots
of our race, and consent to occupy the easy chair of
our senility. Nor is there anything to regret il this.
What is there in our corner of the globs that it should
for ever expect to give hla to all others? The civil-
ization that is removed is not destroyed, and the ge-
nious of oar people can exert itself as well on the
b:anks of the Ohio, or the •tississippi, as on the ,iank;
of the Thames ; and rule the world fronl the White
Lhoue at iWashinagton,ith as much propriety as from
the Palace of St. James.

We live, indeed, in a remarkable period of the
world's history--period in which rew emprires take
thle place of old ones seitih wonderful raiditly; and
in which old empires are paying tIe penalty of tlans-
greasions against tie lstas of notulity and seial well
being, committed by them during many generations.
Europe has entjoyed Isower anrd has abused it, and tire
scelpter of tie sworl s dolnmiion is passing froni her
grasp. Civilization, as of old, is tollowing tire course
of the sun, and the destinies of hmnanity will sworek
themselveo out il a new field and son i larger scale.
The world is, as it wrere, starting afresh, and from a
more favorable starting-point. The lover of humanity
carl but hope tiat tile new civilizaltion which may arise
will takoe warning from the errors of the old ; and that in
the decay and fall of empires, hllumanityitself will merge
from each change in brighter lustre, wiser alldjuster,
more peaceable and more religious, and doing as mutclh
as man c•n do to aid the coming of tile prophesied
time, whenr " thie people shall beat their swords into
pilwtshares, and their speale into lratning-hlroks;
when nstion shlllnot lift ui the sword argaiIst ca.-
tisn, nor learn war any more."

The materials of eloquence are certainly very abund-
ant.

Elliot,
Commissioner of South Carolina to the Paris Exhiti-
tion, has madte an address before the Imperial and
Central Agricultural Society of France, on cotton,
and judging from thie extracts which, tee have seen,
we should say, that cotton ouglt to he hereafter con-
sidered a legitimate sublect fer literary and oratorical
treatment. " We have authentic inlorlmation,"' rys
trie. Elliot, "going to prove that tile Sea sland
cotttn, which, in our opinion, should Ie exclusively
known as the goesoypium Barbadense, was cultivatel
in South Carolina as early as the year 1700, and can
it Ie a matter of inditference to youe, gentlemen,
to know thitt the Lield selected frthee lient exiperitent
in the culture of the line material il Carnlina, in-
cludes the very spot where Jean itibault (the pio-

t neer of French dienoverem in Atmerica,) phanted
his column of stone in 15i2 and claimed the territory
for the crown of F'rance

" On that very spot on which Ribiault planted tilestandard of Ftrance, is marked down on the charts and
nlaps ofLLadoniere, now preserved inl tie Itnperial
Library, the cotton seed from Anguilla came filst to
be plantetd ; which, imlproving from year to year uinder
thejoint itnlhlellees of tie elitate tlnd ceulture, clmeno
to supplly Fralece with the material for her unrivalled
cotton fabrics, and has thus proved the nidtus of nur-
sery bed ftrom which Algeria has drawn tile seed, from
which she hate raised thoese beautiful specimens of Sea
Island cotton now on exhibitiea on the Palais de
l'Itduttrie, rind which rival the linest specimens of
Caroelina production."'

After lhaving menlioned tie vtrioee nlotdes of cul-
ture i'atictred in Caolina, Mir. Elliot stohe ef the
benelits cotton rendeers mankinid.

" Let us trace out thius delicate, tint fibre, frem its
very origien toe ito fitl disposition, and observe what
benelilts it tees dilitleed tllroeegh its cnurse. Whcn
Irought to the domestic market and sold, it pays or
should pay rent of land, custof labor and transporta-
tion, and leaves a profit to tie grower. When sold it
pays a profit to the merchant. In its transfer to a
foreign port it pays the freight to tile ship owner, in-
cluding wages to the mariner. Aerived at a foreign
port, it pays its tribute to the custotm-house, then
pays for comntnionet and storage, and cost of trans-
portation possibly to Rlouen or to Aloace to ble trans-
formed into laces and muslins-possibly to Lyons, to
be woven in with tissues of silk. Arriving at the
manufacetory, it pays the carder, spinner, weaver,
printer, embroiderer, all enraged ill the prouess of
tithrieation-and lastly, the mantlncturer htho vends
it tt ie prolit to tile dealer,frronl lloso ilands it lIerurse
in the consumption of the country, elothes with rich
draperies the gay saloons of fashion by a happier
destiny, encircles with its gossamer tilds the rounded
forlms of female loveliness-embellishing and height-
ening what in ithelf is plerfect, as floating clouds by
the happy distribution of their golden tints mlty be
supposed to haveelhanedi the splendrs eraven oi tile
terrestrial paramdise." [Southernt Times.
