POLITICAL MOVE•IENTS.

The late appointment of Mr. Dallas as Minister to
England, and his acceptance thereof,involve political
considerations ofno ordinary moment, but which are,
nevertheiess, osomewhat difficult of solution to those
who do not watch carefully the current of public
events. Some master hands are grasping the political
wires, and although concord is apparent upon the
surface, and although the distinguished competitors
talk fair and promise fair, are all love, honey and the
quintessence of patriotism to the people, still the re-
sults of their private antagonistic workings are as
plain as the sun at noonday to thepracticed observer.

President Pierce is undoubtedly straining every
nerve to secure a re-nomination ; andhis appointment
of Mr. Dallas to succeed Mr. Buchanan at the Court
of St. James vas made with the view of getting a
probably formnidable competitor out of the way. Three
or four months ago, Mr. Dallas would not have ac-
cepted the mission. Then his prospects for a presi-
dential nomination were quite promising. His bio-
graphy was being published all over the country, es-
pecially in the South; and divers and sundry news-
paper arrangements-we have been told of one in
this State which is bound to prove a losing specula-
lation-were entered into with the view of advancing
I his prospects for the first office, as well as those of
Jefferson Davis for that of the second. Dallas and

Davis became favorite political war cries in many

quarters; and, for a time, they appeared to have
things their own way in this section of the Union.
Pierce was incontinently snubbed. He and his ad- a
ministration were oracularly pronounced faihires. All
of his sins of omission and commission were promi-
nently brought forward, and goodness knows the re- e
cord was fearfully long and dark. Buchanan was e
summarily consigned to the tomb of effete statesmen ;
his chances for the succession ridiculed in the most
unsparing manner; and he was pronounced so far be- I
uhind the age as to be altogether unfit for the uses of
young South or young North. Marcy was sent to
Coventry in short order, with the consoling remark
that everybody believed him to be a corrupt and dis- t
honest "old fogy "-in the truth of which we fully ac-
quiesce. Scarcely anly attention was paid to the
floridly advanced pretensions of the fiery Governor of
Virginia-Henry A. Wise-Gen. Cass was treated as s
though he had passed from earth and earthly things, I
and the political existence of Stephen A. Douglas, of
Illinois, seemed entirely ignored. And the suggestion
that Senator Slidell might be an aspirant for the Vice
Presidency, made by us, and that he might obtain the
nomination, was received with the supremest incredu-
lity. In short, the burthen of the whole story was
Dallas and Davis, and Davis and Dallas.

Odt several occasions, while matters were progress-
ing in the style above described, we expressed our
opinion that Mr. Buchanan was a very strong man,
and that, in the event of his nomination for the first
office, Senator Slidell would stand a first rate chance
for the nomination toe the second office; that they
were old personal and political friends; and that the
supporters of the one would zealously urge the claims
of the other. We apprehended wlhat has since oc-
curred-tlhat a sudden political enthusiasm, even
although most of it was manufactured to order, would
soon exhaust itself.
In the meantime the administration was doing its

utmost toinduce•Mr.Buchlsnanto remain inEugland--
trying to keep him out of the way-but, finding his
return could not be postponed much longer, as he had
peremptorily signified his desire to be recalled, Mr.
Pierce deemed it a fine stroke of policy to appoint Mr.
Dallas, and thus remove from his path at least
one competitor. The object here was two-fold:
first, to get rid of a rival aspirant; and, second, by
such a procedure to secure the friendship of the Dal-
las delegates to the National Convention, who have
been selected and who may be 'hereafter selected. t
And Mr. Dallas thinking, doubtless, that a splendid
appointment in hand was more valuable than i haz-
ardous contest for a nomination, concluded to accept
it. A very shrewd conclusion, for as politics have
been tending for some time, both the President and
Mr. Buchanan had the whip hand of him.

The distinguished Secretarry of War-Col. Jefferson
Davis-was not idle while all these arrangements were t
progressing. He is a shrewd and sagacious politician,
and finding his star was not culminating with the
speed and certainty he desired, he turned all his at-
tention towards securing his election to the United
States Senate. Through the almost superhuman ex-
ertions of devoted friends, lie succeeded triumplhantly.

We takeit for granted then, after a rapid survey of
the political horizon of or opponenta,that Buchanan
and Slidell, or Pierce and some Southern man-pro-
bably Col. Davis--will be the next Democratic candi-
dates for President and Vice President. And, mark
the prediction: the Democratic State Convention,
which meets in Baton Rouge on the 10th of next
month, will nominate Buchanan and Slidell delegates.
The other branch of the party may strive to prevent
such a consumnmation, but in vain. The long head of
the long-headed " Central Committee" cannot be de-
feated.
Who the American party will put in nomination

cannot be foretold with any degree of certainty. The
National Council assembles in Philadelphia on the
22d last. We have no idea the subject of nomina-
tionswill be entertained; but sufficient indications
may appear to designate tile current of general senti-
ment. We suppose the nominations will he post-
poned until June or July. The latter month would
be the best, according to our judgment.
Every now and then, and more and more frequently

as the season progresses, we see tile name of Itrr LLArD
FlrLlaosrmo mentioned in connection with the next
Presidency. Shorrid he be nominated, he will receive
our cordial, earnest and devoted support. A purer
statesman walks not the suorflce of the earth. A
nobler gentleman was never formed. A truer patriot
never breathed the air of the land of freedom. lie
has been tried in the exacting furnace of experience,
and not been found wanting. The harder the
f test the finer the gold of his being. Ile has been
oweighed in the scales of public life, when troublos
times were upon the country-when He`•u C,.a•s fought his last great earthly fight. His conduct
~ won the decided commendation and endorsementr
I of that grand old patriot. Coolly hle stood at the

Ilelm of the Ship of State, and, although tlhe
o clouds frowned darkly and the billows heaved
madly, with his eyes fixed steadily on the chart
of the Constitution, he guided her into a haven
of safety. His course throughout his administration
was marked by all the attributes of capacity, integ-
rity and fidelity; and though he may have erred,
there is hardly a main in the Union, outside the ranks
of abolitionism, who does not accord him the best
intention" and the most patriotic and honest motives.
tIo was a natioral President, in thie most exaltedl
sense of the term, and the soorer we get another lire
him, the better for the courtry.
