Cincinnati Fugitive Slave Case.

SPcEEcH • Lucy STOin.--The Cincinnati papers
contain the concluding proeceedings.in the slave case
before the U. S. Commissioner. Col. Chamhers, one
of the counsel for the claimant, having in his argn-
ment alluded toan interview between Mrs. BlackwelI
and the slave mother, in the course of which he
charged Mrs. B. with having asked the U. S. Marshal
to give the slave woman aknife to destroy herself in
case she were remanded back to slavery, Mr. Jollif,
the counsel for the slaves, asked perminssion of the
Court that Mrs. B. might reply. The reqouest was
granted, but she preferred not to speak at the bar and
requested the audience to remain after the adjourn-
ment of the court to hear her explanation.

The Commissioner then ostponed the case till the
12th of IMarch next, and the Court adjourned.

Tie U. S. IMarshal immediately called the meeting
to order, 31r. Pollen in the chair. Mrs. Lucy Stone
Blackwell then took the platform and said :

I on only sorry that I was not in when Col. Cham-
bers said what he did say about me, and about my
giving a knife to the poor woman who has just gone
out. I returned to town only yesterday or I should
have been here every day of thistrial. When I came
here and saw that poor fugitive, tookhertoil hardened
hand, and read in her face deep suffering and ardent
longing for freedom, I could not help bid her he of
good cheer. I told her that a thousand hearts were
aching for her, and they were glad that one child of
hers was safe with the angels. Her only reply was a
look of deep despair-ofanguish such as noword can
speak. I thought then that the spirit she manifested
was the same with that of our ancestors to whom we
had erected the monument at Banker Hill-the spirit
that would rather let us all go back to God thanback
to slavery.

The faded faces of the negro children telltoo plainly
to what degradation female slaves submit. Rather
than give her little daughter to that life, she dlledit.
If in her deep maternal love she felt the impulse to
send her child back to God, to save it from coming
woe, who shall say she had no right to do so? That
desire had its root in the deepest and holiest feelinge
of our tnature--implanted alime in black and white by
our common Father. With my own teeth would i
tear open my veins, and let the earth drink myblood,
rather than wear the chains of slavery. How then
counld I blame her for wishing her child to find free-
domr with God and the angels, where no chains are?

I know not whether this Commissioner has little
children, else I would appealto him to know how he
would like to have them torn fromhim; but 1 feel
that le will not disregard the Book which says.

T T uan shalt not deliver unto his master the servant
which is escaped from his master unto thee he shall
dwell with tnee, even among you, in that place which
he shall choose in one of thy gates, where it liketh
him best."

After talking with this poor slave woman I talked
with her noaster (no, I cannot say her master, for"one
is your master, even Christ). I told him that these
were heroic times, and that this heroic action of his
slave might send his name to posterity as her op-
Iressor-or if he choose-as the generous giver.of her
lreedom. He said, "If I gether back to Kentucky, I
mean to muke her free."

After she concluded, Col. Chambers rose and said
that he was authorized by his client to deny the
ftateniment made l rs. Blaekwiell that he woaldfree

Marguret. He S .when he got her back to Ken-
tueky he would consider whetherhe would free her or
not.

tIrs. Blackwell repeated that he had promised her
to free IMargaret, and said thia was an evasion. He
kad told her just what she stated.

The neceting then dispersed.
