The equally unjustifiable ousting of several Repre-
sentatives can be nomore compared to it than bayou
Lafourche can be compared to the Father of WVaters.
And the despotic, unprecedreind, illegal and uncon-
stitutional action which t.rminated in the remo-
val-so far as the Legislatitr ean remove-of Sher-
iff Hufty can no more be likened to it than can
the everlasting mountains, whose peaks pierce the
skies, and where the thunders had lightnings and I
storms make their home, be likenedto an insignificant
ant-hill.

Governnor'- Mn ncalon.

Almost every State in the Union fusilrn es ito ;ov-
ernor with an apipropriate mansaion, which is the pro-
perty of the commonwealth, and which is intended
for the occupancy of succeeding executives. Many of
these mansions are commodious, stately and imposing,
befitting the character of the peolle and becoming
the dignity of their chief magistratoe. Misisscippi
has erected a magnificent mansion for her Governuo.:,
We believe the grounds and buildings cout sonlewhere
between $120,000 and $150,000. And no citizens of
our sister State complain of the expenditure of the
money. On the contrary they rather take pride in
the creditable result which followed in the investment.

So fir as our knowledge extends, Louisiana is bthe
only old State in the Union that has not provided a
suitable house for her Governors. With a meagre
salary, to which extraordinary expenditures are at-
tached, the Governor has to provide his own lodgings.
This is not only a wrong but a reproach. A remedy
should be applied. The ealary should be doubled,
anyhow, no matter if a house is furnished; and if a
house is not furnished, the nalary should be trebled.
Even then a noble, lileral-hearted man, would go out
of office poorer than lie caine in.

Besides, the system of low salaries is repugnant to
the genius of our institutions, for it tendst to the crea-
tionu of the meanest aristocracy on the face of the
earth--that of dollars and cents exclusively. A poor
noin, of talents, character and acquilrements of tile
highest order, cannot allbrd to take office under the
wretched ilisnamed economy that now prevails. The
consequence is that the State suffers serioustly by hav-
ing most of the offices filled by incompetent rich men,
or mere trading politicians, who resort to ipolitics itas
the best and easiest mode of obtaining a livelihood
and distinction.

IThe preliminary remarks summed up the results of

the former lecture on the saue subject, when the

priests and ministers of religion were also those of

science; when, in the palmy days of Arabic aind

Egytian learning,` arose the watch-towers of astro-

nomicalscience.
As Greece arose and took a place among the most

polilhed nations of the woaid, cosmology became a

ftivorite study of her students and men of science,
and was openly, fireely and thoroughly discussed,
whereas in Egypt it was only known to the learned.
Those of the Grecinus who had studied in Egypt pri-
marily brought it into vogue. Up to the lifteenthll
centlury it liad little advauce.
From the time of Copernicus, in the fifteenth cen-

tury, modern astronomy had its being. In tile
eighteenth century the law of gravitation had its ,
birth, and science and fact thenceforth struggled for
the precedency. There are two great landmarksa in
modern astronomy: the Rlcehanique Celeste, by La-
place, and the discovery of a new planet by an Ital-
inn philosopher.

Astronomy had begun to be of service to maritime -
pulsuits in the fifteenth century, but not until the
present did astronomy reach that point when fulrther
discovery in that department, or for any practical
end, is useless. Scientific culture, however, demanlds
fnrther progress, that the undeciphlered secret of na- i
ture may be learned and the mental faculties strength-
iened.
No numerical calculdation can ever bie strictly pre-

cise. All that can be accomplished is that the error
shall not be perceptible to our senses. A theodolite
cannot be pointed to the same object twice, succers-
ively. Since the eommencement of the last century
the demands of astronomy have led to inventions of
the greatest importance and nicety. The ,leeslanique

Celeste was presented in the close of the last century,
and show the perturbative operation of the stars;
the displacemeat caused by the different influences of
world upon world. This was the problem that La-

I place labored with, and undertook to solve and show
that not a single satellite had eluded his search. The

most singular phenomena were reconciled by it, and
the tfechanique Celeste embodied them all-a iwoik
than which none is more grand, none more minute.
The great men who have succeeded him have carried
the discovery on to a ftiurther end-all based upon this
great primary and substantial one.
Gonsse, the German astronomer and mathemlatician,

made the saime discovery which, in 1806. was antici-

pated by Legendre, so far as publication is concerned.
The theory of te motion of the sotio ofa tie least squares is at-
tributable to him. His seal stamped his life's labors-
"little but correct': When asked why lie did not
claim his ownrightin the discovery, lie replied, in the
language of N'athan to David, "'I could not take his
