JACK-SON MOITfNOVEsT tSSOCI'

ION.

We have received a copy of the report of the Com-

missioners of the Jackson Monument Association of

this city, presented totle Senate and House of Rep-
resentatives, containing a brief account of the origin
of the association, its officers, the steps teaken-in prose-
caution of the object for which it was originated, the
amounts of mloney collected, the method and times of
disbursement, and a final summing up of receipts and
eirensas; showing the very handsome balance of
$12,153 23 to be still on hand, for any expenses that
may yet be incurred in carrying out the designs of
the association.

The earlier steps taken towards the nacomplislhment
of-Eti• lject in view, are recited at length; but, nas
wrri•ive hardly more than touched- the fifth year
since they were inaugurated, it is needless to recite
more than the general outlines of development that
have followed. The assoeiation was organized on the
eleventl of January, 1851; and, i February, 1855,

a report was made oleowing the o•erations up fo that
time, and giving a described detail of the arrange-
ments made for the statue. Tle coiner itonenwhiclh

was laid in Jacrsoi siosre, e 1840it, by Ges. Jacksone
himself, was removed on the 30th of Oct., 1855,sand

deposited,, together with a boxs containing numeronus
coins and documents, within the petestal of the pres-

ent statue. In Feb., 22, the LegislaRtoue passed an

act, incorporatinga aonrdofCoosmisioesandmak-
in p aropriio•

•
eisa.ctn~ ,he erection of an equnes-

trian statue to !,ee telnetint Jackson square; and, i
also, for the erjetibn of!hatbattle monument, in com-

meenomtion of the glorius victory achieved by Gen-
eral Jackson over the English army.

It was hoped that the statue might be in readiness
for inauguration on the Eighth of January, and in
order that it might be here in time, was shipped
early in December ;but, owing to contrary winds,
the vessel did not arrive nntil the Gth, leaving too
short a time for the necessary prepanrations for its
erection on the day proposed. The inauguration was
accordingly postponed for one month and one day;
rhen, on the 9th of February, it was placed where it

now stands, and, we trust, ever may, as a memenuto of
ehe past and moral for the future. The ceremonies
which attended the occasion were recorded by us at
length at the time of their occurenuce, and leave it
only to be said that they reflected the highest honor
0n all concerned. The statue has long been due

from the city to the memory of the day, the heroism
of the soldiery, the courage and ability of the com-
mander. At last it is in its place to welcome the sut
in its dawning, and be crowned with the last rnys of
ts light as it leaves us in the evening; whence the
morrow shall bring it back brighter and more beauti-
ful to regild that which has hbeen dimmed by the
dews of night.

:; n ;-1l.- .-rt 1nn--11 rnntrfinn it, uv havI,As's Work of art alone-all connection it may have
with the great event celebrated in it, being wholly
overlooked-the statue is a glory and' source
of pride: an American statue, wrought by an
Americain artist and placed on American soil. in
honor of an American hero. But when to this is
added the great beauty of design and perfection of
finish, the spirit and tone that breathes throughI it, I
we nmy well hope that its perpetuity shall be com-
mensurate with the fame'of the man whose character
alone gives life and spirit to it.

For this work Mr. Mills has been paid thirty thou-
sand dollars; lie claimo, however, the additional sum
of five thousand, on account of losses and for rea-
sons which the Commissioners consider sufficient to
entitle him. thereto. The expenses of the inaugura-
tion and all the arrangeme nts devolved upon thei
Jackson Monument Association, and were met by it,
without any cost to the city. The whole of thist
expenditure amounted only to 11,069 80.

The last report of the Jackson Mlonument Associa-
tion announced to the Legislature that the Commis-
sioners had secured an eligible spot upon the battle-
ground of 1815 for carying into execution the duties i
imposed on them under the legislative act of February,
1852. The Comnmissioners unanimonsly determined
that the ritanifest design of the State was the con-
struction of a shaft, rising to a towering height, so as
to form a conspicuous point of attraction and ilevd-
Lion, which could be discerned at a distance of many
miles; and thus, whilst impressing the beholder with
theloftiness ofthe strucnture, designate likewise for i
all time to come the site of that great and wonderfofl I
achievement which delivered our city from destruction
and the soil of Louisiana from foreign invasion. Ac-
cordingly they advertised for plans, terms and speci-
fications for the erection of a sthat or obelisk on the
battle-field of the bth of January, 1q15, the material
to.be either of iron or marble. On the 30th of lMay,
the joint plant of Newton Richards and Jolhn Strond
& Co., for a marble shaft, 150 feet high, 16 feet t
inches at the base above the foundation, and 12 feet
6 inches at tile apex, was accepted for the sum of
$57,000. The contractors have already gone t, worhk,
and the foundation is completed to a height of 13
feet, presenting the most solid piece of masonry in
ihe GSate, and captable of sustaining three times the
intended weight. The times and rates of payment are
so arranged as to be sufficient for the contractors, and
at the saone time cafe for the Commissioners. The
sum of $3,800 has been paid for work already done,
and it is expected that the monument will be com-

pletcd in the two ensuing years.
In this simple statement of facts, there is much

credit reflected upon our city and State, as also upon
the Commissioners, and something subtracted from
the trite cant concerning the ingratitude of reapublics.

The Firemen's Celebratllln.

Though the heavensl wore a sombre hue yesterday
morning, and caused unpleasant applrehousions of
rain, the population in general, and the lhir and ten-
der portions of the population inl particular, mani-
tested a determnination not to let the Anniversary
Celebration of the Firemen pass off with le~ eclal
than upon former occasions. At an early hour the
streets were alive with the gallant and trinmly-dressed
brotllers of the lFire Brigade, speeding to their respect-
ive places of rendezvous, and with ladies, gentlemen -

and children, in holiday attire, crowding to those
points which afforded tile lest scope of vision. Ca-
nal street was tile grand rallying point in the fore-
noon, and as upon previous occasions, thleneutral
grounds, banquettes, balconies and windows of that
elegant avenue was gorged with the beautiful dresses
and sweet smiling faces of the ladies and the glossy
beavers and whiskers of the sterner sex; the liremen
nnd machines causing the street proper to reelmbile
a living garland of beauty.

At the proper hour, under tile guidance of the
IMa•rhals, with banners, streamers and garlands in
full flutter, and music in full blast, the brilliant mass
in Canal street unwound itself and threaded its way
down Royal street. It was a long time before the
last company got under way : and those spectators
who met the head of tile p1 rocession and waited to
see tire tail of it, expended a considerable amount of
timie, though in a manner so pleasantly that they
took n Iotice of its flight. As the procesiton wound
through the principal streets of the city, from tile
Third to the Fourth ltistriet, the windows and til-
conies became crowded as if by magic. It aseemed to
us a wonder how such crowds could assemble through-
out the whole of the long line of march.

Tihe procession was quite as brilliant and imposing,
and quite, if not fully, as lengthy a aany former turn-
out of the kind. The machines in general were
heavily and beautifully decorated with tiowaers and
ribbons ; the veteran horses of the ditlbrentcompanie•s
occupied their usual ptositions oIf honor; the meml-
bers, clad with their woated good taste and elegance,
n marched along with military dignity and prrci.iin.
The weather brightened up asomnewhat during the
march, and the pro•esion, as it peatsed our oelnic,,
aseemed to vie in every ri.spe•t with those of former
yearn.

It was headed by the Marshal of the Day anod his
Aids on horsebacm ; the nlmembers of the Firemen's
Charltable Associationi, in civic dres ; the Orhtor of
the Day, and other gentlemen, in carriage ; tile four
No. 1 Companies of Carrollton, Gretna, Algiers and
Milneburg; the Jelierson City Fire Company, and
the Canrrllton Hook and Ladder Compnany. Then
came the Chief Engineer and his Assistants, followed
by the twenty-fou rCompanies of our city Fire De-
partment. The rear was brought up by tile Juvenile
Young America Fire Company, with their little toy
apparatus, and the steam tire engine Young America,
landsomnely painted and burnished iup, bu t not deco-
rated in the least.

There were many pleasing features in the proces-

sion. To describe the imamnner in which the engines
and banners were decorated, with their mottoes, gar-
lands, streaulers anld emnblems, would require miore

space than we can well afford.
Midiosippi No. 2, in their princely unilfoerm of wlhite

and black, marched lup Camp street in open ranks,
military fashion, presenting a very beautiftil appear.

once. Louisiana Hose tornell at tin civic dress, with
badges and belts. All the Hook and Ladder Com-
panies were conspicuous by reason of their elegant
uniforams and stately malch. and the elaborate beauty
of the decorations on their carringes. Most of the
remaining Companies appeared in the time-honored

uniform of red and white, causing the streets to glow
for squares at a stretch; several of them turning out
in great strength.

The procession terminated at the St. Charles Thea-

ter, the doors of which were thrown open, and the

interior apptropriatelsitlnrranged for thie delivery and
hearing of the ostion

o f 
the day. Latdics and the

public at large filled the dress circles, whilst as mnany
of tihe liremen as felt disposed to remain took their

seats in the parquette. The banners borne in the
procession were ranged around on the stage, giving it
a very handsome appearance. 'The oflicers of the de-
partment took their seats.upon the stage, and Jour
S. Hor.T, Jr., Esq:, was introduced as the orator of
thle day. Ile made a brief, but appropriate and clo-
quent address. He explained the present uniy be-
tween the Fire Department at large and the Firemen's
Charitable Association, which were separate and dis-
tinct under the old volunteer organization, and set
forth the benefits of the union. Iti stated that the
Association at present supports sixty-eight widows
and one hundred and ninety-eight orphanss, and that
it expends $10,000 annually on charities. The brave-
ries and hardships of the fireman's life, and the
nobility of the spirit that actuates him, were dwelt
upon with great force and beauty; and his description
of a fire and its kindred incidents, which he intro-
duced in illustration, was conceived so graphically
and delivered with such spirit, that the audience gave
him round after round of applause. When he con-
cluded, he was heartily cheered, and the assemblage
dispersed.

Several of the companies afterwards had collations
at appointed places, where brotherhood and convivi-
ality manifested themselves and ruled the happy
hour.

At night, Voluhteer C6mpany No. 1 gave a ball at
Union Hall, in the Fourth District, and Hope Hlook
and Ladder Company No. 3 gave a ball at the United
States Hotel, in the Third District. Both were hand-
somely attended; the Terpsichorean spirit showed
itself in its most energetic guise ; and long after the
anniversary was over, sweet music rang and merry
feet pattered, eiqually heedless of corporeal fatigue
and of the flightof the hours.

No untoward incident of any kind, that we heard
of, marred the beauty or pleasantness of the celebru-
tion during the day. So may it ever be.

Lyeumm Letones.

The lecture of Professor Gould, last evening at the
Lyceum, was more largely attended than its prede-
cessors, and to those who were conversant with as-

tronomy and high moathematics, was exceedingly
interesting. The discovery of the planet Urnuos was
the subject, and the merits of Leverrier, and other
astronomers concerned in its discovery, were very
fully unfolded. The difficulties attendant upon cal-
culating any planet, added to the peculiar difficulties
which exit in calculating tile motion of a planet, up-
on which the influence of other planets ras not known.

gives some idean of thile difficulties encountered by
those who studied out the existence of Uranus.
Up to a very recent period our astronomers ,iknewr

only of those planets whose histories were handed
down from former generations. Thirty-nine new

planets have been discoveredsince. In 1810 there were
twenty observations concerning Uranus. Since then
it has been fully computed and now it is known thait
this planet requires eighty-four years to move arounrd
the sun, which one planlet des in twenlty-four hours.
In 1821 Bouvier, who was a student of Laplace, made
somre alculations concerning the planet. From his
time the discovery has been more and more fully litl-
lowed up until Neptune is now as exactly calculated
as any other.
fI 1lS10 Bessel, while calculating the dista:ces of

the fixed stars, announced the fact that there mlust be
such a planet in being, although he had never seen it.
Bouvier and Htanson, before 1830, both believed that
tie plhoet was in existence. Mr. Airey and others
had a similar suspicion, anrd so the whole scstronolni-
cal world was on thie qui vice for this unseen worldri
and continued to correspond e1oncerCliag it-some with
doubts, others with high hopies--all with a greater or
less proximate nUccess. Adams and Leverrie r were a
the only men who cuntiuued in purseit of the fugitive

planet-the former began in s:t, the leatter inl 1813--
and ill 1813 Adams scnt out the calculated orbit of a
niew planet, which Prof. Airey acknowledged. The
caltclations of Adamst were close and exact ; but I.e-
verrier's were more full, and the dillbrence between
them is great, the latter'swork being tea timlne severer
than his rival's, and creating an entirely new series of
calculations. Both, however, were magnificent and

worthy of great astrornocmers.
On the 23d of Sept., lesI, the planet was fimod by

Leverrier, and the glory, therefore, belongs to him.
tIe published histheoryandstiaked his repunttionn llpot
it. This is a brief theory of Leverrier's planet up to
the discovery of Uranusr. Walker, an American as-
tronomer, in 1li7, declared that ai star which had been

calculated by .Lalande, years before, was not a star,
but a planetf.Prof. Pierce took up the theory and
carried it forward. Had ire pushed it a little further,
the glory of the discovery would have been his. (The
dilferent calculations of the diflbrent astronomers, and

tihe ditlsnrences between them, were very clearly given,
but were too exact for condensation and too long for
entire pnhlincation). .. .

In March, 1847, Pierce and Walker, ofat our own
cou

n
try, calculated inumore closely the position and form

of Neptune; so that now it is impossible for any
farther achievement to be accomplished, and foreign
astronolmers are now dependant ilpona Amerieanl cal-
culations thr their statistics concerning tile great

planet. The calculations of Ieverrier and others
were true in their genelal outlines, but th1ose of Adams
were correct in their minltia and gave theplanet
as a fact, thoroughly calculated, and with nothing
left for suspicion. While Germany, England and
France, struggled for the palm of victory, it was won
by an American, and our country is now at thie Iead
of all others. AmLerican oatrolOllomy now support< a

periodical which admits nothing that is not purely
scientific to its pages. Seats C. Walker, who lies
buried in Ohio, was one of the noblehrt hf alt American
astronomers, and his memory mult ever be remem -
bered ; lor if,

as the poet says, how muclh sweeter is it to give up lifl
for tie pure study of sciencer Walker, the great
astronolner, will have his praise; siung in years we
shall not -ee. With this tribute tie lecture closed.
