ST. OnaeLES Tca..TER.--Othello.-In the list of
creations whose perfect paternity is attributable to
William Shakspeare, there is hardly any one so many-
sided, so round, so even, so harmonious and yet so
high as that of the Moor. There were other like
charactersoutlined before and there have been many
imitations since; but, the burin that drew Hamlet,
that etched the ragged outlines of Macbeth, that
created Falstaff and dimued Richard to a deeper and
more lasting imniortality than any history could do;
that painted with the water-colors of nature, Ophelia
and Desdemona, was the only one that has ever
sketched-and rounded off such a being as the Moor.
Compare him with Kotzebue's Stranger; compare
him with the Charles de Moor of Schiller; compare
him withany of all the famous creations of any great
dramatistd, and how wonderfully anid explicably is he
knit together ? what a strange union of more than
oriental love and more than oriental hate ? what a
human volcano? what a philosopher of the grandest
emotions, molten and liquid? No! there is not any-
where to be found, in Shakspeare or any other writer,
a being approximating to the gigantic but gloomy
proportions of the proud Moor, who is as though a
hero of Fingal had had real being ; solitary-isolated
-alone.
'And all around him are strewed conceptions as

grand and original as his own. Iago-tlhe Machiavel
of villains and tr•aitors-and Desdemona, blossoming
like a rose upon the crater's brink; with other stat• I
whose light shines in every one's memory, and shall
ever shine-ia model and world's beacon of true,
trusting and sincere love. To put them all breathing
-and speaking on the stage as they rise before the
reader's mind, is an evident impossibility. To approxi-
mate nearly thereto is the best that any disciple of the
sook and buskin can hope for.

'There are no unfinished characters in Othello.
Iptgo. Deeslemona, Emilia, Cassio, Brabantio, tihe
Moor himself, are all complete and finished ; but it
needs something molre than even the genius that
drew them to portray them as drawn. The picture of
Othello, presented last evening, was one of those
studied anu accurate performances which it is a pleas-
ore to behold. The conference that Othello has with
his wife was not rendered more artistically, in so far
-as art is made to counterfeit nature, by Macready,
nor any other actor we have ever seen, than it was
ast evaeintg bytMr. Davenport.

The difficult, prismatic, subtle lago, tasked the
dowei of Mr. Pope, and in it-although good so far

as it is to be remembered as a whole-there was
somethbfg more rough and objective than belongs to
the part For, lago is a man whose virtue is that of
the wolf and fox: to deceive by cunning casuistry
so far as possible, only showing the whiteness of the
teeth and blood-red, fangs when driven to the wall:
essentially what Hudson has pronounced him, a phi-
losopher of vite.

The innocent and onoffendilg citizens of New Or-
leans are much in the same situation in regard to
their Sheriff, as the fellow was to whom the foregoing
sharp interrogatory was put. True, they are not
called upon to" speak or die," but that they will be
constrained to pay costs there is no shadoiw of ques-
tion. That is clear-obvious-palpable. And, may-
hap, double costs. " By thile powers of mud," such a
state of affairs would be as bad as it shower of the
locusts of Egypt!

The question with the citizens now is, which
Sheriff shall they obey-Joseph IIufty or John IM.
Bell? They cannot answer to two writs. They can-
not attend two summonses. They cannot obey two
injunctions. Ia sooth, they cannot get along at all
under the jurisdiction of two executive oflicers.
In our columns this morning, Mr. John Il. Bell ad-

vertises tlhat the office of the Sheriff of the Parish
of Orleans is temporarily situated at No. 11 St. Ann
street, Pontaljia buildings."

In the same column, Mr. Joseph uiifty advertises
that" the oflice of the Sheriff of the Parish of Oileans
remains in itsbid quarters, in the Court Buildings,
and there it will remain until the title to it is adjudi-
cated by the Supreme Court. All having business
with the Sheriff will govern themselves occordingly."

Now, here is a " pretty kettle of fish.' The law
says there shall be but one Sheriff. Hlere we have
twio gentlemen claiming to exercise the powers of
Sheriff. Such a conditiou of things ought to be
obviated as soOn as possible. If contilued any length
of time it must lead to vexatious and expensive liti-
gation-to annoying and fruitleca troubles--to doubt
and uncertainty-all of which the people will have
to pay for and endure.

We trust the gentlemen immediately concerned
will use all due exertion to have the question settled
by the Supreme Court as speedily as practicable. It
has to be determined by that tribunal, and the sooner
the better. IIn the meatntime, so we have been told
by high legal authority, there is no doubt Major llufty
is the actual SheriYf, and that hie can go on and trans-
act the legitimate business of his office without let or
hindrance. The mere swearing in of his late opponent
does not touch the merits of the question, and cannot
affect it until the final arbitrament of tlle supreme
tribunal of thie commonwealth is made known.

LOane VoYAGE.-The steamer Belle Gates ar-
rived yesterday from Fort Smith, Arkansas, after an
absence of one year and one day. We hope the Cap-
tain and officers have had a good time of it, during
their lonagdetention, but regret to learn that on the
downward trip the boat received some damage from
accidents, which will detain her a few days.

As the result of their
investigations, it appears that a bridge can be con-
structed at a cost of about one million of dollars.
