The idea of
a koos waso beautifully perfected by him, and his
ide9is since bcen proved correct, and explains many
other facts. His work-the "Mysterium Kosmo-
graphicon"'--carries the idea fully out. He was a
sincere seekoer afteriutil, and when his own theories
tw~re controverted by more probable facts, he was the
first t9 yield andabandon shem. In September, 1800,
six astronomers formed themselves into a club, at
Lilienthal, to search for the .missing pladet Ceres.
Each had his portion of the heavens given, and finally
Piatrl met it. Olbeis re-discovered it, and, also, a
small planet near by, which Gousse, by his theory of
probabilities, had demonstrated. Harding discovered
Juno, and others Vesta and Pallas ; but the discovry
ceased with Pallas. In 1846, the search was renewed,
and thirty-nine have been discovered-two since this
series of lectures commenced. Somie account of the
nomenclature of stars was given ; and whf i it wal
proposed to name one Victoria, a German astronomer
wrote an American, remarking how fearful would it
be to have one 'of the stars called Zachafiah

Formerly, stars were described by some sign, as a
sickle, a bird, etc. Now they are known bynumbers,
as one, two, etc.--the figure being enclosed in a
circle.

This half century alluded to,;gave birth to Ameri-
can astronomy; for, notwithstanding, Franklin-qui
es-puil fulmen e coel--there was no general study
hf the science until then. If his time had been de-

t~t o science, he might have been as famonea' in
1 -:ionomy as he was in.politices. We have, however,
our Bowditch, our IHubbard, and our Piece, and are
second only to Germnany. The rainbow of hope is in
the heavens, and'it remains to be decided by the c'iti-
zene of .the Republic what shall be done. There
have been twenty-threo observatories erected between
1819 and 1843 in bur country. A magnificeut build-
ing has been erected in Albany for astronomical pur-
poses; one has been given a transit instrument-a
splendid telescope-and it is being endowed, rapidly,
in a magnificent manner by private liberality. It
will be opened inaugiist, and the great astronomfis
of Europe have indicated their intention to be present.
The various steamship lines have offered to convey
astronomers here and back free of expense, in order
to attend the opening.

If the science of astronomy can be preserved frlom
chrlactanism, to which it is so liable, it will touch
heights not yet imagined. The first half of the nine-
teenth century has been an epitome of the whole his-
tory of astronomy, and has proved these is but one
universe,governed by harmony and the will of the
great I AlI. There is one anigebraic founnula that itf-

h cludes all the flowers, and all thee star, apd all the
i1 planets. The object of all astronomical science is to
te discover the will of the Great A-tronomer. Jn what-

ever course our studies run, they all converge to one
great whole; and they who can read them are lls

s- interpreters. Everything that speaks to the senses,
is speaks to the soul. Of the great book that contains
of all truth, we can with difficulty spell out here and

id there a letter.
