Aneangrddon Lectures.

The lecture at Lyceumn atll, last evening, was
attended by avery fine audiiee. After recapitulating
the leading points of the preceding lecture, Dr. Bald-

win proceeded to remark, that any legitimate inter-

pretation of prophecy is a fulfllment of the prophecy
itself. It is not allowable that we should undertake }

to interpret the future, except by some clear and

definite base. The Scriptures evidently speak of a

nation like our own, and from their plaitreference to

it we obtain niuny fsits that could not dtherwise be

undesmtood.
The lecturerproceeded bysome calculations to show

that prophecy had, in lumberless instances, fulfilled
itself, and that in these fulillments and the language I
which predicted them, there was a sufficient rule for
further interpretation. -From the more general preo-
mises it was evident thist America, Great Britain and
France, were each spoken of in the Bible"-the former
country as rising-trouble and commotion pertaining
to theothers.
The rise of the United States is the beginning of

the restoration of the Jews ; and, if nothing more.
there is a great curiosity in what may seenm to some
a real revelation touching its future history in the
Bible. The stars of the church are just thirteen in
number, and so were tlihoriginal States, and the par-
allel runs equally close Ill through.

The views of various commentators were taken up
and considered with regard to some scriptural phrases,
and all of them agree in their theories although none
go quite far enoughl. England and her history may
be seen in the Rible, and, as an evidence that it is so,
the some calculations which establish other facts prove
that, on the 19th of Jmne,1776, a great ft was to occur e
in her history, which has occurred. Monarchy cool not
constrain. humanity as it had done when WasTnitgton
arose to do his predestined work. The character of
the Romish church is shown in scripture also, and the
policyof Hildebrand was foretold. But itwasnotsaid
that it would be favorable to religious liberty, nor has
it ever been so. The conduct and character of both
churches and government are clearly written out in
the Bible. There never was so tllhoroughly free a nation,
in both theology and government, as now exists in
this country.

The'history of English theology was fully written

out in the Bible and has agreed in its development
with the previous record. She has never beenr a true
friend to liberty, to free thought or aught else that

was profitable to mankind. That great fact that
close scriptural interpretation agrees so precisely with
actual history establishes the correctnes of the former.
Some general remarks, pertinent to the sullject closed
the lecture, which was exceedingly interesting and

which was frequently applauded. The third and last
of the course will be given at Lyceum Hall this even-

ing.

Extraordinary Sobriety.

The Legislature adjourned on Thursday evenuing at 1
about nine o'clock, so say our dispatches, " with great
decorim and sobriety."

All wasboisterous
confusion.

The practice of transformaing last night's sessions
into a regular saturnalia has obtained, to a mortifying
extent, all over the country. The sooner it is discon- i
tinued the better ; and we trust the good example of
Louisiana will not be without followers.

Messrs. Ecditors-The decisionsof our Courts are

legitimate subjects for discussion, if done in a proper
manner. My attention has just been drawn to the ex-
traordinary decision of the Judge of the Sixth tDis-
trict Court, in the matter of Bell and Htufty. With-
out adverting at all to the mierits of the controversy,
and which is no, concern of mine, I think the reasons
upon which the judgment of the Court is used, is
still more extraordinary thl tile decision itself.

The Court, with much forbearance anld patience,:
gravely listens for two days to the discus-ion of mat- -

ters which it decides was entirely foreign to the sulb-
ject. This was the exercise of very commendable
virtues, at least in view of the fiact that in the opin-
ion of tile Court it was bound to take prompt and
immediate action on the subject.

The opinion of the Court is based, not upon tile
fast that Huftoy has been removed from oflice by tile

Legislature, for the Court expressly says, thatt t is
wholly unnecessary to notice these ioints, but ullon
the fact, as the Court declares, that Bell is now the
acting Sheriff of the Parislh of Orleans, and has been
recognized by the Suprneme Court and by this Court.
But this was begging the question. The Supreme
Court had expressly disclaimed all jurisdiction over
the nmtter, and by what authority had the Sixth Dis-
trict Court asumned to turn Mr. Hufty out of llice i
and puint Mr. Bell in some two days before, upon an
ex-parte application of the latter?

Hufty was tile Sheriffde factlo, and upon this lilct,
the application of Bell for a mandamus was founded.
He alleges in his pefation, that lie is entitled to the
office, by virtue of his commiasion, flunded upon the
action of tile Legislature. And iupll this issue, nmade
uip and formally presented by the pleadings, the
Court was called on to determine the validity of this
Legislative act.
Instead of this, the Court says, that the law does

not recognize but one Sherifl: alnd as the Court had
recognized Mlr. Bell, it could not therefore consider
or countenauce the plretentions of Mr. Hufty. In
other words, the Court pleads its own act in removing
Ilufty and placing Bell in office, without notice and

f without a hearing, in bar to anlly investigation as to
tile Tights of Hufty. All this, no doubt, is the law ; it
only ibecome we of the laity to understand ad and digest

t it. Lex.
