Sightc burnished steel between thmseelves, they
i nevertheless,vagabond$ thieves, cheats: thl'dis-

owned and dispersed douloiof the ivorldwhose Iland
is against every man, and wheat every mann'shand is
'aired against.

Douring the middle ages the Gipseysweie, for a long
time, elowly, working their way westward through
Aistria, Gennany, France and Spain, until finally
they strayed over into England. Some of them have
latterly appeared in oth own country and camped at
Hoboken, near Noew York, where they drove it fldur-
ishing business in fortupe-telling, stealing and'joekey-
ing; for no educated liorseman has a quicker eye for
good points in an animal, norone-half so many resorts
for concealing those which are bad, as an Egyptian,
who sucks in rascality with his mother's milk, and is
taught little else than how to procure money by those
means of knavery which deserve, but just escape, the
jail and parish .prison. Indeed, in order to become
proilrients and graduates in knavery, they have'a sort
of aotual education, rough and uncouth asn it is, admi-
rably adapted to the purposes for which it is taught.

With regard to this strange ptople, whose secrets
are known to none outside their own order;.wcho
have queens clothed in rags, and not unwilling to beg
or steal; priests, competent to nmock all religions, yet
revered, for some unknown cause, by their bawn com-
municants, and whose creed is so close as to put a
hard-shell baptist in the ranks of liberality; some
1 revelations have lately been made, as interesting as
they are novel. The ield explored was the Danubian
principadities, opened to inquisition by the existing
war; and the result of the researches we very briefly
append, are not less curious etlmologically than phi-
losophically.

The Gipsey population of the provinces to which
1we have referred, is estimated at about three hundred
thousand-their roving habits preventing any close
census statistics-and, in character, they are not un-
like their brethren, the Gitanas of Spain. Politically,
democrats of the open air and great adventurers; reli-
giously, outeward conformists to the thith of those
among whom they live; but cherishing at the same
time a mysterious belief of their own-never divulged,
nor even comprehended in its outlines. Those who
are acquainted with them, assert that they have a
political organization and king ; though who lhe is,
where he lives, or what his powers may be, are not
known by mSy. They are as marked a people in their

physiognomy and physical conformation as any that
are knowrn, and love to live in the open air, under tihe
stars. Their language is a queer corruption of every
tling ever talked, and cannot be learned with as much
facility as the Chinese, which has some thousands of
characters in its alphabet. The root is supposed to
be Sanscrit, with a borrowing from every other known
or used, ancicntly or recently; accmnmodating itself

to the countries where theyreside : in Turkey, having
the Turkish termination ; in Spain,the Spanish soffix;

but, everywhere, the same generic character.
Their religion passes comprehension. It certainly

has nothing to do with morals; for they steal, lie,
murder and cheat with a provoking negation of all
recognised rules of vhtue. Sonime deem them fire-
worshipper, and there are not wanting grounds on
vwhich to rest such an opinion.
With regarn to their origin, there is no doobt of 

their being Asiatics-ereenlbliug, even now, the lower
castes of Hindostan--and it is supposed that they
were driven from the banks of the Oxus by Tamer-
lane about 1400, and entered Europe by three difflrent it
ehainels-by Spain via Africa; by the northern
shore of the Euxine, and, towards tile Danube, by
way of Anatolia and touiatelia. They spread over
Europe like a great wave. In t17 they appeared
iaiMoldavia, and in a few months reached G(ermany i
and the Baltic hores ; thence, in one year, into Swit-
zerland, pretending to have been driven from Lower
E(gypt by the Saraceni , ald comapelledto wander. As
Esoon a their true character developed itself they were
pertecuted with unrelenting iitterness, driven out of
Switzerland by decree of government, and styled I
thieves, liars and blesphiemous idolaters.

At present it is estimated that there are about
2,000,000 Gipsies inl Europe. In 1442 there were
1I,000 inl Switzerland alone. They were expelled
from Frlace, Spain, DIenmark and Germany, at the
peril of their lives, but neverthele.cs continued to liin-
ger about their old haunts. By IHenry VIII and
Elizabeth they were persecuted in England, though
proitected in Scotl-and, chen, at one time, they 1num-
bered 110,0010. In the time of Walter Scott, how-
ever, who makes frequent reference to them, there
were not over 500 (ipsics in all Scotlandl. In Mol-
davia and Wallachia, the Gipsies are held as slaves to
the number of a quarter of a million, and weaned
firom thieving and begging by good cudgels iand
plenty of work. They are the gold washers of the
country, and have even gone so far as the Ural ouno-
tains to pursue tfeir researches. Another clasa of
Gipsies catch young bears among the Carpathiail
motnahins, teach themn various tricks anld take them
around to exhibit tilrough all the coiuntries of Eu-
rope; wherefore they are called Urs-ri or bear men.
SAnother class, more civilized and industrious than
the rest, manufacture wooden utensils--cups, pllatei
and spoons-and also labor as smliths. They are tile
most prosperous of all.

The last class of all, and the lowest even inl Gipsy
estimation, are the vagabonds-the simon-pure (Gip-
Sles-who pursue no trade, hallve no calling, but live
by beggary, larceny and small villainies. This is the
class that lilch eggs and chickens, alppropriate the
week's washing, tell fortunes and sleep under hedges. I
It is the one that is best known, and the one which i
I Borrow seecns to have fallen inl with ; who-e i:jargon
delies every philolo•gical rule and all granluunatical
construction, and is called among theumrelves romanoi;
nothing more nor less than a scientific arrangement
and classilication of all the jargon inveuted since the
coniusion of tongues. Tle wolmen of this class are
frequently very beautiful, with large black eyes, reg-
ilar features, swelling breasts, and as clean ankles as
a full-blooded rarer. This form of government is par-
tially royal, partially deimocratic, and partially lptri

-

archal. They have judges and subordinate ofticers,
and the punishment of death is rcounetinlus executed
upon recusants.

The class of Gipsiies called Vatisasi I've fixed
dwellhlings, and are more like Rsiaiu seerfs than slav•
or freemen. They are chietly household erllvants in
Bayard tiillilies, and are altogether mlore dlmesltic

and servile thn tlhose deinocratls of the open air and
good adventure to whom e havlie lready alluded.
Some of tlhem arei ilanleres on a nsmall scale, and somie
harve trades ; but the majority are held in vassalage-
and given the cut direct by tllce who prefer to sing
the songsof the "Jolly B•eggars," as penned byBlurns:

"With tile ready trick and fable,
Round we wander all the ,bay ;

And at night, in barn or stable,
Ilug our doxies on the hay.

" Life is all a variorum,
We regard not liow it goes ;

Let them cant about decoruml
Who have charactetrs to lose.

" Here's to Iudgekt, bags and wallets!
Hore's to all the wandering trains!

Here's our ragged brats and callets l
One and all cry out, Amen."

With these luhes, concerning a class of people with
regard to whom little is knowni, we drop the subject-
fervently hoping that they may never be led to migrate
into our section or country--where little toleration
would be showu their habits of lawlessness and
ieusages of theft.
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Wannsursox, 1th Starch, 1856.
The proceedings of Congress:for.the past few days

have been exceedingly monotonous. In the House
the Kansas debate has been regularly continued-the
proposition being to send for persons and papers to
establish the invalidity of Gen. Whitfield's election.
The Committee at first reported a resolution, asking
in general terms to be accorded this privilege. On
motion of Mr. Stephens of Georgia, they were re-
q'ured to report to the House what end they proposed
to, attain by this sending fol peasons nmd papers. In
reply, it was said that they expected to prove Gen.
.Whittleld's electioriinvalid, by reason of the Legisla
tare, :which ordered the election, being a spurious
Legislature-elected, not by the people of Kansas,
bit by .the "border ruffians: of MIissonuri. Ithas
been developed, in the course of the debate, that the
Massachusetts Emigrant .Aid Society sent vast num-
bers of men into the Territory for the avowed purpose
of controlling the elections; that these men went in
and voted, and in a week afterwards retd•ned to the
East. This conduct aroused the Iissourians on the
border. They sas that citizens of Massachusetts
were unjustly and unlawfully interfering in the affairs
of a neighboring Territory.- They knew that their
slave property on the bordlr of Kansas, would be in-
secure if these men-not citizens of the Territory-
were allowed to control its intei~nal policy; they
teant into the Territory, on the day of election, and,
I presume, some of them. vbted-though there is no
proof of it. If they did, they acted on the defensive
altogether. The hirelings of the Aid Societies had
taken the initiative ; they had crowded into the Terri-
tory for the purpose of controlling the election. Un-
der these circumstances, the hissourians may not
have acted right, abstractly considered-but I main-
tain that their conduct is certainly justifiable. Where
the law is `insuficient to prevent a great wrong, it is
legitimate to oppose force to force. In fact, there
was no law that was observed; the bayonet and the
bowie knife are the only laws with which to meet
Sharpe's rifles and Colt's revolvers. Inter arnia leges
silent. The laws had been virtually amulled by the
Aid Societies' men, with their rifles and pistols. The
government of Kansas had been reduced to a state of
anarchy. On one side they were overriding the laws
and nullifying the intent of Congress, in the organ
ization of the Territory-which was that the citizens
of the Territory, and 'none others, should control its

legislation. The other side sought to prevent this
and to uphold the laws. That's all.

The Legislature was duly elected. Gloverneedor oreedr
granted certificates of election to the members. ie i o
officially recognised the body on its assembling, sent
it messages and called on it to proceed to business. a
Among other things, this Legislature ordered an elcc- y
tion for delegate to Congress. At this election. Whlit- l
field was chosen-and yet this same Reeder has now In,
the unblushing impudence to claim that Whitfields ich
election is invalid, because the Legislature which or-
dered it was illegally elected by foreign voters whilo t
came into the Territory: m1

It was maintained by Mer. Stephens of Georgia, in a io'
speech of great power, that Congress had no right to ! su
inquire into the election qualifications of the Legisla w]
tlre which ordered the .Congressional election-that ln
all that Congress could do was to inquile into the b I
qualifications of the retnrned member. He made this cc
point so clear that it is impossible to deny the justice w
of his conclusion or the impregnability of his logic. pi

A greeat many speeches have been made on both I l
sides-some very good and some very bhad. The or
Chairman of the Election Committee, Washunnra
of lMaine, who looks more like a baboon than a hu- hi
man being, after making a wishy-washy speech oii g(
Friday, called the previous qulestion. The House '
divided on ordering the previous question with the di
following resalt-yeas 78, nays 9•i-a very decisive s"
Black Republican defeat. The debate will thereflre sc
go on, and the result will be a daily weakening of the Ia
ground held by the Black Republican committee. i i

I think, therefore, that the proposition to send for
persons and papers will be defeated. Itis more likely PC
that the House will fula a comrmittee of two or three, of
eilther of its own members or of outsiders, to proceed di
to Kansas and there investigate the whole althir ob be
initio. This plan would involve less expecne, aud
wold be far more satisfactoetry than that proposed by ic
the committee. In either case it is not probable that i m
Gen. Whitlield will be unseated, or that the prepos- tl
terous claim of Gov.'Reeder will be recognized.

In the Senate the debate on our relations with I
Great Britain has been continued, withl an occasional
deviation into Kansas ailairs. Oii Friday tile new
Senator fromi Illinois, Mr. Trumbull, made an claho-
rate Black Republican speech, its design being to fir-
nish a reply to the late report of the Commnittee on
Territories, of which Judge Douglas is chairman, rela 1i
tive to the Kansas imbroglio. It appears that Truin- li
bull took advantage of the absence of .Judge Douglas
from the Senate Chamber to make this attack upon it
his report. Judge Douglas, however, entered iust as n
Trumbull was linishing his speech, and reproached t
him in harsh terms for taking limo at this seeming
disadvantage. Hcereuponqf ite a livelyscene ensued, i
and a bitter personal discussion was carried on for I
some me e between the two Illinois Senators. Judge
Douglas having charged, in the course of the debate,
that Know Nothingism was identical with Abolition-
ism; it was indignantly denied by Mr. Crittendcn, of I
Kentucky, whereupon Douglas explained tlit lie re-
ferred to Northern Know'Noutingism, rnot Southern-
Subsequently an tiltercation arose between Dougmlas
and Sumner, winding np with each pronouncing the 'f
other's statements untrne. Probably as the warm
weather approaches we shall ha;l still warmer times
in the Senate, and perhaps a repetition of the Foote i
and llenton scenea. " Let thie assassin lire."

The three million bill scents to be overaslaughed for
the present, but will cone up again after a while. The
Kansas controversy appears to he the absorbing qciles-
tion, and we shall have no satisfactory legi-Iation
until that is disposed of.

The American memnbers of Conlgress held an infor-

mal lmeeting a few evenings since, with a view of s

mnaking arrangemenlts for tile Presidential calnpaigni. 1
They adjourned to meet again to-morrow night. They
are going to work in eariest to reinstate in the posi-
tion whiiei lie so well adorned and illustrated, tile
"- model President," Millard Fillmore.

I observe tllat the lion. Thomas L. Clingman, of
North Carolina, ai renegade Whig, has written ai long
letter to his constituents, urgiug them to vote the )e-
mocratic ticket in the next election. Probably, a con-
stituelcy whiich could elect Clingoman to Congress
stands more in need of practical light than most
otherm-h-but my idea of this Government has always
been, that freedom of action and of opinion were the
chief beauties of our republican systeom. It is at leat
litir to suppose that the people of North Carolina can
exercise the right of sufliage intelligently-although
Mr. Clingnlan does rnot appear to pay theln that con-
pliment. It occurs to cie that Ie might, with more
propriety, coeic becfre the public to explain why lie
ofrced, and voted foir, the plurality rule in tile late
contest for Speaker-nmider the operation of wlhich
rule a Black llepublican was elected. It appears that
lie is ambitious of notoriety, and he has now a fair
chance to distinguish himself in explanation of this
matter, withiout misrepresenting and traduecing as
large body of the peope colc as the American party of
tile country.

Thie hilare of thle Demoiracy to elect- their Gov-
ernor in New Ihampshlire has fialen like a wetdjmilanket
upon the Presidential aspirations of G(eneram, l'icerm ,
If the Democratic majoritv, thrrcy ges ago ha, ivenl.
way to a majority ol the other side, during his, Presi;
dency, it is lilir to suppose that he- could not carry
even his oell State inl the event of his renominiation.
A desperate rally will be made in thle Convention ihr
hiin, by tihe office-holders and ganip-fillowers of tile
present administration-hbut in vain. The Washing-
toll Sentinel, Riclunond Examiner, and olther leading
Demtceratic papers, have declared against him. One
more ye;r-and, like Cardinal Wolsey, Ile will have
to bid "farewell, i long fatrewell to all my greatnes.r.
