We
believe now as we have ever believed, that we be-
long to the noblest and best, and purest party, that
ever was formed since the relaxation of the despotisms
of the Old World. allowed sometittle liberty to those
living under limited governments and constitutional
monarchies. Theprinciple which underlies, sustains,
supports and gives strength and beauty to the whole
structure, is a natural and holy one; and in no land
under the canopy of heaven, going back to the earli-
est period of recorded time and coming down to the
present, has that principle been spurned aid tram-
pled upon-hooted at-scorned and despised, save in
the land of WASHnuoTON ! Never before have the
ties of nativity been deemed otherwise than honor-
able; and he who displayed the greatest love and de-
votion to the country of his birth, has almost always
been thought a fit object to advance and honor.

But,we find we are wondering off slightly from the
point at issue-the extract from the Courier, given at
the commencement of this article. The Courier must
have beenhardly pressed for an opportunity to east
slurs upon the Crescent, when it had to make an ac-
cidental omission in the local column an occasion to
insinuate the grossest criminality upon our editorial
conduct.

While we express ourselves withjust warmth in the

premises, we are unable to resist the conclusion that
the editor of the English side of the Courier did not
mean tobthrow the obloquy upon us a fair construction
of his language warrants. Still, words that canselessly
implicate a cotemporary with deeds of lawlessness
and crime, should not be hastily penned.

The fling at the meeting at the Arcade is wrong in
letter and effect. That meeting was composed of as
respectable citizens as usually gather togetherin pub-
licassemblages ; and "intense Americanism" is not a
synonyme of asossination. Because Algeo was mur-
derously assaulted during the evening it does not fol-
.low that the meeting of citizens, irrespective of party
distinctions, was composed of murderers, or that any
member thereof had lot or part in the affair. If our
memory does not mislead us, an atrocious outrage
was perpetrated upon one or more Americans during
the pending of some of the Democratic mass meetings
held last fall ! Suppose we had written such a para-
graph as that quoted above, in regard to the occur-
rence? fWhy, the indignation of the Courier would
haveknown no bounds, and there would have been
ample reason for a display of a large amount of hon-
est wrath.
