NICARAGUAN AF-FAIaS. S 

Our readers have been already advised of the seiz-
are, by the Rivas-Walker government, of the boats
and oth• property of the Nicaragua Accessory
Transit Company, and of the annulment of their
chartered•tirivileges, etc., hut of the reasons which
led to this:rocedare they are not fully informed.

.The movement was unexpected, and by many was
looked upon as a high-handed stretch of power, if
gqt wholly unwarranted by equity and justice. We

were inclined to think a true version of aflairs would
amount to a satisfactory explanation. We did not
believe, for a moment, that the Nicaraguan Govern-
ment would venture upon such an important step
without being fully prepared to show they were in
the right. We have not been disappointed. The
New York correspondent of the National Intelligen-
cer, writing under date of the 15th inst., gives much
additional information, the greater portion of which
we have reason to believe is reliable. Speaking of
the reasons set forth by te authorities for annuling
the charter and seizing the property of the Com-
pany, the correspondent above alluded to states that
the decree alleges:

If these allegations be well founded-a-nd it is not
likely the long-headed men who have the control of
the destinies of Nicaragua would make mistakes in
matters of this kind-no injustice has been done to
the Tansit Company. There are always two parties
to a gontract, and when one party fails to comply
with the stipulations thereof, the contract becomes
void so far as they are interested, and the other party
have a elenr right to indemnify themselves, if prarti-
cable, out, of the property of the non-complying
parties to the concern. This is, really, all tht has
been done, according to the best intelligence that
has reached us.

But we are willing to await future developments
with unhesitating reliance. We have too much con-
fidenee in the Nicaraguan Government, and too much
fai n th e hoanesty and patriotism of Gen. Wlkerto
believe that wrong, or outrage, or injustice, has been
committed.

Gen. Walker, and all the friends of progress and
regeneration in Centrl America, can afford to laugh
at suchabsuard publications.

What could 6,500 Central Americans do
against 2,t0 Ameiican--1000 Americaus? Nothing!
As chaff is swept before the wind so would the Amer-
ican riflemen sweep all opposition from the country.
On this point there is no room for argumeunt. The
events of the past few months clearly prove our po-
sition-

To those desirio g to emigrate to Nicaragua we
would say-pay no attention to these absurd reports,
but go nd possess and enjoy the glorious country
which holds out so many inducements to indastrious
and intelligent emigrants. The clouds willsoon pass
away : in fact they were merely gotten up to ptt a
stop to emigration. That the attempt will flilweare
firmly persuaded. The tidoe is setting too strongly in
thatdireetion to be suecessfilly stemmed either by
speculators in stoc•s or politics.

Dr. Dewcy's First Lecture.

Rev. Orville Dewey, D. D., last evening delivered
the first of a series of twelve lectures upon the Pro-
blem of Human Life and Destiny. The lecture was
given in Dr.Clapp's new church, corner of St. Charles
and Julia streets,and quite alarge audience attended.

The lecturer thought that no more important ques-
tion could be presented to the mind than that of
man's abode in this world and the final destiny of bis
being. The principal end to be attained is his educa-
tion for the various social and other positions of tihe
present life and for the ultimate disposition of his
future state. So far as nature is concerned, enough
has been done for man. Had she provided him with
everything he now produces by the labor of his hands;
had she furnished him with ready-made houses, roads,
railroads, cultivated fields-he would still have been
dissatisfied, and would have undertaken to shape
things to his own fancy.

The world was designed for the abode of human
life, and in its whole construction and arrangement
exhibits evidences of design to that purpose, and even
departure from theusual operations of nature when
necessary to the safety and comfort of animal life. It
is a law of nature that heated bodies expand, and
consequently become lighterin proportion to size ; the
converse of this is that bodies reduced in temperature
become denser and comparatively of greater specilic
gravity. In the case of water congealed this princi]
ple is reversed, and what would be thie coinequence
were it not so? Ice forms and floats upon the sur-
face, and thus protects the body of water below from
freezing; were its density increased instead of di
minished by the freezing process it would of course
sink, and our lakes and rivers would become solid
bodies of ice which no summer's sun could melt. In
speaking of this striking fact Daniel Webster once
remarked to the lecturer that he was struck with awe
wile he first comprehended that nature in this ar-
rangementhad violated one of her own laws for the
benefit of mankind. [The lecturer further illustrated
this position by citing other well known bhcts in na-
tural science.]

At flint sight it might seem that tie vast expanses
Sof the seas would have the effect of isolating the
nations of the earth, but it is easily seen that the
ocean is the greatest medium of human intercourse.
Had three thousand miles of land intervened between
Europe and America, the latter might not yet have
been discoveried by the former, and if it had, commu-
nication for all practical purposes would probably
have been found impossible.

1 A beautiful arrangement in the harmony of things

hardly be improved, as, to instance, the proportion and
