"LEs AMOURS no DIABLE-."-A new opera was pro-
duced at the Orleans Theater on Monday evening-
"Les Amours da Diable; a fairy opera, in four acts,
withnine tablearux. It was writtenby Saint Georges,
music composed by Grisar, and was performed, for
the first time in Paris, three years ago the present
month. There was a large and brilliant audience at
the Orleans to witness its first presentation in this
country, and the applause was unusual,even for that
demonstrative house.

The story of the drama, though differently de.
veloped, is essentially the same as may be seen in old
German plays and prints, in French romances and in
sombre English mirsery legends. A young lord who
is pecuniarily ruined, wishes to obtain means, on a long
credit, from the great usurer, who supplies with a
generous hand and asks no return until after death.-
This he scnoceeds in doing; the proprietor of the root
of.allevil being willing to disburse quite freely upon
such security. The story of the intercourse between
the devil and his young debtor; how the bad are
made agents to further vice, while the good are ada-
mantto all the wiles of the tempter, is quite curious
and interesting. The writer has very cunningly
brought together characters which, by their contrast,
heighten one knother's interest, and give a tone to the
whole. The music is very good-as a matter of
course, seeing it was written by Grisar; and every-
thing belonging to it tends to strengthen the promise
that, notwithstanding its very devilish title and
character, it will be quite as popular with our musical
friends as is the devil himself-with some people.
The gorgeousness of the scenery, the magic of the
changes, the sleight and the singing together form a
picture that will be enjoyed by all who attend. The
Uriel of Mme. Colson, a character sustained by her
in Paris, and the Beelzebub of M. Great were infer-
nally good.

•hose Compromise bills-although, perhaps, not

as perfect as could have been delired-received the
warm support of the grentest and blrest men of the
day. Glorionus old HBY CLY exhausted hi last
energies, in behalf of the patriotic work of eon-
ciitation; and when his eyes' closed in death, he
fondly believed thot harmony between the different
sections had been permanently restored, and that the
bonds of union were as stroing as in the better days
of the llepublo. Those measures also received the
cordial sanction of" vast majority of the people of
Lunisiana. Ins fart,we may say, without oxaggera-
tie•, that the leaders and the masses of both the po-
litical asrtie concurred in their acceptability, wisdom
nod policy, Senator Downs, MLr. Slidell,Judge Larue
and many other lending Democrats of the State.
openly espoused the Compromises, while Messrs.
Hont, Benjamin, lRoselins and scores of leading
Whigs, throughout the commonwealth, were unhesi-
toting, able and eloquent in their advocacy. And
the sentimont prevailed universally among the con-
servative, union-loving men, North and Sooth. Good
citizens, everywhere, haild the result with unbounded
satisfaction; and the cheering impression went abroad
throughout the coontry and thro ghout the earth,
that the only cause for serious difficalty between the
Northern and Southern seotion of the geontlepublic
of the West had been finally, fairly and honorably
adjusted,

What is true of Louisiana in regard to the Compro-
mise bills, is true of every other Southern State, with,
may be, a single exception. All acquiosced, and most
of them ethsiastically. Of coourone it is not pretend-
ed the extremists were satisfied. Extremists never
were and never will be satisfied. If allowed to have
their own way they would be unable to arrange things
to their own liking, and would, the chances are tea
toeone, be quarreling among themselves in less than
three months. We are speaking of the masses and
majorities.

So far as dissatisfaotion went, the extremists of the
South and the abolitionists of the North were about
equally dissatisfied. The extreme Southerners vehc
mestly averred that the South had been oppressed
and plundered; and the Northern abolitionists loudly
and fiercely maintained that the North had been op-
pressed and plundered ! True, both sides could not
be correct, but that made no difference, and so the
discoseion went on, neither section of the Union pre-
senting evidence of having been oppressed or plun-
dered. On the contrary, all indications denoted the
highest prosperity, the greatest amount of social and
national happineas, and the largest rational liberty.

It was under circumstances like-these that tr. Fill-
more formally enunciated in a State paper: "rThe
series of measures to which I have allodedi are regard-
ed by me as a settlement, in principle and substance
-a afinal settlemte-of the dangerous and exciting
sbojects which they embraced," and that they

form-

edo asystem of compromises, the mostconciliatory and
beht for the entire country that could be obtained,"

In addition to the reasons given above why Air.
Fillmore should have regarded the Compromise meas-
mes o a final settlement of the questions at issue, in
eonsequence of Ilbli expressions of approbation on
every hand, the events of the two years which fol-
towed justifed the belief that the people were, almost
Mnanimously, of the same opinion respecting the
aforesaid settlement. In 1852, when Gen. Scott was
nominated, the National Convention pledged theil
Whig party to osustain and abide by til Compromises
of 18su ; and when Gen. Pierce was nominated, the
National Convention pledged the Democratic party
to the substantial support and sustainment of the
same Compromises. Not quite four yearn ago the
two great opposing parties literally agreed on these
points. Ift our rcolleetion does not serve us a shabby
trick, there was no material difference in the proposi-
tions of the antagonistic parties-nothing of a vital
nature.

It would have been well for the country, especially
for the South, if politicians would have allowed the
Compromise measures to havre rmained a "final set-
tlement" for all time to come. But no. Ambitious
gentlemen desired to become Presidents, and so the
whole question, full of vexation, crimination and
recrimination, wns opened again. There is no doubt
the principle embodied in the NebraskaKantsas bill
is constitutional and just-but what has been the
result of its application at an uncalled-for period?
Has it done any good-? No. It has lead to an ical-
culdable amount of mischief. Has it quieted and rar-
monized the country? No. It has alienated and
distracted the country. Has it strengthened or beroe-
fited the South, in any particular? No. It has
weakened the South by raising a question which has
enabled her enemies to largely strhngthen themselves.
Has it enhanced the probabilities of Kansas becoming
a slave State? No. The effect has been to the con-
trary, by directing the attention of abolitionists and
freesoilers to that territory. Had no excitement been
caised, the chances for slavery in Kansas would have
been better than they are now.

We have said thus much to show some of the evils
which may flow from a demagoguical application of
a just and conutitotional principle. Weight go anec
produce any number of illustrations. For instance :
Fire is a useful and indispensablen article. The people
of the earth would be in a sad plight without it.
So long as it is properly applied it is oit harm-
less as it is invaloable. But, wllen misapplied,
as it too often is in the hands of iocendiaries,
it becomes an element of death and destraoction.
The law punishes such misapplication with the
severest penalties. WRe could'nt get along with-
out water, and if the river shoold dry up or ron
out, New Orleans would soon be inhabited only by
bats, owls and reptiles. Water, and plenty of it, is a
good and necessary thing ; but shoold any miscreant
cut the levees above the city and oause an overflow,
he weuld soon find himself in the penitentiary, if he
escaped a worse fate. Arsenic is a valouable medicine
in the hands of a skillful physician, but when misap-
plied by a poisooter, it lends to death.

Sn is it, sometimes, with a good principle utleces-
norily brought into operation, and so has it boon with
the Nebraska-Kansa- bill. BDt, if the political ma-
nmurer succeeds in secoring the nomination for
President to Senator Doeogls or Geon Pierce, the
objects of its author will lhive been accomplished,
and then, it is to be hoped, tils politicitln-cuod
people will be allowed a perod for repose of two or
three years' delmtion.

BosINESS.-Business continues lively ; though the
sales of cotton were not so large yesterday, that is a
secondary affair for one day. There are sixty thous-
and bales to be weighed, marked and delivered of the
previous three days purchases. Undoubtedly for two
or three days to come there will be a lull in the
market, as after a storm comes a calm. As later ad-
vices are now fully due by the Havre steamer Fulton,
and the Canada of the 15th instant from Liverpool
will be due to-day or to-morrow, there will not be
much eargerness evinced to push the market.

There is but little more cotton to come out of the
Ouachita river and its tributaries. Out of the Yazoo
there are expected 35,000 bales. Out of Red river it
is difficult to arrive at any delinite amount, but we
will say 75,000 bales still up there; as out of Lake
Bisteneau there are several loads; from Caddo Lake,
some from Upper Red river-no way to approach the
exact amount, and we think the figures above will be
covered if the river does not fall too rapidly.

Vessels are arriving daily; many after long pas-
sages, but as their rugged, honest and hearty looking
Captains are engaged in figuring up the fractions be-
tweenfive-eighthsand three-fourtlhspence, their good
color soon fades and they become deeply engaged in
mathematics, solving the problem whether cotton,
tobacco, flour, corn or beef and pork, will pay the
best freight.

Kansas Oieeting.

Pursuant to a call upon those "friendly to the
Southern Colonization of Kansas," a meeting was
held last evehing in the St. Charles Hotel.

Hon. Isaac E. Morse was called to the chair and V.
H. Ivy, Esq., appointed Secretary.

The Chairman briefly explained the objects of the
meeting-to sustain the rights and interests of the
South in Kansas against the encroachments of the
North, and to consult upon the propriety of organ-
izing a Kansas Aid Society in this city and State.

Mr. J. D. B. DeBow then offered the following
preamble and resolutions, which were unanimously
adopted:

Whereas, the people of Kansas Territory have reganized a
government favorable to the institution of slavery which is now
threatened by combinations among the abolitionists of the North
and the Northwest--be it therefore

s. Rceolcd That our citiens have thi right to emigrate to
and abide in aonas or any other Federal Territory, and to take
with them sh preper ty as is recognized by the Cunatitations of
this State and of the United States.

2. Rrcolwd, That the slave institution is one of the political
constituenCier of this Confederacy, ind an element under thesovereignty of eclh slave State, onid that an attempt to destroy

tr'aEhr a to the rsystem e mOf tis Union .
3.Ce~ e, Therrefore, In vie of these cardinal truths, that

it is our riglht and dut as a pepple, "to preomolte the emigration
of sucth itens ans will go to Kansasr , iath Oewujtidte PUarseof becoming inhtbihtts thereof.
