ADDREBS TO THE PEOPLE OF LOUISIANA.I

Whenever, In the opinion of the minority of those
who have been called to participate in the legislative
action of the State, the Constitution has been abused
or violated by the majority, and precedent dangerous
to the rights of the People, and contrary to the spirit
of American Government, have been established, it
becomes their duty as faithful guardians of the public
interest, to expose the unconstitutional, illegal, anti-
American and anti-Democratic action of the dominant
party--Tereforc

The undersigned American members of the General
Asembly Ibeing a minority in both branehes of that
body, believe that the action of the majority, (the
Democratic Party,) in ejecting members from their
seats and substitoting others in their places, and the
removal of the Sheriff of Orleans from office, was a
usurpation of power, offensive to the Constitution-a
despotic exercise of party tyranny, revolting to the
American heart-and subversive of the foundamental
principles of a representative government.

That our fellow-citizens may understand the facts-
and see the dangers of the enormous wrongs that
have been done, we do respectfully inform them, that
so soon as the Legislature assembled,a resolution was
introduced by the dominant party to remove from
their seats, M'essrs. Burke, Michel and Burthe, the
American Senators who were returned as elected
from Orleans, and to award the same to Messrs.
Hyams, St. Paul and Withers ; that every honorable
and legal effort.was made by the American Senators to
obtain for the sitting members a fair and impartial
hearing, but they were prevented; and contrary to
all rile, to all precedent, and in the absence of any
testimony taken contradictorily with the contestees,
the Democratic majority not only vacated but awarded
their seats to the contestants, and in such dis-
courteous haste as not even to allow the minority
an opportuuity to make a counter report.

By this act sixteen Senators (loss than a majority
of the whole,) substituted their will in the place of
the ballot-box: for it is an undis•uted fact that
upon the most favorable and exaggmrated count of
the ballots that had been deposited in the broken
boxes, for Senators, the number was insufficient to
elect each of tihe coitestants. Tiher, to accomplishl
their prrpose, had, therefore, to go boutside of the bad-
lot-box, and take into count votes that Ihd never
been deposited, refusing the contestees .an opportu-
nity of doing the same thing-establisiing thererby
a oneside precedent, dangerous to popular rights and
violative of the Constitution, which recognizes the
ballot-box alone as the great palladium of American
libert ., and the only chan•ael through which =the

Theright the people of Orleans had to elect their
Senators has been taken from them by sixteen of the
dominant party-a legislative usurpation most dan-
gerous to'the public safety, and "most revolting to
the public sensibility."

We wish itunderstood that the American Senators
only desired to refer the election back to the people;
they were unwilling that the voice of the people
should he hushed or stifled, either by the lawless acts
of individuals who would break ballot-boxes, or by
the dominant party who were bold enough to substi-
tute their sixteen voices in the place of the whole
people of Orleans. The American party con-
denmlu, in unmeasured telras, the breaking of ballot-
boxes and all similar outrages oni elective fanchise,
and never hlesitated to declare thle seats vacant, and
to submit to the sae people to repair to the ballot-
box and again to exercise theirsacred right of ehosing
their own Senators.

The first prominently illegal and unconstitutional
act of the dominant party in the House of Represent-
atives, is the rejection of A. T. C. Morgan, Repre-
sentative elect from the Ninth Representative District
of the city of New Orleans, to give place to Charles
Seuzeneau. Soon after this act, " in hot haste," fol-
lowed the expulsion of Lumsden and Devall, to make
place fir Messrs. Gordon and DeBlanc.
Ex-perte testimony was alone appealed to, in each

case, for the purpose of justifying these proceedings-
we call it ex-ports testimony, because it was only on
one side and taken without the autllhority of any ex-
isting law. The testimony in these cases was taken
in conformity with the act of 1814 w'hich is the only
act in our statute books that points sout and pre-
scribes the mode to be pursued in taking testimony.
But we maintain that the law of 1814 is absolutely
repealed by that of 1855, in the 54th section of said
act, expressed in the following words : "That all laws
contrary to the provisions of this act, and all laws on
the sane subject matter, are repealed." 1N6w the
only oqestion to be deternihed is whether or not this
repealing clause reaches the act of 1814; if it does
not embrace the act of 1814, then the remark of
Talle-rned with reference to the object of language
is faiily illestrated. If the design of languaenge is "to
conceal the thought" as the above remarkable man
said, then the intention of the law makers has been
fully accomplished. But the majority-report in the
case of Seuzeneau vs. Morgan says that "it is evident
that this law (1814) merely prescribes tle mode of
proceeding and the manner of taking testimlony to
be used in a contested election before the Legisla-
tere.

Do not these
positions relate to something else than the mere
mode of proceedings and the manner of takldng testi-
mony to be used in a contested election before tile
Legislature? Do they not treat of tile same subject mat-
ter as the act of 1855? is not allof it repealed by the 54th
sectiolnl of the latter act? The undersigned do not for
a moment entertain the opinion that the act of 1855
is perfect, or that it even embraces what it should
embrace, but we hold that it is not within the power
of either branch of the General Assembly, as it suits
its immediate convenience or purpose, to supply de
ficiency in existinglaws, by a latitudinous construe-
sion, in part or in whole. Dit the nmajority report
fnrthermore says, "the Constitution, it is perceived,
draws the desideratum between the power to decide
an election of a member and the manner of deter-
mining contested elections. The power to decide it
vested exolusively it the Ilouse, but the manner il
which the contest is to be conducted may be pre-
seribed by loaw' This is aglaringsoplistlry. ltis ati
utter pcl, ersion of the 20th Article of the Constitu-
tion which prescribes that "each House of the tGen'
eral Assemllv shall judge of the qualification, election
and return of its membe •s but a contested election
shall le determined ill suct manner as shall iw di-
rected bylaw." It will berecollected that the Consti-
tution was ordainied in 18,52, and we ask, could its
fiamers lase had in view the act of 1814? marl tlhe
wording of the latter clause of the above article ;
"but a contested election shall be determined in such
manner as shall be directed by law," not ic sucht man-
ne as has been directed by law.. . . .

But the act of 1L855 esys: " toot in all rontrutet
elections for memoers. of tile (General Assembly each
House shall have the power to determine which of the
parties is entitled to the seat and award it accord-
ingly. We like to know if the power to determine is
not the power to decide. If the House has the right
to judge between contestant and contestee, has it not
the right to order the procurement of testimony to
enable it to decide hirly between the parties? The
majority report declared that tihe provision iu the act
of 1855, just iquoted, is but i oseleus reiteration of tihe
Othl Article of the Constitution. Taking the con-
struetion which the majority report places upoin the
last clause of this Article, we mast disent entirely
from this opinion. The act of 1855 carries out tlhi
latter clause by directing the Generul Asembily to de-
termine which of the parties is entitled to a seat in
the case of a contested election. The majority coni-
eludes its argument upon this branch of the subject
with this most illegitimate deduction : " If. therefore,
the grant of juisdiction, or the delegation of powier
be sublject matter distinct and different from irules of
procedures, it follows, as a matter of neces.ary coise-
qacnce, that tile lawr of 1814 still exists in full vigor,
in so far as it prescribes the mode of taking testi-
mony."

Now -we hold that the right t decide a controveusy
involves tihe right to order thie taking of the testimony
upon which the decision of the controversy is to be
based. The House of Representatives, in these con-
tested election cases, had a right to send for persons
and papers, to order testimony to be taken under
comu•isiiion andl that wa, the tply legal and OtiatitU-

tionalConrew, that under theexxeting laws could have
teen pursued.

lut in the ease of Gordnn and DeBlane, and Devall
and Lumeden, the law oi 1l14 ws net complied with,
the only law invoked in the ease of Seuzenean v.
Morgan. Devall and Lnmsden received no notice
tlht their seats would be conested•l; no notice that
testimeny would betaken for the purpose ofiuneat-
ing thee. Here we have before us a mout palpable,
glaring and infamous inconsistency, unworthy t•ofga
and honorable men -;such a• the meost through n.
scrupulousness could have alonepromepted. WWheithe
intention of the majority ofthose who eomped thin
committee was invited to this contradicton of tieir
previoosly assumed position, those of themiri
were cellyinferm edilat the Cintral Comimelee ofi
Demoratic party had decided in New Orfenanesepon
the coursre to be pursued in all these cases.

Notwithstanding the ma jority committee asumed
as their tasis ofation,the law of 1014, to decide upon
Fthe contested seat of-Me•r•. A. T. C. Morgan, Pe-
vall and Lumedin, we lied this ecommittee in the ae
of Leggett and Harrison vs. Ltbarre and Whhaun, and
Limb hrd vs. Mackey, recommending the Legislature
to send for persons and papers, and to collect evi-
dence before a commessioner, before they decide upon
the claims of the ewntestanta, thereby acknowledging
a principle which they denied to some of the contese-
tees-a principle which we hold as te only censtitn-
tional and legal course the Legislature could adopt,
and one which the minority committee invariably ad-
vocated. Here we witness a secodan nd not Imu pa-
pale incoenintenej. .-
land, the majority committee recommended to send
back to the people an election when all the evidence
adduced is in favor of the consestee, notwithstanding
he obtained a large majority over the contestant, be-
causethe Sheriiff of the Parih in whichi the election
was held neglectedtoend an electlpn-box-to one of
the precincts, and thevotes were received in a tent-
porary receptacle until a box could be made. 'Not
withsatauding the eehe e-is couelive that all h.
precpttionus Were' us8tlmt inevvtt teoh• m
thereceptacl temporarllyued-that nofruds were
perpetrated-on acceunt of this infoimaly the eection
was ordered tobesent back to the people Here we
would olnerve that the result was h wesnticpated-
the contetee was re-elected by a lagermjoity than
beotfore.

The
minority of the Legisature was willing ineery caso
of contested election to nsubmit the decision to the
people. This proposition was' invariably repulsed
by the majority. WVhen these incoesistencies were
pointed out by the minrity,they were codlyinformed
that. the Central Committee of the.Democratic party
had decided in New Orleans upon the corse to be
pursued! Citizensof Louisiana, are you American
freemen? Willnot this declaration be received with
a hiurst nof indignation .throughout the State?- We
read in ancient history that the little sonof Themieto-
cles ruled Greece-that is he ruled hismother--his
mother r•ded Themistocles, Themistocles Athens, and
Athens Greece. Here we have a parallel case; the
Grand Central Committee rules the Democratic par-
ty, and the Democratic party the Stateoof Louisiana,
ergo the Central Committee governs the State.' Thus
we are under a rule as iron as that of the Antocracy
of RIssia.

tine on apthH eon muse o th rieeura prueby h
ing, wvhich probably above all other measoes of,tlie
dominant party during the pressent session, was the.
most flagrant violation of law and justice and most
dangerous in its tendency. We refer to the removal
of the Sheriff of the Parih of Orleans by the resolu-
tion of both Houses of the Generut Assembly. This
proceeding we consider as unprecedented inthe politi-
cal history of the country, nor has it, ft our opinion,
a parallel in any well organized (overnment of mod-
ern times.

In vain did members of the American party protest
against this measore ; we argued thatit was a viola.
tion of the spirit and meaning of the Consetitution:
thalint it was in the teeth of the law, unjst in itself and
calculated to work out a most pernicious influednce
1pon the future legislation of the state, when the

madness of iparty spirit should seize'uion the minds
of those who may hereafter have the control of the
Legislatore,d siminolar proceedings may be instituted
oghinst some officer obnoxious to that party: ni .

"We-pinted to the record inl the Bell ind Huftycon-
tested election case, and contended that the eletion
of the latter had been declared legal by. thie iury
empaneled to try the suit, and as the acthof 18i55
allowed neither new trial nor appeal, thcequetionwae
finally settled by'th•everdiot and jud•iment rendered
uponToe pleadings and proof s ubaittd byte •tlioe -
ties to that controversy ; that it wias incompetent for.
the Legislanture to revise hat jidgment, because
neither the law nor the constitution has.anywhere
empowered that department to take eognizance of-
suits determined by the. Judicial .Tribunals of the
State; that no matter what might have been the.
irregltarities or frauds attending the election, the
Court and Jury under the act of 185 were the only
powere tho had authority to pass upon those frads
or ilre•ularities, and when, after duoe consideration,
they had come to the conclusion that tufty was
elected, there was an end to the matter so far as the
legasitr of his election was concerned, foreer.

If this position he not correct, then we are altin amost
strange and dangerous state of conftsion, civil and
political. If the ruling party have properly inter-
preted their authoritv in this matter, then there is no
other check upon the legislative department than
what may be found within the limits of its own ar-
bitmry will, whicthwill, whenever it may be directed
by anuunscrupnuous party, will be bounded alone by
the wants and exigencies of Itiat party.

Having, as we think, clearly shown that the Legislan-
ture posseses no power to take into consideration the
legality of the election of Hufty, we shall next in-
quire into its authority to remove him for causes an.-
tecedent.to his election-and this raisos thle question,
whether it can assimejurlsdiction over Hufty under
the provisions of Article 97 of the Constitution before
his election, and before he became an officer of this
government. The article just referred to says, "all
civil officers except the Governor and Judges of the
Supreme and Inferior Courts shall be removable by an
address of a majority of both Houses."

It should here be noticed that Huftywas not an of-
ficer whothad failed to discharge his duties, or had
committed acts of malfeasance as a minister of the
law, but this inquisitorial proceeding was institnuted
agauinst him as a man or citizen who had participa-
ted in the riots and fiuds aleged in the preamble to
have taken place in the city of New Orleans on the
day of the last November election.

It seems to us too clear for argument that the Leg
islature, acting as a judicial tribunal under the pro-
visions of said article of the Constitution, was not
seized of jurisdiction until DIr. Hufty became an of-
ficerof the State. The Constitution sys that certain
officers maybe removed by the address of both Houses
of the Legislature, a provision so plain in its meaning
that one would suppose that a school boy coduld not
misinterpret it ; yet we see the sapient leaders of the
Democratic party assert with the most flagitious bold-
ness tmhat, by the terms of that article they can reach
beyond the date of a Sheriff's commission,andstrike
down their victim now, for what they accuse him of
having done whilst he was as yet hut a private citi-
zen of the State.

We have thus flar treated this matter upon geernu
princip le of law and justice, as though ther was no
special statute directing the Legislatn'e how to pro-
ceed when conductinga prosecutioun against an officer
of tile State, either by an impeachment or address,
from which we hmve endeavored to expose the total
want of respect, either for tho one or the other, ex-
hibited by the dominant party in the instance refer-
red to. But what will the intelligent and virtuous
portion of our fellow-citizens think, when we tell
them that this inquisition against Sheriff'Hufty was
begun, carried on, and determined in every particu-
lar, in positive violation of a statute made expressly
to direct the Legislature how to proceed in all cases
where an officer of the State shalrbe prosecuted either
by hipeachment or addres. We nallude to the Act
of 1855, page 370, No. 30l. Tie first section of said
Act reads as follows : " That whenever any person
shall wish to accuse a public officer before the Legis-
lature. he shall address the House of Representatives
a memorial containing a brief exposition of the acts
of such public officer which are supposed to be con-
trary to law; the menmorial sall he sworn to and
sigsed by himn who presents it, and shall contain a
list of the individuals who can give information rela-
tive to the facts set forth, with a notice of the several
charges which each individual included in the list can
substantiate by his testimony." The second section
provides that the memorial shall be referred ton com-
mittee, which shall cause the officer accused to be
cited to appear before.them at a day to be fixed by
the committee, which day may be either during the
same cssion, or any subsequent session; that the wit-
nesees boti for the prosecution and defence shall also
he sunuuamoned to appear at the day fixed for the trial.
The third section reads thus : "Thit at the appoint-
ed time the committee shall proceed to swear the wit-
nesses both for and against the accused, whose testi-
many shall be taken down in writing; they shall then
make their report to the House of Representatives,
and shall declare, in the conclusion, whether they are
of the opinion that the charges ae well founded, in
which case the Honse itself, after having obtained all
necessary information, shall decide wlhether it be ex-
pedient to proceed by means of impeachment or by
address.'

In case the Committee shall make a report in favorfof the accused, the adoption of the report by the

House shall be usficient and the accesed shall be dis-
charged, andcan never after be broughtbefore tho
Legislature for the same acts which he has been al-
ready charged. For the information of those who
may not have taken the painsto inform themselves in
relation to the manner in which Sheriff Huty was

e removed, we will here state that, no memorial was
presented to the House of Representatives complain-
ing of the illegal acts of said officer, no citation was

Washington correspondent, of the oBaltimore Sun
says:

It is now certain that there will be a Republican
candidate, and a National Amerionn candidate, and
it is not improbable that the election may fail before
the people, onless the Demoerany should prove to be
harmonsous, and, unles Judge Douglas' Knnsas State
bill should be promptly passed, and deprire the Re-
publicans of the sectional issue upon which;alone
they rely.

A REMARKABLE o uoENTFIOS.-M. Barrere, a French
inventor, has exhibited a machine which engraves
lines so minute as to be undistinguishable, and al-
most imperceptible to the naked eye. It is designed
for the prodoction of private marks in bank notes,
and is capable of producing two hundred thousand
different oombinations of minute kaleidescopic line
figures, only to be seen by the aid of a powerful
microscope, yet perfectly reglar and distnt, ad
insusceptible of being imiitated. At every tern of
the tiny wheels which work it, the machine produces
four entirely new designs, exceedingly complicated,
and quite different from one another.

TIo CAPTnRED SLAyEL B -The Falmoth, whose
seizure in New York harbor as a slaver we have al-
ready mentioned, is said to be a beautiful clipper of
about 250 tons measorement. She attempted to get
awayin the nightwithout a clearance, but was chased
down the Narrows by a steamer and brought back.
Her crew, entirely Portuguese, were then consigned
to jail to await an investigation. When captured
the vessel was found to contain drugs such as maybe
supposed to have been intended for a large company;
between decks were large quantities of water and
extensive stores of provisions, pots for boiling large
masses, and ladles and spoons enough to accommo-
date a small regiment. Spare spars and charts formed
the remainder of the developed cargo, and the Ad-
vertiser states that shackles and leg irons were also
found, together with materials for constructing a
slave deck.

RAILsoAD AcciDscrs.-T-r consequence of a thick
snow storm which obscured the lights, a collision oc-
curred on the night of the 18th between twd freight
trains on the Philadelphia and Baltimore Railroad,
near Aberdeen. George Goodwin,conductor,and Wm.
