ilg from the RWsislsppi river into.tho Gulf of'Mexi-
co. :The money is to be expended under'thoe uperin-
tendence of .the Secretary of War, who is to contract
for:the work, and at an early dayin the next session

'Cf ~ngress he is to report the progress of the work,
the amount necessary to complete it, and an estimnte
of the annual cost'of keeping the channels open , and
any contract made hi •h'be limited to the amount ap-
propriated -byth bill.

!'Italso proposes to appropriate $S30,000 for contin-
ning the improvement of the channels at the mouths
of the Mississippi river, which sum is'to be applied by
the Secretary of War, by contract or otherwise."

:Several Senators asked- for iiformation on the sub-
ject, which'was freely'given; and then thebill passed
almost'unanimonsly-the votei standing, on a call of
the yeas and anys, 32 for and 3 agatinst the measure.
This vote was not only exceedingly flattering in itself,
but it'indicated, clearlythhat t matter was considered
in a national light-that the works proposed were
viewed as national worlsd :It isto be hoped the bill
will beso received when it reaches the House of
tepredentatives; and to it we invoke the earnest at-

tention of our immediate Representatives. They
could not perform a mordeacceptable service to the
State,their constitiienits, and to the millions of people
residing in t.he Valley of the Mississippi and along
the great tributaries of that gigantic stream, than to
aid efficientlyin causing this bill to become a law.

The bill has been before the Senate Committee on
Coinmerce, and has been thoroughly examined in all
;respects. The. estimates and recommendations all
emainatedfrom the War Department, and we presume
are i acordance with accurate and searching sur-
vey.s

Whatever maybe the fate of the bill in the House-
and we anticipate its early passage, because right,
and justice, aid sound policy, demands ittone thing
is. 'ertain; If the improvement of the outlets of
thelMisssissippi is not a national dutydevolving upon
.the Congress of the United States, we woald like to
know what national duty signifies or what constitutes
it .Atleaost eleven States, and almost as many mil-
lions'of'inhabitants, are directly or indirectly con-
cerned in all projects calculated to improve the egress
from, and the ingress into, the mouths of the Father
of. Waters, of ships, steamers and other water craft.
New Orleans is not ldone interested-althouglh she
has a greater direct interest than any other commer-
cial emporium--by a long way. 'All of the cities'and
shipping ports that gem the margin of the Missis-
sippi and its tributaries from Pittsburg and St. Louis
down to the debouch of the great flood into the Gulf
of Mexico, are concerned in many essential respects.
Every particle of Western produce that finds its way
to a foreign or Atlantic market, is effected by the
good or bad condition of the navigation over the bars
created by tie deposits and currents of the Missis-
sippi.

The sum appropriated is quite large, compartively
speaking, but when taken in connection with tihe
enormous annual commerce involved it dwindles
into insignificance. Why, six millions of dollars,
instead of ixs hundred thousand dollars, would not
be extravagant if it would tend to cheaper, expedite
and advance the progress of the mighty trade which
iows in and to the great Western valley. In fact, no

figures could be too large that were required by the
exigencies of the case.

We hail this action of the Senate as an auspicious
token 'that the reign of constitutional old fogyism,
inherited from hair splittess of a past age, is passing
away, and that we may now look forward to improve-
ments, by the National Legislature, of the rivers and
harbors of the country, on a scale commensurate
with their importance. In this respect the General
Government has been sadly derelict; and the conse-
quence has been to embarrass the operations of
commerce and paralize the arm of enterprise. True,
Congress has frequently sanctioned liberal River and
Harbor appropriation bills, but they generally meet
with executive vetoes, notwithstanding the voice of
the representatives of the people and the well being
and wishes of the masses.

Although we always have been, and ever expect to
be, pilitically opposed to Mir. Slidell, it is but just
and proper for us to say that, outside of partisanship,
he is a useful and influential Senator, and keeps a
careful watch over the material interests of those who
have advanced him to a place among the magnates of
the republic.

GOLDEN C LoaL.-We had exhibited to us yesterday
a specimen of what appeared to be auriferous quartz,
by Messrs. Spencer Field & Co., corner of Camp
and South streets, near Lafilyette Square, which was
represented to be the residuum of Pittsburgh coal.

Thie speci-
mens have been scientifically analyzed and tested by
acid, which leaves no oeason for doubting that it is
the pure metal and genuine elixir vitae for which
old alchemists toiled and studied.
As all geologists and geological students are aware,

the primary formation which renders California and
Australia so richly valuable, is often found elsewhere,
as in Virginia and North Carolina, thrown up by
some tremendous volcanic agency, through the sec-
ondary and tertiary formations. Tihe coal beds them-
selves are but superior indications of gold beds, and
even the diaunond is coal highly compressed. It is
no wonder whatever to the scientific man, that
" Louise" or " Chloe" should find auriferous wealth
intermingled with black diamonds, when making the
morning's fire; but the rarity of the discovery ren-
ders it a matter of curious philosophy to all who are
interested in such matters. Without any speculations
upon the subject, we leave it for investigation by our
Academy of Sciences.
