We understand Mr. Stewart will visit New Orleans
shortly for the purpose of ealling onour capitallits,mer-
chants, and all others interested in the Mexican trade,
to assist in the proposed laudable undertaking. We
wish him abundant success.

A bet has been offered in Washington City, that
within ten days subsequent to the adjournment of the
Cincinnati nominating convention, ITemn- A. Wise
will be in the Lunatic Asylum.

Fnon LAKE SUrPIOR.--On thre 14th two persons
arrived in Milwaukie from Lake Superior. Their
journey lasted fifteen days, and they had fine sleigh-
ing the whole route to Dubuque. The winter has
been very severe, and for two hundred miles they
found the snow very deep. The copper region is
rapidly increasing in population.

A memorial has been presented to the Freeooil
Legislautre of Kansas, by the women of that Terri-
tory, praying for the prohibition of the liquor traffic.

We obtain from the New Yorkl papers the highly
important and astonishing intellligence, that upon the
table of the Peace Conference in Paris, there are six
inkstands, two for each Ambassador.

Since the terrible disaster on the Delaware, a bill
has been introduced into the Pennsylvania Legisla-
ture for the better security of life on board of ferry-
boarts.

Ineffectual efforts have been made in Philadelphia
and New York to consolidate the Morse and House
telegraph lines between the two cities. The new line
is about to be opened, and will, it is said, astonish the
world by the rapidity, accuracy and reliability of its
operations. It is hoped, in a year or two, to have it
working from Halifax to New Orleans. Such is the
purpose of the company now.

The community of St. Louis has already began to
experience the benefit of the restoration of the noto-
rious murderer and roffian, Bob O'Blenis, to liberty,
On the 20th he was atrrested and held to bail on a
charge of riot.

A letter dated Coast of Africa, February 3d, re-
ports the lossofthe whaling shotonerMountain Spring,
of Provincetown, which was capsized in Cintra
Bay, January R. Her master, Capt. Young, a boat-
steerer named Carter, and a cabin boy named Miller,
weresaved. All the tret on board perished.

The officers of the New York Juvenile Asylum sent
out, a few days ago, by thie rie Railroad, about sev-
enty-five children and twenty-five adults, one hun.
dred in all, bound for Illinois, where they will be put
to work on farms or apprenticed out to mechanics.
The Tribune remarks:' "The number of children
and youth arnually sent out from this city to the
Western States, through the agency of philanrthropic
institutions, is becoming quite large."

Ta FIsloeara•s.--Parties are now busily engaged
in preparing for the approachinlg shad and herring
fisheries in the rivers connected with the Chesapeake.
At least a thousand men have been already engaged
in this city for the fishing shores, many of whom have
departed. The season is, we are told, from ten days
to two weeks later than usual, and dilliculty has been
experienced in reaching the shores on account of ice.
It is anticitpated that the fishing season will be a peo
litable one, and that when the run commences there
will be a perfect gorge. [Baltimore Sun, 21st.

it by the mildest term for him) against Cohen. ec- t
eralwitnessestestified on the trial thatthey had been
told in Coten's prerence, by persons in his company
and apparently mhisconfidence, that$350,000beleon-.
ing to Adams & Co., had been deposited by Cohen in
a certain safe, and to all this the latter madeno objee-
tion. C. K. Garrison testified that Cohen, afterhavitg
obtained possession of these funds, had spoken of{
starting a bank in New York with a. capital oft

o250,000. For some mouths pant great exertions
have been used to oearnuWhat adbheomo of the ledger
and cash book of Adams & Co. Cohen said he had t
never obtained possession of them; bqt the fact that
he had not complained of their absence while acting
as assignee, left ground for a strongpresumption that
if they had not come into hi poesa on he was partly
to blame for it. On the evening of the 27th February
a bag was discovered floating in the hy,.and in that
bag werefonmd the ledgerandcash book of Adams A
Co. with half a dozen leaves, containing some of the
most important transactions, torn from each.'

On the 23d February the first number'ofthe West-
ern Standard, a weekly Mormon paper, was publish- i
ed in thia city.

To-day (Mfareh 5,) the Democratic State Conven-
tion meets at Sacramento to select delegates to the
Cincinnati Convention. The delegatesrchosen will
probably be in favor of Buchanan or Dickinson. In
this city the Democratic party is at present split on a
line similar, in some respeeta, to the line which sop-
aratei the Herds and Softs iwNew York.

Rutemor of a filibustering expedition, to be directed
against the Isthmus of Tehuantepec, re afloat. Be-
yond these rumors nothing has transpired.

Preparations are being made to send troops to the
northward, where the Indians are still committing
terrible ravage. It is rumored that Gov. Johnsonin-
tends calling out some portion of the citizen soldiery
to socd to Crescent City.

The Revels are playing a farewell engagement at
the Metropolitan Theater, and drawing crowded
houser. A nnmber of the old resident actors are iv-
ing entertainments at the union.

The interior papers come to us crowded with flat-
tering accounts of rich strikes and almost universal
muecess. By the present great ystem of sluicing and
hydraulic mining, the business is conducted with
greater facility and economy than over before. Per-
haps at no period have larger amounts been taken
from the mines than now. Mtny of the ditches and
quartz mills are being worked with foreign eapital,
and as reliable information becomes difftsed, Califor-
nia must become a centre point for European invest-
ment.

From the agricultural regions we have encouraging
statcments. Large crops are being put in and the
sneson thus far has proved propiftous for the labor of
the husbandman.

Afflicting accounts have just reached us from
Klamath county, on the North Caliornia coast,where
ashot thirty families have been slaughtered by the
Indians, and the small coast settlements burTed.-
The country is in a panic. There are no arms, and
an expressjust arrived here for aid, reports the peo-
pie there as entirely defeuceless, and with no means
of escape. Preparation are on foot for their relief.

The Sacramento Valley Railroad Company have
completed their workrs far as Granite city, a edis
tance of twenty-two miles. This road will eventually
be completed to Nevada and the rich mining region
aboutit. The inauguration felt took place ontheI22d inst.

Oregon eanrtds Washngont TeTrito-ry.
By" an arrival at Sau Francisco on tihe 4th, from the

moath of Rogue river; the following intelligence was
received:

The Station at Big Bend, some fifteen miles up the
river, having been abandoned seveal aweeks previous,
the indians made bosudden attack on Saturday morn-
ing, February 23d, upon the farms about four miles
above the mouth, where some ten or twvelve of Capt.
Poland's company of volunteers were encamnped ; the
remainder of the company tbeing ab.ent attending a
ball on the 22d, at the mouth of hogue river.

The fight is stated to have lasted nearly the whole
of Saturday, and but few of the whites escaped to
tell the story. The farmere were all killed.

It is supliosed that there are nos about threehun-
dred hostile Indians in the field, including those fiom
Grave and Galaise Creek and the Big Mieadows. They
me lted by a Canada Indian named itnos, who was
formerly a ftvorite guide for Col. Fremont in his ex-
peditions.

Mrs. Oeisell nd daughter are prisoners and in the
hands of the icano ba of nd of ians, about eight
miles up the river. Dr. t. C. White escaped by
jumping into Yuca creek and secreting himself under
a pile of driftwood, remaining there for an hour and
a Wlaf, and until the Indians had given up the search.

The inhabitants at the mouth of Pogoe river have
all moved to the north side of the river, where for-
merly, under the apprehension of a sudden attack, a
fort had bes n'erected ; they number about 130 men,
having less than a lundoed guns amongst them.

The schooner Gold Beach left yesterday (Sunday)
morning, at half-past aive o'clock, and it is supposed
that a light commenced at daylight, as there was a
party going to cross to the south side of the river,
where they expected to lind the whole body of In-
dians. At suriso everythsing on the south side wast in flames.

A meeting of the citizens of Crescent City was
held on the evening of the 25th inst., when a petition
to the Governor of California was submitted to and
sighed by nearly every male inhabitant in the town,
requesting him to call out the volunteer force of the
place, and to provide other necessary means to enable
tim citizens to defend the place. There were not
atns or ammunition in town to equip twenty-five
men. There are fifty U.S. troops stationed at Cres-
cent City, which force in the olpnion of oll is totally
inadequate to defend the place against the three or
four hundred Indians which have attacked the settle-
ment at the mouth of Rogue river. A subsoriltion
nwas raised at the meeting for the purpose of charter-
tig the schooner Ellen to proceed to San Francisco
to convey the petition to the Governor,and to request
ilm to carry out the necessary measires as soon as
possible.

From OChlna.Death of Comn Abbott.
The Friend of China of the 15th of December

says:
With mach regret we have to record the death of

Commodore Joel Abbott, commander-in-chief of the
United States naval forcea in these seas. It is now
two months since we told of the very precarioos state
of his Excellency's health, and of the fears enter-
iained regarding his recovery. Determined to die in
harness, however, he applied himself with much
energy, on his arrival here from Shanghai the other
day, to the task of resenting the slight to his oremn-
ment, as perpetrMted on thIe person of the U. S. Con;
col at this port, and in the infringement of privileges
readily conceded in ports at home. His Excelleney's
correspondence on this subject, we are told, entirely
upsets the orgamenl of Sir John Boawing, and wilt
be read hereafter with much interest. Commodore
Abbott's death, in the sixty-second year of his age,
took place yesterdsy morning, at the residence at
Spring Gardens of R1. P. De Silver, 1,o., U. S. naval
storekeeper, from whence his remains will be removed
at half-past three this afternoon.
