,rouon•tcT To SOKEnS. -In Frorlep's Journal of
a recent date, an interesting article has been pub-
lished on tie habit of tobacco smoking, and on poison-
ing by nicotine. Among the facts there mentioned
are experiments institoted by Mr. hlalapert, a phar-
macien, of Poictiers. Ilhs intention was to ascertain
the exact quantitlof nicotine absorbed by smokers,
in proportion to the weight of tobacco consumed.--
T''he apparatus used consisted of a stone jar, in whice
theil tobacco as madeto ba ns, connecting with a
series of bottles communicating bry tihes. The bot-
tles were either empty or contained some water,mixed or not with a little snlphuric acid. From a
few experiments it was fornd that in the smoke of
tobacco extracted by inspiration, there is ten pee
cent. nicotine. Tltus, a man wio nsmokes ra igar
of the weight of seventy grains, receives in iis mouth
seven grains of nicotine, mix-ed with a little antery
vapor, tar, empyrenmatir oil, etc. Although a large
portion of this nicotine is reacted, both bythe smoke
puffed from the mouth and by the saliva, a iortion of
it is, neverttieless, taken sp by thle vessels of the
buceal and laryngeal-mucons membrane, circulated

ith the blood and acts apon the rainl. With those
unaccustormed to the use of tobacco, the nicotine,
rhens in contact with the latter organ,produces verti-

go, nausen, headache and somnolence, while habitualsmokeem are merely thrown into a state of excitement
similar to that produced.by moderate quantities of
wine or tea. From further investigation it was found
that the drier the tobacco the less nicotine reaches
tire moutt. A very dry cigar, while brning, yields a
very small amount of oatery vapory tile smloke cools
rapidly, and allows tire condensation of the nicotine
tefrre itreaches the mouth. rlence it comes that the
lirst half of a ciear smokes more mildly than tile
second, in wthic a certain amount el condensed
watery vapor and licotine, freed by thie first half, are

teposited. The same renmark applies to smei oking
tobacco in pipes, anrd if smokers were prudent, they
vould never consume but half a cigar or pipe, and
throw awn- nay the other. Smoking tinlough water, oe
wvith long tubes and small bowals, is also a precaution
inics should not ie neglected.
