The Committee on Workhouses and Prisons trg
leave to report,also, to annex a statement of the work
of tile City Vorkhouse for the last quarter, ending
February 20th, 1856. The amount of work done for
the Public Schools, Street Commissioner's Department.
Surveyor's Department, Police Department and City
generally, icludirg articles manufactured to order,
whtich ae e cash,viz : such as packing hoxes, oakam,
etc., etc., amounting to fifteen hundred and forty-five
dollars and eighteen cents. The amount of expense,
of keeping up tte said institution teing about three,
thousand four huodred and twenty-four dollars and
fifty-two cents. It must also beborne itt mind that the
average number of prlsonters has been two hundred
and fifty, a great numberwho are totally unable to per-
form any kind of laborh, from the fact that a great ma-
aority ar worthless vagraits who are committed to
the workhouse, who have no other mede of living and
fare a great expense and burthen to the iety. Such as
are abee to work or do mechanical duty are set at wort
,,d kept steadily at iLuntiltke time expires for which
they may be eommitted.

Your committee have examined the accounts and
hills for provisions and materials for the use of the City
Workhouse, and find the same correct as per requisi-
tions signed ty the committee together with the Fi.
nance Committee. They therefore present a resol,-
tton appropriating the amount to pay said bils and ac-
counts.

The following massage from the Mayor was
read, and on motion, referred to the' Police
Committee :

MAYORALTY OF NEW ORLEANS,S City Hall, March ",!5 1158.
To the presidents andMemberr of the

Common Council:

GENTLEM.EN: Owing to the fact that the Legis!a-
tore has passed a new charter for the city, by which
the election for city officers wadfxed fortheforst Moi-
day In June next, I did, not caute to be p•ablished the
ordlinance fixing the placs, for holding-the election,
which otherwise would haventaken place on the fohrti
Monday of this month.

The uncertainty as to whether the new charter
would go into effect before the election ordered under
the charter of Old February, 1852, has preverited me
(owing to the shortness bf the time) until now, from
ctingo under the recent ot of the Legislature, vesting

the Mayor with the appointment and control of the
Police.

That matter having been disposed of by the passage
of the new charter, shall, as fast as possible, inspect
and remodel the present force.

In making changes and removals, it will, no doubt,
hecome my painfiul duty to remove worthy, respectable
and needy men, who, from their age, infirmities or
other incompetency, are unable or unfit to discharge,
efficiently and with justice to the public, the arduouns
and trying duties of the police.

I am, however, determined to purge the department
of all improper material, and protect it from being ren-
dered a sinecure and retreat for pensioners upon the
city. -

I shall also sttenuouslyetidcavor, by every means in
my power, to eradicate every political feature from the
department.

Charactercaparity and a determined willingnes tn
perform, fearlessly iand without distinction of persons,
nationalities, political opinions orreeds, their several
duties, will be strictly required and rigorously en forced.

While recognizing in its entirety, the right of every
member to entertain and exnrets, at the ballot bor,
such political opinions and preferences as his jude.
ment may dictate, yet, when hei eters the service he
must divest himself of all ntive partisanship. This
snaol be a cardinal principle with mein appointingand
mannagingthe force, and from which 1 will not dOviate;
a violation of which, when brought home to any party,
shall be visited by an immediate dismissol from the
service .

As an inducement to decent, able-bodiedand effieicht
men to enter the service. 1 would strongly recommend
an increase of pay, for the smallness of the present
pay nodoubt prevents many, who otherwise would be

0n acquisition, from seeking employmnlt in tiat linea
-nd besides, compels many of those heretofore on the
police. and having families to support, to follow other
occupations, suchl as the day plliemea omfclatiag as
special officers at Theaters, Balls and other places of
public amusementl and tile night watchmen devoting
portions of their time to other occupations by day, thus
interfering with their regular and neeessary renl; and
rendering them to a great extent, unfi, from physical
exhauation, from applying their whole time and cner-
gies to their officlal duties. The pay should be of'an
amount sufficieintly reasonable and just as to render the
position desirable and sought after by men of respects.
hility and capaityi, who would be required to devote
their whole tinme to the service and not allowed to fol-
low any other occupation.

The present force is notoriousely too small anrd ind-
equate for a city of the populatioan and extent of New
Orleans. Ain incrrease of one hundred and fifty men
(150.) is earnestly recommended. With thalt numbe
added to the present force, I hope and trust in ai short
time to be enabled to establisli a new state of things
in this city; add to this, bthe support and countenance
ofyour Hllonorable Body,ad thatofmy fefllow-citizena,
and I will guarantee it without hesitation Vitlhout
both, and that cheerfulll nvd honestly affordgde all my
efforts at reform in the service, will be usnless and
vain ; without it, far better that the whole department
be at once disbanded as an useless appendage and ex.
pense. and the citizens left to take care of themselves.

Under the late net of the Legislature, retaire to ths
powers and duties of the hlMayor of the city of New
Orleans, it is made my duty in ease of the removal ot
an officer to communicae tire fact to your Honoroale
body, iat Its first melting thereafter. I have lo inform
you accordingly, that on yesterday I have aopSointed
and qualified Williaa IH. James as Chief of Police ot
the City of New Orleans, vice, AlexanderP. loynan,
removed; and have also this day appointed and qual-
ified as Lieutenants of the Police of the City of New
Orleans, John MIorrill and John F. Gruber, vie, Lu.-
cien Adams and Thomas T. Kearuey, removed.

31s soon as I shll have liad time to examine par-
ticularly into tile present organization aiddistribution
of the force, and make such changes as I may deem
proper and necessary, I shall hastenl to lay the whole
matter before you more in detail, with each other re-
commendatious as I may deem hereafter necessary to
mate. Respectfully submitted.

I am, however, determined to purge the department

in my power, to eradicate every politleal feature from
She dep tltment.

Character, capacity and a determined willingness
to perform fearlessly and without distinction of per-
aoos, nationalitles, political opinions or creeds, their
several duties, will be strictly required and rigorously
etnforced.

While recognizing in its entirely, the right of every
member to entertai and express, at tile ballot bo,
nuch political opinions aid preferecas as his judg-
ment may dietate, yet whei he elters the service he
must divest himself of all active partisanship.
