NEW ORLEANS AND CARROLLTON RAILROAD CO-e-
PANiY.-By reference to an ordinance of the Common
Council, approved on the 31st ult., and which may be
found on the fourth page, it will be seen that per-
mission has been granted to the above Company to
continue their branch road on Jaclson and Nayades
streets, etc., on condition

the said Company shall,

within ninety days tifrom the passage of this ordinance,
cause the track of their road to be removed from
Tivoli Circle and placed in the South-west street
adjoining, sufficiently remote from the curb-stone, on
either side, to admit of the free passage of the water
inthe gutters ; and also that the said Company shall,
within twelve months, cause the ditches on each side
of their track on St. Charles (late Nayades) street,from Tivoli Circle to Jackson street, except two
squares on each side of MIelpomene Canal, to be filled
up, and said street regularly graded from said truck
to the gutters, under the direction of the City Sur-
veyor." These improvements will add much to the
appearance of St. Charles (late Nayades) street, as
well as make it more commodious and convenient.-
We hope to see them carried out an an early day.

As soon as Tivoli Circle is released from tile rail-
waiy track, it shoulld be improved by order of the
Council. It might be made a pretty spot, instead of
being an eyesore and a nuisance as it is now. It
should be surrounded by a neat and substantial iron
railing-laid out with graveled walks tnd adorned
by shade trees and shrubbery, all of which could be
done at a small expense.

Brslaoss.-The receipts of cotton are falling off,
though the boats from above Natchitoches, on Red
river, are bringing in fair loads, there is but very little
more to come from below that point, in fact it is said
to be all in from Cane and little rivers. From the
Yazoo river there is a great decline, the beats from
Vicksburg are receiving at that point a good share of
what is now due from Yazoo river, being reshipped
at that point. The great load by the John Simonds,
which arrived on Sunday last, was all from IMemphis.
The quantity of cotton yet to come to market is still
an open question and likely to remain so. Within
the next thirty days there will be sufficient data, so
that the estimates of the quantity to be received can
be told within 50,000 bales. We have not yet reached
the receipts of 1852 and 1853, but it will not be many
days before we will.

Business, however, continues lively and no mistake
about it. There is ho branch of trade inactive or in-
animate. Vessels A arriving in sufficient mrubne to
repress any great advance in freights for the present.
Tile Western merchants and traders can rely on lowfreights coastwise and to foreign ports, that is, we do
not mean to say starving low freights, such as willonly pay for taking in and discharging cargo. It is
not supposed the most miserly merchant or trader de-
sires ship owners to work for starvation prices.-
Though New England has, and continues to anraus
colossal fortunes from the carrying of cotton, wre do
not desire ship owners to work for nothing. At the
same time, if we take a broad view of the question,
the South might build its own ships, and have all its
freighting and transportation done by its own citi-
zens. In the meantime, we are glad tolearn another
dry dock association is in course of organization,
which may be the incentive to enlarged ship yards,
encourage ship building in our midst, and tend to
make us, in some respects, an independent com-
munity.

Dr. Dewey's Folrth LectSre.

Dr. Dewey last evening delivered a lecture upon
the Love of the Beautiful. An uunsual number of
fine looking ladies were present, probably in conse-
quence of the attractive character of the subject.

The lecturer thought that upon no subject had phi-
losophers always been so much at fault as upon that
of the science of beauty-a juLst conception of it and
an understanding of its various attributes and uses.
Beauty does not consist alone in that which pleases
tile eye, but also in a great measure in the association
of ideas, as a picture may be beautiful, but how much
more so when it is the portrait of a friend-we shoutld
hardly look upon the rose as beautiful, were it poison-
ous as hellebore, etc.

Poetry, music, sculpture and the drama, have their
own peculiar beauties, and not these alone, for tile
quality of beauty is lavished all over the face of
nature, and is, in fact, a necessity of all organized
life. Neither the material nor the moral world could
get along without it, and this position the lecturer
supported by numerous illustrations--the necessity of
variety in the conformation of the physical world, the
uses of the beautiful and matchless colous we see'in
vegetable life, the softening and harmonizing influ-
ence of beauty upon the human mind, etc.

In anotlher view, beauty is a symbol of things
hidden from men; he would say it without irreve-
rence, it is a symbol of the nature of God. The
world might have been created a picture of deformity
and desolation, and hideous creatures might have
peopled it, but instead, everything bears the impress
of the Infinite Mind.

In concluding, the lecturer alluded to the strong
inclination of mankind to light amusements and re.
creation. The secret appeared to be that the human
mind, when overtaxed and strained by the business
cares of life, must occasionally cast off the burden mid
seek relief and stimulus. Thus it is that arise the
thousand inventions fbr the amusement of men.
When worn down by toil, study or meditation, man
should go forth among the beauties of nature, and re-
new his strength and elevate his soul in their con-
templation.
