THE COLLISION BETWEEN THE W. C. Yoxo iAND
SwAN.-The steamer W. C. Yonng previously re-
ported as having been in collision with the steamer
Swan, arrived yesterday morning. The clerk reports
that the collision took place at 114 o'clock A. M. on
the 3d instant when forty miles below Shreveport--
the Young in rounding a sharp point discovered the
Swan only about sixty yards ahead; the engines of
the Young were immediately reversed but a collision
could not be avoided. The Young struck the Swan
on the larboard bow, damaging herto such an extent
as to compel them to throw overboard a lot of salt,
etc., and her wood, to prevent her from sinking. The
Young sustained no material damage.

THE SmTAEM FIGATE MCa•HRAc.-All doubt in re-
gard to the success of this vessel; appetrs to be dissi-
pated. A letter from Washington states "upon com-
petent authority,'"that she is, beyond question, a very
perfect ship. The writer says:

Under canvass, with her propeller out of water, she
is remarkably fast, stiffandweatherly, and she steams
from nine to ten knots. She ran under steam alone,
and against a strong tide, from Old Point Comfort to
the Naval HIospital, a distance of thirteen miles, in
seventy minutes. Her consumption of coal is less
than was anticipated. During her late trial trip, in
which she experienced very heavy weather,the great-
est consumption intwenty-four hours was thirty-four
tons. The average was thirty tons. She crries five
hundred and eighty tons below the berth-deck, which
is sufficient for twenty days' steaming at full power.
Her armament of forty, heavy shell guns, (8, 9 and 10
inch) is veryformidable.

THI SOOAR COP IN PoraT CouPEE.-The Point
Coupee Echo, of Saturday last, says:

Fromall sections of our parish we hear of nothing
but the most discouraging accounts of the coming su-
gar crop. Owing n to he utter worthlessness 'of the
stubble and a defect in a large quantity of seed cane,
many of our planters will not be able to grind at all
the coming season, and not a few will scarcely make
Ssufficient cane for seed for 1857. Many, foreseeing
the inevitable failure, have plowed-up the old stubble,
and in its stead, put inlarge crops of cotton andaorn.

The Caddo Gazetteof the 29thult.,nsays:
We received a visit on yesterday from Judge Ford, I

who returned on the day previous from Monroe. He
brings cheering news of the progress of the work on the I
eastern section of our railroad. Between four and five I
hundred hands are at work, and Dr. Young has notified d
the contractors that they can dischargeall their white
laborers, about seventy-five, as the number of slaves
will be sufficient to keep pace with the track-laying. v
Twenty-five miles are now ready for the cross-ties, a
some of which, together with the mils, have by this
time been laid. Ten miles of iron have been received,
and twenty.five miles more are on the ocean, the pay-
ment for which is to be made on the 20th April, for
which the money is ready. "

MIr. Robbhthe agent for its purchase, says that if
that payment is made promptly, there will be no dif-
ficulty about the balance. The hands at the last ac-
counts had proceeded to the thirty-first mile. It is
confidently.expected that the cars will run to Monroe
by August twelve months.

CosnriRmvTIos LEVIED BY WALKER.-It it stated
that S. L. Wood & Son, United States merchants at
Greytown, have addressed a formal protest to the
President against the exactions of Gen. Walker,
whose troops recently took forcible possession of
$3,000 worth of their goods, without tendering any
remuneration. They, therefore, beg the intercession
of our government in their behalf as citizens of the
United States and entitles to the protection of its
flag. It is also stated that Walker levied contribu-
tios upon the following merchants, aftere e had taken
the city of Grenada:

Wiederman & Barscho,(German merchants) $5,000.
Duke & Derbyshire, (English merchants) $5,000.
Mr. Solari, (Italian merchant) $5,000. The Brothers
Lacavos, (Nicaraguan merchants) $12,000. Mr. Ber-
nard. (Frenchmerchant) $250. Pedro Rox,(French
merchant) $250. As well as others to a large
amount. The respective governments of these suf-
ferers will probably interfere in their behalf.

SNOw IN THE MOUcNTAINS.--There is a tolerable
prospect that in the mountains of Virginia there will
remain snow enough to afford good sleighing during
the entire summer. A correspondent of the Hardy
Whig, writing from Pendleton county, says the snow
in the Alleghany mountains, at this time, averages
three and a half feet in depth, and the writer is in-
formed that it is drifted in some places to the depth
of from one hundredto a hundred and fifty feet-so
that the topmost branches of the tallest trees barely
project above the surface.

A proclamation has been issued by the War De-
partment announcing that for the purpose of meeting
the present exigencies of the service, the President
has directed that the State of Florida, except that
portion of it lying west of the Chattahoochie and
Apalachie rivers, shall be constituted a separarate
military department. It is not yet stated who will
have the command.

The sugar house of Mr. Cullum, with a large quan-
tity of sugar, in the northern part of the parish of
Pointe Coupee, was destroyed by fire a few days ago.

IN Lao.--Mr. J. Brown, of Hart county, Ga., who
is described as the father of twenty-nine children,has
discovered a rich vein of gold which yields from a
small panful of earth a penny weight of gold. The
old man and his little boys, with their mortars and
pans, make from fire to six dollars per day.

VIRGINIA.-The law lately passed by tile Virginia
legislature to prevent the abduction of slaves in north-
ern vessels, compels pilots to search every outward-
bosnd vessel leaving Virginia ports.

A NEW MODE OF NAvYIGATIO.--The St. Louis In-
telligencer, after informing us that the steamer Michi-
gan had run into the woods and knocked down one of
her chimneys, says:

"She will be up to-day, running on one chimney."

On the 20th nit., the Supreme Court of St. Louis
overruled the motion for stay of execution in the case
of Sarah Hayeraft, convicted of murder. She will,
therefore, be hanged on Friday next.

CoUNTERFEITS.-The officer of St. Joseph's county,
Mich., have arrested a gang of counterfeiters, with a
press and $15,000 in five dollar counterfeit bills on
the Westminster Bank, Rhode Island. They secured
McDougal, who implicated Winm. B. Latta and his son,
N. B. Latta, and - Finch. Latta and his sonwere
arrested, but Finch eluded the oflicers and escaped
with the dies andplate. Latta is held to bail in the
sum of $4,000.

The Irving Bank, in New York, lately redeemed a
counterfeit on its twenty-dollar note, which had been
executed with a steel pen, aided by a pencil brush!
The fac simile was perfected with such consummate
skill that it was a long puzzle even to the engravers
sf the Hank.
