In such an event,
time would work its "revenges," but unfortunately,
the victims of tie sympathy of men like the Tribune
editors would suffer, not the sympathisers themselves.

The " revenges of time," over which the Tribune
chuckles with fiendish delight, can only he consum-
mated at the expense of the extermination of thet
white or tblack raod There is no other alternative
It is folly to even dream of a loop-hole for escape.
If tile African race sever to be elevated above the
condition of servants and bondsmen, our children's
children's children musnt do the work. At present
they hold the position which nature and nature's GOD
devidently intended they should occupy.
In the South1 the two races can only exist as they

now exist. The relation of master and servant must
he preserved,or else the master must destroy the ser-
vant, or the servant the master. Such a thing as
oqnality is impossible i and to attempt to enforce it
would involve a struggle of the mnost horrible clharac-
ter, which could only end in the destruction of slavery
by the annihilation of the black race, Of course the
superior race would triumph--a glorious country
would be temporarily ruined-and the hopes of all
true philanthropists would be blasted forever.

The Sheerlfalty Case.

The Supreme Court decided, yesterday, the excit-
ing and long pending case of Bell vs. Hutty,involving
the title to the office of Sheriff of the Parish of Or-
leans. The decision was in favor of Mr. Bell. Of
course there are those who are elated and those who
are depressed.

Weare glad of it, particularly on account
of that portion of the community who possess any
seizable property. Why ? For some weeks this
parish has beenafflicted with more than its shamr of
Sheriffs. Major Hufty insisted he was Sheriff. Col.
Bell claimed to be, what be has turned out to be,
Sheriff; and the veteran Sampson Blossman, as prin-
cipal deputy, went on with the business of the office !
Now here were three Sheriffs, and, notwithstanding
we have oftensaid and still maintain that the course
of New Orleans isonward and upward in all thatcon-
stitutes commercial and financial greatness, we were
tore and are sure that no city or parish, could or can
stand three Sheriffs. Confound it, they would be
compelled to sell us all out in self-defence, and then
what would become of us !

BusmssEs-There was no falling off in general
business operations yesterday. The arrivals of steam.
boats continue numerous as ever, so do those of fiat-
boats-all heavily loaded with the rich products of
the West. Everything favors trade just at this mo-
ment; all facilities for transportation are at hand, at
low rates of freight; exchange readily 'negotiated;
money abundant; in fact, all the appliances of a
great and growing trade are at the disposal of all who
.desire to patronize our market.

Notwithstanding the letters by the Canada from
Europe, which came to hand yesterday, were of a
depressing nature, the effect was partial, and on only
low qualities of cotton. There is not a great quantity
of cotton now in first pands. The cotton-presses and

ware-houses are being cleared very fast. Thedecline
in freights encouraging speedy shipments, the greater
part of the stock reported on hand is on shipboard,
and the.next ten days, if the present good weather
continues, will witness heavy clearances and a large
reduction in the reported stock.

The boats which have arrived since Saturday from
Red river, bring only half loads; one boat in particu-
lar, instead of 1,600 bales, only brought 156; another
416, instead of 1,500; and the great boat, R. W. Pow-
ell, only half a load; and we learn that cotton is now
brought from Shreveport at fifty and seventy-five
cents per bale freight, instead of the usual and cus-
tomary charge of one dollar and fifty and two dollars
per bale; and at these reduced rates of freight, boats
can only get half loads. Now, whether planters pre-
fer keeping their cotton in ware-houses, to look at, in
preference to sending it to market at fifty cents per
bale freight, and receiving for it from nine to ten and
a half cents per pound, is a question upon which we
donot pretend to hazard an opinion. If there is so
great a quantity as 100,000 to 150,000 bales to come
to market out of the Riviere Rouge, we should
suppose that it would be coming to market in a much
greater ratio than it has for the past week. We are
informed there are only about five thousand bales
in and abos t Shreveport to be shipped. This may be

0o, and may not be so. Perhaps freights have got so
low that planters may be holding back to have their
cotton brought to market for the honor of it, and
their passage thrown in. In the meanutime, the re-
ceipts from Vicksburg, and out of the Yazoo, and
from Memphis, keep well up; but many buyers of
cotton, by their movements, seem to think that the
story will soon be told, or they would be paying more
regard to the last Liverpool advices, which appear to
indicate that the consumption is fast increasing on
the production, and this undoubtedly is what sustains
ournmarket at this time. So far, so good.
