casesr.whether fixed or not, to be taken before a Jus-
tice of the Peac--ten days being allowed for that
purpose. On.the 28th February the case w-ns called
for trial; and notwithstanding it was shown in argu-
ment that:the application for a continuance was for
the purpose of delay,'the Court granted a continu-
ance to the 17th M3arcli andt on that day the case
being again called was,. upon the application of the
parties contesting, continued until the 2d of April
instant-although it wasn shoio by the testimony of
several witnesses thatthe pirliitiif had stated that he
did not intend the, case should be tried until the sum-
mer, and that he was prosecuting the suit for his
pleasure.

On'the 2d April the case of Alpuente and Bezou
was again called, and all the other cases having been
fixed forthe same day, with the understanding that
they should he taken up in turn, day after day, until
disposed of. Ninejauorswere sworn. The Court ad-
journed until the nextday. Next morning the Court
did not sit formally, in consequence of the unpleasant
affair between the Judge and Mre. Daunoy, bht his
Honor, Judge Reynolds, of the Fourth District Court,
aby request of Judge Robertson, opened. the Court at
about 11 o'clock, discharged the ninejurors who had
been empanneled; discharged the whole panel for the
month; all the witnesses, and adjourned the Court "in-
definitely."

From the foregoing it will be seen that ten con-
tested election cases (counting that of the four As-
sessors as one) have been disposed of. Some five
months have elapsed since the November election.
This'makes an average of two cases for each month.
Rather slow progress for a fast age. Section 41 of
the not of 1855, relative to contested elections, directs
that'" the Judge (of the First District Court) shall
proceed, without delay, to examine the grounds of
contestation," etc. Section 45, same act, orders that
" the issue thus fosrmed shall be proceeded witll sum-
amarily before the Court and Jury," It strikes us the
provisions of the law are plain enough-that theyare,
in fact, unmistakable. We leave it to the public to
judge whether the letter or spirit of the law has been
complied with. A mere narrative of facts we deem
all suffcient.

At this rate the contested election cases will not be
determined before the July adjournments, which will
throw sonme of them over to the fall term. In the
meantime, crininal business will be accumulating, in-
nocent people will be suffering, the public welfare will
be jeoparded, and the rights of parties litigant will be
sacrificed. Indeed, if something be not done, it is
quite likely fall Grand Juries will report 3000 untried
cases instead of 1500 ! In some of the contested elec-
tion cases, three or four delays have been granted for
the purpose of allowing the plaintiffs additional time
to take testimony, the deferulants all the while insist-
ing upon a speedy trial ! If parties cannot get ready
in five months, the question arises whether they are
likely ever to get ready, and also whether they do not
ask for delay for the purpose of thwarting both law,
equity and common justice? We may refer to this
subject again.

A GOOD 0 rOVEMIENT.

Ther exists in the minds of hundreds, if not thou-
rands, a strong objectionto secret, political organiza-
tions; and that objection is 'reryprevalent among
many who believe in the principles of the American
party, and whowould, otherwise, be its most active,
energetic and influential supporters. .It is true,there
was a good reason for secresy at the commencement-
a reason which justified the policy observed. The
new party proposed to war. upon, and break down if
possible, bothof the.political organizations which had
divided the country for a quarter.of a century. It
would have been impolitic in the last degree to have
exposed it in its infancy to the onslauglhts of two old
and powerful parties. Hence the comparative priva-
cy in which its first operation were involved. But
that reason does not now exist, nor has it existed for
twelve months. Had the action of the State Con-
vention to which we refer been taken in April, 1855,
we firmlybelieve the election last November would
have terminated differently. At all events, the "re-
moval would have unquestionably tended to the im-
provement of our political condition.

But, "betterlate than never," isan old and true say-
ing, hand will be erified in this instance, unless we are
entirely mistaken in the signs and promises of the
future. The American partynow being an open or-
ganization-the veil of secresy being removed-can-
not be assailed as of yore, or charged with conceld-
ments ofany description whatever. If so assailed,
however, the gross untruth and injustice of the at-
tacks will reeoilupon those who indulge in them, and
correspondingly advantage the slandered party.

For these reasons and many more that could be
mentioned, we are much pleased at the change which
has behe made.

Dr. Dewey's Lecture.

.Dr. Dewey last evening delivered a lecture upon
certain vexed questions in human life and history, as
pain;'hereditary evil, etc.

It is, he stated, a necessity of.human nature to
dread physical suffering. We dread it in its individual
character, as applied to ourselves, .rather than in the
aggregate, as visited upon mankind. It has its uses,
howeverr: did not the effects of cold upon our bodies
produce pain, we should freeze to death; but for the
pain of fire that element would destroy us, and if the
pain of disease did not announce its approach, it
would overcome us unaware. Besides, in the wise
designs of Providence pain undoubtedly has its place;
who can say that for the sufferings endured in this
world there is not to be remuneration in another?-
for, it can hardly be said that humanity has earned
and deserves all the misfortunes entailed upon it.

As regards hereditary transmission, each human
being forms part of a general system; circumstances
in this world are not arranged for individuals, but for
all; if a man sufier by lire or flood, it is but a conse-
quence of this universal plan, and not because these
elements were specially designed to operate against
him.

The learned lccturer next alluded to three great
facts that umderlie the foundation of society-virtue,
marriage, sepulture. tan is the only animal that
buries its dead ; and with him it is not merely a mat-
ter'of convenience, but also a sentiment of reverence
for the departed. The dread and terror of death is a
part of that punishment of original sin, but that pun-
ishment does not consist in the mere fact of exit
from this world, but in themode of that exit. Death
itself is part of the original plan, for as man sprung
from tihe dust, to the dust le must return ; the trans-
tion in some manner is in the nature of things
tnevitable.

The illness that precludes death is a mercifal
preparative o o the ad event. It gradually loosens
the hold of the affections upon the things of the
present life and weakens the fear :of death. The
nearness and certainty of the event also have their
purposes, and operate s a wholesome restraint upon
the evil propensities and passions of human nature.

The wisdom of God in ordaining the briefness of
the period of human existence is unqaestionable.
After the arrival of manhood, habitf and opinions be-
come fixed, and we cannot look for the energies and
sew ideas necessary to the progress of civilization and
humane improvement. Besides, unimaginable evils
would result to mankind but for the system of heredi-
tary transmission as regards almost everything per-
taining to the race. The grandeur of death imparts
a reflective dignity to life, and this has an universal
application, for through that solemn and mysterious
crisis every mortal must pass. Eternal life requires
an infinite sphere of action, and if existence upon the
earth were prolonged, it would but tend to make man
dissatisfied with his condition and thirst for a know-
ledge unattainable here.

tMiss Pellett on Nicaragua.

Miss Pellett, a lady who from travel in, and ore.
quaintance with the leaders of the present regenera-
tingmovements in Nicaragua, is well qualified for the
labor, delivered an addressat Lyceum Hall, last eve-
ning, concerning that country,which was very respect-
ably attended.

After giving a rapid but succinct sketch of the his-
tory of that country since 1823, stating that hardly
any two years had passed without a revolution, jthe
lady described Gen. Walker's movements somewhat
in detail: agreeing fully with our published accounts,
and showing that instead of an invasion, the whole af-
fair was but the acceltance of an offer from the more
wealthy and intelligent class of people, residents there.
The advance of the army ; its reception at various
points; the character of Use people, and their fiiendly
feelings towardsthe .existing order of things, were
clearly limned. Alluding to the political state of af-
fairs, the lady observed that Gen. Walker's govern-
ment had been acknowledged by the Catholic clergy
and was a fixed fact. The country is quiet and old
feuds have been healed. As fifty-six men initiated the
movement in that country, it is probable the thou-
sands now there and tending thither, will be able to
maintain it. President Pierce's message had no a.-
favorable effect nor will have.

The chief object of popular interest is the arrival of
steamships which usually bring reinforcements of
strong, stalwart men, suited to a counltry s regenera-
tion. Alluding to the complications with other Cen-
tral Americap States, and Costa Rica especially, they
were not considered at all dangerous. Walker needs
American assistance to develop the country, but its
government is established. Some speculations as to
what the land will be when its Jacksons and Clays
mount the stage, and a greater civilization is attain-
ed, closed the very agreeable and instructive dis-
course, which was warmly applauded.

NICARAGUA.

INTE••E STING COltfSPONDEoNCE.

Cre OFr GRArNADA,'C. A., March, 11, 18560.
EDITro• Cn~scnrT:-Gentlemen-We are having

lively times in tliis venerable city just now. The old
cathedrals look down-one can readily imagine-with
a sleepy stare of wonder, upon vivid streets, crowded
with the stalwart representatives of Young America'-
their hat-hands, waists and shouldelr, gleaming with
the scarlet .ribbon and the scarfs of the newly declared
was-for.warhansjust been proclaimed with Costa
Rica, as you.will see by the enclosures.

Thisjproclamation of our Chief is, of coarse, the
great and absorbing event of the town, and as " Uncle
Billy" it not in the habit of joking in such matters,
we are expecting some pretty sharp practice soon.
It would have amused an anchorite to have witnessed
the ddlight of dur men, when the proclamation-con..
ceminig the issue of which there had been sundry
rumors afloat-did actually make its appearance on
the walls. There was an universal grin of public de-
light-not only because it was well known that Costa
Rica had been very saucy of late--had not only re-
jected our gallant and popular "Commissionsad
Plenipotentiario" Schlessinger, with contumely, but
had been long engaged most strenuously in foment-
ing jealousies between other Central American States
and this Government. They were even known to
have dispatched a body of their own troops against
Virgin Bay, upon which point they are now supposed
to be in motion. As the policy of this Government
has been strictly of a conciliatory character, the army
had begun to think tlhat this joke on the part of Costa
Rica haind gone quite far enough, and to expect to
hear "Uncle Billy" whispering at her with that low,
calm whisper of his, " come, no more of this!" He
has done it at last, and we are greatly mistaken here
if that " still, small voice" does not blow away the
nationality of this same Costa Rica, unless she comes
to terms and consents to behave herself forthwith l
It may be a verylow voice, oreven a small one, but
it has somehow proven to be a very powerful one for
Central America. It has literally spoken " peace, be
still," to the troubled waters of this distracted land,
and while Gen. Walker lives-we have not spoken in
any spirit of sacrilegious comparison-they will have
to be still, whether or not.

The man who could enter a city of six thousand in-
habitants, at the head sf sixty-two ragged and half-
starved men, storm its Plaza, sieze with a firm, strong
hand, the reins of government of an entire State, is not
likely to be much shaken though there were several
Costa Ricas combined against him, now that he is at
the head of one thousand two hundred splendidly
equipped and daring men, comprising the most effect-
ive soldiery in the world.

You may rest assured that Gen. Walker's position
is past shaking now. His seat in the saddle is too
firm, his hold of the reins too cool. tIe is a most re-
markable man, this chief of ours, and possesses pre-
cisely the requisites for governing such turbulent ele-
ments ashe has about him. The trait which seems
to best lit him, tfor the position of pacificator, as well as
conquerer of States, is this same imperturbable cool-
ness and calmness, of which, of course, you have
heard so much,and about which his men are so fond of
joking. Never rufflled, he loses no advantage, but re-
ceives every one and every thing with the same clear,
conciliatory, terse precision.

There are many cariouas aid alusing stories afloat
among the men here, about his promptness in dispos-
ing of subjects, which they had imagined to be very
complicated. It is the word and the blow with him,
and never any more umnecessary words than anneces- I
sary blows.

It is certainly a grand destiny to which he seemsto
have been called. The entire regenemtion and up-
building of one of the most interesting and beautiful
countries on earth. I have seen much of it, and it is
a wonderful land, indeed ! Why, thle plain of Leon
alone, is one of tile most extraordinary visions ever
opened to hunman eyes on this earth. The magnili-
cence of its capabilities, apart from its scenic tearty,
seems ahnost incredible. It would support a popula-
tion of millions, in bounteous abundance, and upon
the choicest of the luxuries of life.

The old city itself is a noble sight, wvith, the round-
capped turrets of its huge Cathedranl, looming up
from the green bosom of the mighty plain, with
strange mountin forms skirting it, on either hand of
the blue line of distance. The vast agricultural re-
sources of this plain, could scarce he realized from
description.

It has only a few wretched haciendas dotting it
here and there, at great distances. I could not help
thinking how a Louisiana planter would feel when,
standing on the top of the small mountain near the
city, he surveyed this illimitable waste of the finest
land the sun ever shone upon! It produces in the
most amazing luxuriance any or eveytthing that ever I
was grown in a tropical country.

Tobacco, superior to that of Cuba; indigo ; sugar,
I think richer than that of Louisiana; besides the
fact that the cane needs to be replanted only once in
twelve years, if properly cultivated. Coffee, rice,
cotton, growing wild and of very superior fibre--not
to speak of oranges, bananas, phlintains, etc., etc.,
etc.; and all this grown with so little trouble, that
three months labor in a year will produce all that a
man needs to get rich in a short time. Ansd yet with
all this prodigality of a bountiful earth, its miserable
and lazy native owners make no use of it, and it
might lie basking in the sunshine for all eternity for
them.

But it is well for the good of humanity that a strong
and energetic government now owns all this wealth,
which it is besides willing to give away to the indus-
trious emigrants of every country, 250 acres to every
able-bodied man, single, and 350 if he brings his wife.
Come along, ho! ye weary and heavy laden! Jew
and Gentile, come along ! Hiere is the land for you.

In my next I will write you more fully of this
interesting country. FrLIBUSTRO.

GRANADA, March 11, 1856,.
I open my letter to inform you of the events of one

day later, which clearly go to show that Gen. Walker
is in reality not joking about this Costa Rica declara-
tion of war. I but scarcely completed the first form
of my letter, when the town was suddenly startled by
the announcement that orders had been issued for tile
immediate embarkment of the First Battalion of the
Second Rifles, on board the steamer Virgin, which
had just arrived from Virgin Bay and which was un-
der orders to return immediately. Such a helter-
sk-elter and rejoicing turn-out as immediately occurred
in the garrison would have done the very heart of a
sincere well-wisher of "Manifest Destiny " good.
The marching order was, to be ready in one hour for
embarkation. IHitherand thither the rejoicing soldiery
hurried, all on the full run, some with knapsacks, some
with carpet bags and old trunks, hastily caught up,
and being transported to the trclcs which were to
take them to the steamer.
Then, in a little while, the scene changed. These

same hurrying men were filing past with the slow
and stately tramp of disciplined parade-company
after company,with theirscarlet pinions floating and
ribbons fluttering on the breeze, they marched around
the Plaza and-formted in front of the General's quar-
ters-a goodly array of strong and well-armed men,
three hundred in all told ! These, it mlst be remen-
bered, were only the men ordered for Virgin Bay--a
strong force still remained to protect us here in gar-
rison. Soon, this tine body, having been quickly sur-
veyed by their General, from hisaccustomed stand on
the balcony of his quarters, and reviewed by their
respective field olficers, began to file off toward the
steamer, while, to take their places for similar survey
and review, came charging upon the Plaza several
fine companies of the remaining garrison, commanded
by Col. Fry. Now came the time of hurry among the
mounted ofliceis, who were dashing to and fro, cross-
ing eacti other in all directions upon the Plaza. Some
were brought up their horses, all standing, from the
sudden grip of a powerful fellow from a squad of men,
eager for a last comtmioslriat luxury, or to ask some
short and hurried question, which could only be as
shortly answered.

We were especially pleased at the indomitable good
humor with which the beset Chief of the Commissa-
riat Department, Col. Fisher, endured the harassing
interruptions to which he was subjected in his pro-
greas across the confused scene. The aolonel, by the
way-utnderstand us, merely for the benelit of the
tair damirers of our republic of Nicaragua!-we
will remark, is one of the handsomest men we
have yet seen on hoiseback. Whether lie remains
iunmarried or how he wrill look in the parlor, we
would advise all such ladies to come and see for
ilhirsclvei. IW as-are theml that we are likely

Tihe embarkment was completed without farther
incident than the amusing one of a general alarm and
turn out of the garrison upon tile beating of tattoo
on board tile steamer which was supposed in town to
have left hours ago. This alihir kept things in an up-
roar for several hours, but all is quiet enough this
morning.

The inveterate Chimora party have managed to get
up some little trouble among our garrison troops,
making, it seems, an attempt at bribing two or three
of the men. Their scheme they hoped to carry out
during the confusion of the movements last night,
but it was discovered by the vigilance of the well-
known Capt. J. Egbert Farnum. This affair tended to
increase the confusion of the night. The troops must
have arrived at Virgin Bay several hours since. The
General went down in the steamer with them, but it
is uirderstood with no expectation of any immediate
collision with the forces of Costa Rica which, it is be-
lieved, have not yet progressed farther than the Rio
Flor, upon the North-east boundery of Costa Rica.
News of warm work may be expected, however, in
about three weeks, aud as your correspgndent expects
to be "there about that time," you may anticipate
being duly figured up. General Walker has now with
him 486 men, besides 100 volunteers at his command
to be stationed as he may decide for the defence of
Virgin Bay and Rivas. There are said to be in ad-
dition some 400 or 500 native soldiers awaiting his
commands, but as nobody cares much about them, it
it does not seem to matter much what their numbers
may be. 0FrIesTr•Rs.
