J.J. Hanna, Esq., of Terrebonne, then read an actt

of ricorporation, or chalrter, wtich had been drawn
up, with notarial aid, since the previous meeting.
The charter provides fora union of the sugar-planters
of the State, under tihetitle of the " Louisiana Sugar
Hart;" to be domiciltated in New Orleans ; its ob-
jeots, the lease or purohase of a lot of ground,
erection of sheds, warehouses, platforms, railways,
wharves, etc., for the proper receipt, storage and sale,
of sugar and molasses; its capital stock to be
$250,000, divided into 5,000 shares of $50 each ; to
be collected not more than towenty percenoot. at a time,
or more than once within any period of sixty days;

to go iot o.operatiOn so soon as 3,000 shares shall be
taken ; the whole to be managed by a Boaod'of six
Directors, who shall, on the third Motnday in January
of eaoh year, elect one of thes nusmber Prcesident,
etc., etc. '

The President (Judge 0oore) addressed the Con-.
vention at some length upon the evils of the present
sugar mart, and the necessity of an immetdiate or
'early change of some kind. He insisted that the
plantero should he permitted to establish a mart on
the othler side of the river, if they should deem it
expedient, without incurring the hostility of the city
merchants and brokers, some of wrhom had aid that
they would not cross the river to buy their sugar.
The suogar-brokers, he thought, were as respectable as
any other class of brokers, but not more so than cot-
ton or tobacco brokers, who visited the extreme limits
of the city, without complaint, to make tlheir por-
ichases. It was mere caprice in the sugar-brokers to
otalk so-nothing else. The Judge closed with some

animadversions upon the short-sighted policy of indi-
viduias and munioipal corporations, in times past and
present, in sacrifieing the general good of the futore

to individual and exclusive benefits for the presnt.
The Judge was heartily applauded on concluding.

Departure of the Nicarguan Emgrants.

The Julia street steamship wharf presented a spec-
tacle of unwonted activity and interest yesterday
morning. The cause of this was the embarkation of
a large crowd of men, on board the steanmship Charles

4Morgan, for the tropical El Dorado, Nicaragua. We

were there, and could not but admire what we saw-

men of that class who mould great changes in the

earth's surface, and sow the seeds of future greatness

wherever they go, preparing to depart for a region of

brilliant prospects-a land of promise more enticing
in the distance, more bountiful upon close inspection,
perhaps, thiah that which the dying patriarch, Moses,
beheld from Pisgah's summit. The flower of our

American youth-the bone and sinew of the land--
energy quivering in their stalwart frames and high
hope beaming in their faces-with their baggage, arms
and other articles of necessity clustered about them-
ohowing, by their looks and their talk, that they were
equally ready to fight, work, speculate, or do any-
thing that chance might order.in the mighty process
of converting a savage wilderness into a civilized na-
tion. They were altogether objects of deep and re-
opectful, not to say affectionate, contemplation.

The number of the emigrants we did not ascertain,
but it was large-the cabin of the steamer being full
and the steerage crowded. We saw many familiar
and manly faces in the crowd that we would have
been loth to bid good-bye to, but for the glorious
nature of their mission and an instinctive desire on
our part to accompany them. Great numbers of citi-
zens crowded the landing, for almost everybody had
some friend or other in the crowd of emigrants, and
as the steamer rounded oat into the river the waving
of hats and kerchiefs was vigorous and heartfelt in
the extreme. Among the familiar faces that the
iteamer carried off, was that of Charles Callahan,

Esq., the popular attache of the Picayune, who goes
out as correspondent, and from whose pen may be
expected truthful and brilliant narrations of forth-
coming events in Nicaragua, when they shall become
sufficiently important. God speed the steamer and
her noble freight, say we!

Woman In Sociology.

tMr. Hughes delivered a lecture last evening, in
Lyceum Hall, to a smaller audience than attended its
prececessor, and consisting mostly of young ladies
and gentlemen.

The lecturer stated that the legend of the Amazoni-
Ans has never been thoroughly understood. In its
practical shape it is impossible, and treats of a period
when it was better for a woman to be a murderess
than a mother. Then children were adopted, not
begotten, and it was needful there should be giants
and giantesses to support a giant kingdom. The true
understanding should be that the Amazons were
strong minded women, having a right to vote, and
tihe statementthatthere were no men,was added only
as a laniappe to the story.

The Amazons of the past were only precursors to
those of the present-strong-bodied women, typify-
ing strong-minded women. The time has arived
when, if women are ever to be anything, they must
be everything.

What should be the Amazonian movement of the
present? Nature has divided humanity into two
classes-male and female-men and women. Home
folk must stay at home, weather folk must wander
abroad. A baby is better befitting a woman than an
oration. She is intended for lhome-duties, labors and
responsibilities. IHer physical characteristics prove
this. Fat makes beauty and orders repose; women
are fatter than men, and their fat settles their status.
It is not natural for women to be politicians and
strong-minded; political women are social excrescen-
ces. Nature has settled woman's social status. They
have not physicial power to be anything other than
home folk.

In republican governments there is sub and super-
sovereignty : that which is quiescent and that which
is active. Woman's place is that of sub-sovereignty;
of inspiration and direction. She governs the gov-
ernors, and by that power rules society. Gentlemen
are those who respect women, not only those who
criticise operas. ltan is tuitive--women intutive and
nearer God, who knows by intuition. Woman is
more exalted than man-less exalted than God.
Woman-worship is, therefore, God-worship to man.
M3an is only woman's instrument in life and moves
according to her direction.

True progress is attained by man's aspirations
through woman's inspirations. By having and exer-
cising direct political power, women lose their true
place and position. Woman's Rights is an unnatural
condition of things ; making woman mortal instead
of divine, which God intended she should be. The
love of the beautifll is a divine aspiration; where-
fore, it is woman's duty to render herself attractive;
in doing which a Woman's Rights Convention is less
effective than a milliner's shop. The complexity of
female nature is what enuobles her. If women were
she-politicians, a nightingale should supplant the
eagle inll our national banner.

The above is but a skeleton of the remarks of the
speaker, who was frequently and warmly applauded.

Metalrle Course Races-lThlr Day.

The mercury ran lup the thermotmeter yesterday in a manner
that woul have been immoralisingto a gymnast. Slarting at
a respectable morning temperature, the globules sxpanded,
increased and developed themselves to such plethoric p5opor-
ions, that webon the time for startiug to attend the races arrived,
the disc of tle surface was visible in a line with 75 degrees
Fahrenheit.
