BnmTtoMBoes ENe.o•UTE FOR NiMCOGUA.- It
was stated in our New York letter yesterday that
Capt. C. Carroll Hicki, John Kingsley and J.C. Ham-
mick were the parties arrested in that city on the
charge of being about to sail in the steamer Orizaba
for Nicaragua to join Gen. Walker. The affldavits of
Jacob H. Jones and Frank H. Savage, on which the
arrests were made, chargedthe following persons as
having "set on foot a military expedition tar the pur-
pose of joining Gen. Walker's army. against Costa
Rica : nW.H.Jenkins, J. C.Hemmich, JohnKingsley,
C. C. Hicks, James Mullen, Jr., J. H. Wilson, W. A.
J enkins,Ferdinand Bates, Jacob Shortz." Only three
arrests,.however, were made. Capt. Hicks protested
earnestly against being taken into custody, and de-
clared'that he was not a citizen of the United States,
but an officer in the army of Gen. Walker, in the ser-
vice of an independent State that had never ac-
knowledged the authority of the federal government.
Several of the parties named are Baltimoreans, and
left this city last week, with the avowed intention of
embarking for Nicaragua. [Baltimore Sun, llth.

Pretty business for the United States authorities to
be engaged in. Why not establish the European pass-
port system at once, and be done with it! In de-
spotic pountries, men can travel where they please,
and when they please, if their passports are right,
without being molested or interrupted. Their doc-
uments insure them immunity and protection.-
Here, however, where the odious system is un-
known, and where we boast -unlimited freedom,
people are subject to be arrested and imprisoned, be-
cause they desire to leave the country in a direction
not agreeable to the government! Hurrah for liberty!
Let one universal "shriek for freedom" peal upon the
startled air ! We've got the name, at all events, if
we have'nt anything else.

AN AMERICAN's OPLION orF ENGLAND.-The foL
lowing home-thrust at John Bull is from Oliphant's
work on Minnesota. It was not long since copied
into the London Times without comment, but why, is
more than we can say :

Wal, you Britishers are cute; you go on the high
moral ticket. You call annexation robbery and terri-
torial aggression; but there ain't a power in creation
that's swallowved more of other people's country with-
out choking than you have, when nobody was looking
particular. And now you're ageing to fight for civil-
ization by protecting the most barbarous power in
Europe, and for liberty by allying yourself with a
French despot and a Mahammedan tyrant; but chew
me if liberty ain't a long sight better off in the hands
of that old possum Nicholas than such mealy-mouthed
hypocrites. You understand stabbing great princi-
ples in the dark, you do. Liberty is all bunkumwith
you. If it ain't, what do you go scraping and crying
to all the despots of Europe for, when you could raise
tihe hull continent in the cause of freedom if you had
a mind to? Why don't you choke off your privileged
classes, and set your oppressed white niggers free, and
give back to the black niggers in the Indiesthe coun-
try you've robbed them of, instead of screeching at
us, and coming over here with your long faces,
almighty jaw and unremitting lies about slavery and
Cuba? There's no sin in creation your no-ssled,
canting, bellows-winded Parliament won't commit, if
they can make a darned cent by it.

ENGoLAD AND AAesnr•C.-The London Spectator,
in the course of an article on Great Britain, and the
United States, says that the whole question of hostility
or no hostility, has been created on that side; and in
addition adds:

The bullying articles that we export are a justifca-
tion for bullying articles on that side, and for bullying
speeches in Congress; and our own statesmen desire
in turn a justification from the bullying they have
provoked. The sober men on the other side have
their coadjutors here, appearances notwithstanding;
but the dust that the noisy folks are suffered to raise
hides those two practical parties from each other's
sight. As to the ' questions" between thetwo coun-
tries, they are not in themselves difficult.- There are
difficulties to be overcome, but they may be over-
come.

Nothing
hinders that appeal but the bluster, and nothing, we
truly believe, permits the blustering to have been
called forth but the passive ignorance or indifference
of the English public.

SUICIDE.-The Newark (N. J.) Eagle says that a
young man named John Sheland, committed suicide
there, recently, under peculiarly determined circum-
stances,

Just after the Doctor had left him, his wife went
into the room with a basin of water for the purpose
of bathing his feet, and beheld him before the mirror
with a knife in his hand in the act of cutting his
throat. She screamed for assistance but in vain, for
heedless of her cries and apparently deaf to her re-
monstrances he struck the fatal blow and expired
shortly after. The disease, it is supposed, had reached
his brain, and the act was committed while in a state
of insanity.

DESERTION OF TISeTAN DoAcUHxA.-Annexation
Extra.-The ship Peruvian, which arrived here yester-
day, brought out the entire family of the late Mr. Glass,
cosmonly called Governor Glass, of the Island of Tris-
tao dAcunha. We do not know theexact number of
those who arrived, but it looked pretty large, as
they landed at the wharf, and we should think there
must have been upwards of twenty in the whole, con-
sisting of women and children, and, if we mistake
not, embracing the entire population of the late Gov-
ernor's colony, though we cannot be quite certain as
to that. We believe the Glasses have concluded to
abandon the Island altogether, and take up their per-
mnaneut residence in the United States-probably hi
this State. Tristan d'Aeunha may, therefore, be
considered as annexed to Connecticut, which is we
believe, the first instance of a single State having
quietly brought about an annexation of a sovereign
State, withlout. so much as saying " byy'r leave" to
UncleSam..: [New London Courier.

TrE RIO DE JANeEmO AFFAm.-The Washington
Organ has a letter received from an officer on board
the United States ship Savannah, which gives some
additional intelligence relating to the difficulty that
occurred on the 11th February last, atRio de Janeiro
between the American Commodore and the British
Admiral. Admiral Johnson, it seems, alleging that
he had reason to believe that the steamer America be-
longing to the United States, then lying in the harbor
at Rio, was a Russian privateer, sent word to Commo-
dore Salter that be felt it his duty to search her. To
this message Commodore Salter returned answer that
under no condition should he allow an English officer
to search a vessel bearing an American flag.

Capt. Hudson, of the America, came on board the
Savannah and denied the charge. He was perfectly
willing to be searched by the officers of the Savannah,
or the custom-house officers of Rio; buthe would not
submit to anything of the kind from the English or
French, and threatened, if they sent a searching
party on board, to throw them overboard.

On the morning of the 12th, another message was
received from Admiral Johnson, who was not atisfied
with Captain Hudson's denial of the charge, but still
insisted on the rightto search the America. Commo-
dore Salter sent back a warm answer, which was met
by a threat on the part of the Admiral to follow, over-
haul and search the America at sea. This caused the
Commodore to cease all communication with theEng-
lish, and bend all his energies to preparing his ship
for sea and for action. A letter -asesathimfromthe
Admiral by a British lieutenant, but the letterwas
returned unopened. At the time of writing the ship
was ready for sea, the boats being all hoisted in, and
the ship unmoored, riding at single anchor.

The America was to sail the next morning; andtow
the Savannah to sea with her, the Commodore de-
claring that though the English force was treble his
own, that he would ire upon them atthe esit attempt
to make a forcible search. The officers and crew of
the Savannah were excited by the prospect of uan en-
gagement with such odds, hut hopeful of victory.'

Such was the certainty of an engagement that a.
number of the foreign residents at Rio hud chartered
a steamboat to accompany the two squadrons to sea,
in order that they might witness the engagement..
It is proper to add that Lieut. Le Roy pand Boast-

swain Whitaker, wlio examined the America under the
orders of Commodore Salter, reported in writing that
they had examined every part of the vessel, and that
no vestige of the alleged ammunition or guns were
found.

HORRIBLE TRAGEDY.-A Father Murdered by his
Son.-From the Eastern (Paulding, Miss.,) Clarion
we learn that ThosR. . Borden, Esq.,;onae of heamost
respectable citizens in Greene county, Ala., was shot
by his own son while lying in his bed, on the •morn-
iag of the 2Sth ulnit. Mr. Borden was shot atsight in
his bed, and before Mrs. B. had retired. She wasin
another part of the house, and hearing 'the report of
the gun, went to her husband to wake him that-he
might get upto see about it. Upon speaking to him
and shaking him he did not reply, whea:5 light was
procured nod the unfortunate man found/tohnave had
his head literally blown to pieces. Hisnson was
ecarcelynsospected of the crime until the day of his
father's fuherol, when he took his father's saddle
horse, and four thousand dollars, Whi4he paretbnosly
knew was inrthe house, and fled. 'Th neigh•ors im-
mediately pursued him, and arrested him at Lauder-
dale Springs, Miss., and carried him back to the scene
of his inhuman crime.
