Thlarty-FForth Congress-First Session.

WAS NGaTow, April 11-Both bianches of Con-
gress were occupied today in the consideration of
private bills.

Senate.-The Senate passed fortyseightprivate bills,
including one for the relief of officets and sobldiers of-
the army who sustained losses by diasters to the
steamers Winfield Scott and San Francisco. The Sen-
ate adjourned to Monday. -

Hoawse.-The House discussed and passed the bill
for the relief of ex-Minister John S. Pendleton,allow-
ing pay for extra diplomatic services. The House
adjourned to Monday.

LIBERIA.-The American Geographical Society in-
tend to have the region of country lying back of
Liberia thoroughly explored, and are about raising the
sum of $8,000 to effect this purpose. The present
commerce of Liberia is estimated at from $1,200,000
to $1,500,000. This will soon be increased by the
establishment of regular lines of packets andspossibly
by mail steamers from this country. The opening of
an extensive back country to Liberia, with good roads
and secured trading posts, would immeasurably en-
hance the prosperity of that republic, and would pro-
portionably increase its commerce with the United
States.

A PnacTICAL TnTrn.-ihe following paragraph,
which is going the' rounds of the American press,
tells a practical truth which should be written in let-
ters of gold. It speaks volumes, and should be en-
graven on every American heart:

Bear in AMind.-While Millard Fillmore occupied
the Presidential Chair, not a disunionist, North or
South, received an appointment to asost of honor or
profit.

A Noble Letter.

The following letter from Col. Preston Pond, P -J.,
to a number of the citizens of IMadison Pa i, lii, -
spouse to an invitation to address them at the Amieir-
ican Ratification Meeting to be held in Richmond onthe
21st inst., breathes such an excellent spirit that we
transfer it to our columns with much pleasure:

CLiaOnTO, La., March 22,1856.
Dear Sir: Your kind favor of the 8th ult. has

just come to hand, and-I hasten to reply. Tho cause
in which we are mutually embarked is one of themost noble and glorious which'can engage the ener-gies of the American mind, or arole the emotions of
the patriot heart; and it would be a source of the
purest pleasure if I could feel myself entitled to the
very high and distinguished complilennt which you
have so kindly conveyed to me in your letter. If a
deep and earnest devotion to the principles of theAmerican party-if a sincere and strenuous effort to
vindicate their trust and to render them the triumph-
ant and ascendant principles of the: American Gov-ernment entitle an individual to the esteem and con-
fidence of his fellow citizens, I cannotpermit the gal-lant Americans of Madison to confer upon me an
honor, the distinction of which has been so nobly won
by themselves.
I am aware that our defeat in the late contest was

chiefly owing to foreigners and to foreign influence,
and that, as a consequence, I was prevented from
occupying the position to which you allude. My
defeat was a matter of minorimportance to the great
and ireparable wrong inflicted upon the great (and
God grant it may be triumphant) geniusan of Ameri-
can character and American nationality. In such

assigned to me, and am ever ready to do battle or
make any sacrifce.of personal aspiration, to redeem
my native land from that infusion of foreign power
and influence which must prove fatal to oar national
existence, unless speedily and effectually checked. I
am glad to see thas Madison is putting on her armor
for the coming contest, and am assured that she.will
do her duty well and faithfully.

It is source of regret to me that- It cannot posi-
tively accept your invitation to be present at yaur ra-
tification meeting on the l21st of April. Our court
meets on the first Monday of next month, and will
be in session on that day.
