Seof coos we'cannot talk learnedly about tle origin
orcause of disease. But one thing is very certain-
is demonstrated by experience-o-leanliness will not
prevent the spread of yellow fever--neither wrill the
profuse employment of disinfecting agents. For in-
stance, the city of Natchez affords an example quite
to the point. As all keiow, that city is situated in
a high and healthy lodality--that it is thtorotugly
droined-and that no preldiposing causes for diseatse
exist. Add to this the most cautious and thorouigh
cleansing, a continual use of lime and other disinfect-
ants in large quantities, and the most rigid quarantine
ever enforced.in the United Statein. What was the re-
sult? All these precauttions failed to exclude yellow
fever, as the mouarnful histotry of last seaeson too sadly
demonstrates. In proportion to poplulation, the fever
was moro fatal in Natcherz than it was in New
Orleans, while HNatchez was as cleanly as it was pos-
sible for a town to be, and New Orlcauns about as
filthy as a city could be.

These are remarkable facts. In some respects they
are inexplicable. They coittitute a plroblem wtnieh

I never yet has been solved. And the only reasonable

Ssolution unprofessional nminds can arrive at is, that
Yellow Fever is' oat governed by those influencee
which control other diseases. This isall that is really
known, and it is exceedingly meagre and un•satisfe.
ory.
