We publish in atither part of to-day's paper, the
eorrespadepee between the committee appointed by

e•:i drlcn National' Convention to communicate,
y, to Major Donelson the fact of his having

betShominated as a candidate for the Vice Presi-
deney,andhis reply thereto, accepting the nomination.
The correspondence is interesting, and will command
very general public attention.

Major Donelsou's letter is eodestly worded, while
at the same time it is explicit and satisfactory. Hav-
ing been taught by the erstwhile Gamaliel of the
Democratic party-ANensw JACKSON--that exalted
political station should be neither sought nor declined
by the citizen, and not having striveinin any way,
either directly or indirectly, to obtain the honor
whichhas been shanimously conferred upon him, he
has not felt at liberty to decline the nomination, al-
though itis quite evident, from the wording of the
letter, he would have preferred that some other dis-
tinguished-American should have been the choice
of the nominating Convention.

For our part, we are glad the Convention made such
a wise andpopular choice. A 'better selection could
not have been hit upon had the Convention remained
in session a month. Major Donelson possesses the
elements of strength before the people in a remarka-
ble degree. Especially is this the case in the South.
His early associations, his connection with the great
old warrior-sage of the Hermitage, his distinguished
services in bringing about the annexation of Texas,
his life-long and large interests in the South, and the
noble frankness of his character, as well as his unsul-
lied reputation, are all calculated to endear him totlie
great.mass of Southern voters.

It has been evident for years, as Major Donelson
well observes, that the two old parties had ceased to
exert a healthful influence upon the political destinies
of the country. With the death of the grand old
chieftains of the respective organizations, principle
had; in a great measure, been lost sight of, and paltry
squabbles for power and emolument took the place of
the imposing struggles which had before ennobled
our political campaigns. Little or nothing but the
name was left to either party, when the American
Order sprang into existence with the avowed purpose
of reforming old abuses, and inaugurating a new
era in our political history. How far the endeavor
has been crowned with success our readers are
aware. Much good has been accomplished already ;
a healthier tone of public sentiment prevails;
and if we triumph in the great battle of Novem-
her next, of which we have little doubt, a great
number of reforms necessary to the integrity and per:
petaity of ourfree institutions willbe secured--among
which the purity of the elective franchise ranks fore-
most. If we are defeated, our elections will become,
more than ever, saturnalias of fraud, corruption and
perjury, which will continue to grow and fester upon
the body politic, until, acting under the laws which
authorize any measures necessary to self-prreservation,
all good and honest men will be constrained to band
themselves together and originate and enforce a new
order of things.

The reference to Gen. Jackson's policy contained
in the letter of Major D.,we specially commend to all
old line.Jackson Democrats. Gen. Jackson declared
that the patronage of the Federal Government
"should not be brought into conflict with the freedom
of elections." Howis it now ? The contrast is really
astounding. All over the Union, particularly in tihe
large cities, federal office-holders are the leaders and
wire-workers in political movements I They leave no
stone unturned by which they can infuence elections,
through the means afforded by their official position !
Jacksonian Democracy, and the Democracy of the
present day, have as little in common as fire and ice.
Tbd one represented principle and patriotism; the
hther represents place aid the "spoils."
There are miny other points in the letter to which

we woald like to advert, were space and time at our
command, but 'as the document will be universally
perused, there is no urgent necessity for it. There-
fore, we will clip the thread of dur remarks for the
jpresent.

Jackson Raflroad.

The great event of the season-one which has con-
sumed considerable ink and many quires of paper-
one that has drawn largely on the public for some
weeks past-came off yesterday. From the great
experience, sagacity and keenness of the opposing
parties, we conlidently relied on something approach-
ing a contest worthy the plains of Chalmette or
the field of Waterloo. We are grieved to be com-
pelled to admit a great disappointment. We are
at a loss to reconcile the boldness and fierceness of
the besieged, with the very weak defense they made
against the assaults of the besiegers. In fine, it was
nobattle at all. We were congratulating oursooelves
at an early hour yesterday on the great and masterly
achievement we would have to chronicle this morn-
ing, whether by the outs or the ins it was a matter
of only momentary consideration, so long as the great
object at stake should be carried out and completed.
We cared but little which of the rival parties should
have the honor of completing the Herculean task of
opening the road to Jackson, Mississippi. We really
and conscientiously believe that both parties have the
general welfare and prosperity of the city at heart;
and have, with much grief and sorrow, witnessed the
acrimony and ill-feeling which have arisen within
the last two years, relative to this great under-
taking. We trust now all asperities will cease, and
that every one who takes an interest in the prosperity
of New Orleans will lend a helping band towards
the desired object. We consider the Board of Direct-
ors of the New Orleans, Jackson and Great Northern
IRailroad, which was elected yesterday, as under an
implied obligation to have the road completed to
Jackson by the first of July, 1857 ; and, considering
them as almost personally responsible, we give the
resiult of the election as held yesterday. It will be
seen they are all good and true men-all old and val-
ued residents; and we trust they enter on their du-
ties with fall knowledge of the responsibilities they
assume, and with a full determination to carry out
the mandates of the stockholders, the desires and
wishes of the community.

Enbnlmlinlg.

The habit, custom, or art of embalming the bodies
of the dead, was one of the first and most notable of
all the old Egyptian practices. References in the
Scriptures induce, if they do not fully authorize the
belief, that even then the remains of friends were so
preserved. Pettigrew who, in 1834, published at
London a long account of Egyptian mummies, thas
endeavored to give some account of tile -method by
which it was accomplished, so that those who saw
the sun when Thebes wvs as great and as gay a capi-
tal as Paris now is, have all their features preserved ;
and, when unwound from the cerements that wrap
them, have a look of torpid humanity. Not long ago
one of these altedeluvian mementos was carried
through our country as a show.

The old secret for wrestling with decay and kene-
ing the particles of our earth-shell together, has died
out, but in our ownl city a new inventor has sprong
up--Mlr. Casanave-who claims to have discovered a
means by which decay can be prevented. The method
is by injecting the veins and arteries with some pecu-
liar preparation that lhe has found out. We saw yes-
terday at his establishment, No. 37 Marais street, tihe
body of a gentleman who died on the gth of April,
as shown by a certificate of Dr. Cenas, and it was as
firesh and clean as though but a day old. Tihe method
of lMr. Casnave is the same as that of Dr. IIolmces.
of New York city, and has been highly commended
there. We have before us a small pamphlet, contain-
ing the certificates and recommendations of Iphysi-
cians and undertakers, and stating that bodies thus
embalmed will keep free from decomposition in any
place or climate. Those whose friends or relatives
have died here, and who wish to transport their
bbdihs for burial elsewhere, can do so with ease by
the instrumentality of this process; and those bodies
which, having been embalmed in this manner, are
deposited in the .vaults of our city cemeteries, will
almost outlast their tombl. No living creature can
prey upon them-' ot a fly, without paying the penal-
ty of death for disregarding its awful sacredness.

tMiEiutMA.-The war steamer MIerrimac, on her
late trial trip from Boston to Norfolk, exercised her
shell gase, (290 peundera) of which she carries
forty. Shells *re fired at two miles range, and
nearly all exploded about two feet under water, pro-
duoing terrible commotion. Three shots out of fiur,
it is estimated by the ordnance officers, w;ould sink
any ship at that distance. In order to obviate the
local attraction of the iron guns, the compasses of
the Merrimac are fitted with the "imlprovement" of
Capt. Morris.

Lycemn Lectures.

Dr. Baird delivered another of his instructive and
highly interesting lectures, at the Lyceum Hall, last
evening. The attendance-not what it should have
been-was, nevertheless, very good, and the atten-
tion paid to what was said shew the regard that was
entertained for the opinions of the lecturer.

The lecture was prefaced by some additional re-
marks concerning the Russian Empire--itspopulation
under Peter the Great being only 11,000,000. Its
increase has principally been by conquest-although
by the conqnests of Peter and his successors, up to
the time of the Empress Annie, very little was added
in this way. In the reign of Catharine the Great,
Russia obtained a portion of Poland, but not enough
to make up what Poland had formerly wrested from
Russia. In the three partitions, Russia only got
back what had formerly been wrested from her.-
Catharine seized the Crimea, and in 1783, the year
of our Roevolution, the reign of the Krim Tartars
ended. A descendant of Ghengis Khan is now liv-
ing in the Crimea. The Bonaparte influences, sub-
sequent to Austerlitz and Jena, were recounted with
their political results, and the great movements
towards Moscow, which, not being properly con-
ducted, were unsuccessful.

Mr. Douglas, the Little Giant, was the victim of a
great Roorback, when he was informed that Moscow
was neverburned. The city was two-thirds destroyed,
although it is now re-built, so that no traces of the
old conflagration can be discerned. The retreat of
the French from Moscow was then described, and the
severities that attended it properly:depicted. Russia's
reward for her valor was Poland, and shortly afte:,
Finland. Nicholas added little to the territory of his
country, buthis predecessors very much. Alexander
was'a noble man, and desired at one time to give
Poland a constitutional government. He did much,
but not so much as Nicholas ; as, in his turn, the son
of Nicholas will do more than he did.

There are sevemrl railroads in progress now in
Russia, and, so soon as the present Emperor has an
opportunity to turn his attention to such things, he
will carry out those schemes which he initiated through
the means of American engineers. Very few of the
serfs, of whom there are 20,000,000, can read ; but
every thing that can be, is being done for the educa-
tion of the masses.

The various universities were said to be numerous
and thorough, and exceedingly well attended. The
religion of the country is Greek, a kind of mild
Catholicity, although they have no regard for the
Catholics. There are many Jews in Rlussia. One
venerable old fellow who was called flther Abraham,
thought the world was a square and asked the lecturer,
when he met him, how he climbed over the edges !
The Turkish empire has about 750,000 square miles,
or, about one tenth that of Russia.

In reply to a question, the lecturer stated that there
never had been any religions persecutions whatever,
to his knowledge. Like other governments, they
wish no religious excitement but to have things in
statu que.

Leaving Russia, the lecturer changed to Turkey,
in Europe, a country not quite so large as France,
and populated by 15,000,000 people, where there
might as well be 30,000,000 supported. Greece,
which adjoins Turkey, is worthy of the high classic
glory it enjoys. All the high civilization that Europe
enjoys is of Grecian origin. Of three of the six fine
arts-architecture, sculpture and poetry-Greece has
never had any equal. The other two-painting and
music-we have no knowledge of. Cicero went to
Greece for his education, and has recorded his opinion
of it in his Oration Pro Archias. The city of Athens
is magnificent even in its ruins, and brings back to
the minds of men the history of the great deeds per-
formed when it was a capitol and world's emporium.
Tihe old Platonic, Socratic and other schools of
Athens, were alluded to and briefly but clearly
described.

Athens went down, however, and Byzantium arose
as the chief of the Old World's capitals-Constanti-
nople containing in its three great departments about
1,000,030 inlmbitants. The city is chiefly built of
wood, and burns down every year or two. It is not
what it used to be, but is yet glorious. The history of
the country from the 11th century was succinctly
reviewed; the history of the crusaders and the differ-
ent entanglements connected therewith, seriously
affected Greece. Soon after Greece was conquered,
Turkey began to fall apart; and when Don John
defeated them on the sea-subsequently defeated at
Navarino-the nation began to fall apart. In 1410
they marched an army to Vienna, and were defeated
by John Sobieski. There are no stages, no tele-
graphs there now, and it takes about forty days to
travel over the whole country. Like the Hibernian
who said he was an Irishman, but bad the misfortone
to be born out of his native land, every one speaking
that language is proud of his nativity. Some general
remarks closed the lecture, which, though long, was
exceedingly interesting.
