Under the charter of h o, tohe electiont of tie exeeu-
Tire rouers atn oldit t members otehte Common Coul-i
cil was eld on tle 4th eotlday of March, oand their
term of office commenced on the 2d day of April ritl-
lowing. All officer, whose election was no ot oter-
wise provided for, were uually elected by the Co oten
Coutcil during the month B of April and Ity, aind their
term of office dated from tIe day of their eleetioe.

There Is to eliue in tie ne of charter which con-
tinues thesre officers ill otllee beyond the term for wtieh

they were elected, except those officers enumerated it
the rlth section.

It may be urged that because this section oontlllles
a certaiin class of ofiicers in office until the first Mon-
day of August, the termt of ail others expires at the
titme fixed by theAct of 1t52. I do iot eotnsider that
this sectioll containsu an affirmative pregnant ttith a
negative. though I amn aware it is a good rule to con-
strue most strictly, all statutes graeting power. But

I do ntot consider that tihe prolongation of the term of
at office is the grant of a new power.

If however it should be urged that the present Cotn-
cil shouldt elect all offiers, oters thain those einumer-
atd rin the 24th sectiol I would thet ask under whiat

ection of the new charter tie exercise of such a right
cuan be claimed.

There is no seetion or clause ill the act of 100,
which continues in ofitee, the Mayor, the Recorders,or
the Common Couneil, beyond the 2d .Monday of April.
Upon what principle of law or ruleo of eoaslruetiot

tre they euitinted It office Unider the broad principle
that alt public officers held until their successors are

elected alid quaefied. I khow of no other rule of eon-
strucetion which call keep alive the preroelt municipal
governmenott. The same tule will keep ii office all
'hobe Ilot enum-rated in the 24th section.

Itf the term of these officers has expyled, so hae the
tere of the Msayor, and of tile Aldernten, and it would
he it uturp:tiolt of a power on the part of the Couttelt
to elect at thin period, aly officer.

Should the prersent Couoeli claim the right to elect.
it is by no mean, certain thiat tie new Council would
no t clam the same right. Tte corporation then would
hawve two sets of officers ad the conuequent litigation
could tot but be detrirmental to the best interests of the
cit.

tt woftd also seem proper that the new Council
should have the right of selecting all its officers. Full
yower sehould ie glven themt to put into motion the
naehinery of the new inullicipal government. If it
doet tiot work well.t they mout bear ail the responsi-
bility.
