N•either-the occasion, nor the circumstances which
supround' it, admit of dilly-dallying or colmpromise,
eiept-at thi sacrifice of national honor. Half-way
myore.q will not ahower now, unless the President of
the United States is prepared to subject us to the
sneers of thecivilized world-unless Congress is des-
titute of evey feeling of patriotism and all sense of
national dignity.

A repeal of 'the neutrtlity laws would not lead
to war, without, indeed, England has made up her
mind .td have a bresh with us, nolens volens. Con-
gressenjon i joteict right to repe any end all law
enacted by previous Congresses, and no man or nation
can complain without impudence, which ought to be
severely `rebuked.

The' effect of a repeal of these inlaws would be
instantly felt throughout CCial America. Our coun-
trymenwould go there, anywhere and everywhere, in'
the prosecution of theirelawful business, for purposes
of einigration, settlemett or traffic, with the protie-

,tion the American flag affords extended over their
heands all the timne, insteand ofjoining, as they now too
often do, under a perverted reading of the law by
Government officials, at the peril of prosecution at
home and a withdrawal of protection abroad.

This would be one of the effects of the success of
Gen. Quitman's movement. We hope it'will succeed;
and'earnestly urge upon.the press of the Union the'
necessity oetaking up. the question in downright
earnest, in order that such a pressure may be.brought
to bear on Congress as will induce early action.

The Gordian knot must he severed sooner or later.
There is no avoiding the issue. It must come, and
the quicker it comes the better.

The Time hos Arrived.

The time for action, on the part of the United
States Government, in reference to the Central
American difficulties has arrived, and if President
Pierce and his administration are not prepared to
perform the role of cravens and imbeciles, besides
subjecting their countrymen to the jeers and scofts of
every brave. nation upon the surface of the globe,
prompt and decisive action will be taken. It maybe
necessary to appeal to the Godof. Battles. It may
be necessary to cover iean aid land with the engines
of destruction. It miy.be necessory thata struggle
shall be entered upon such as the earth has never
witnessed-for a warmow between the United States
and England would amount to that-but what of it?
No price is too high to pay for the preservation of
national honor-no sacrifice too great for the protec-
tion of American citizens. The honor of the one and
the life of the other are now imperiled.

How?lit may be asked. Why, a neutral port-
San Juan-is now blockaded by a British squadron.
American ships, bearing the flag of their country,
have been all but searched. Passengers have been
impeded in their peaceful transit from place to
place ; and the statement has been openly made
that the passengers by American steamers would
not he permitted, hereafter, to pass up the rive!
The interference of British officers at San Juan
has been as open as it has been intolerable, and
it has been backed by a large naval force. This, of
itself, shows the disposition of the English Govern-
mqnt, and affords clear evidence that the Admiral on
the station is acting under instructions. What those
instructions are is very apparent from the intercepted
'dispatches" of Lord Clarendon, wherin offers are
made to supply the Costa Ricans with arms and im-
plements of war on their own terms !

As we have often remarked,we have never doubted
that British gold, British arms, and British intrigues,
were the cause of the war of Costa Rica upon Nica-
ragua. Costa Rica had no reason to go to war against
Nicaragua. On the contrary, all the inducements
tended towards friendship and peace. And peace
would have continued to bless that section of the con-
tinent, but for the jealousy of England, excited on
account of her fear that the success of the Walker
movement would throw the whole of Central Amer-
ica under American influences and deprive her, to
some extent, of the facilities she now enjoys in cross-
ingnover to the Pacifle ocean. Hence, she has fo-
mented disturbances and stimulated war; and now,
her armed vessels are openly interfering with the
domestic matters of this continent, while her IMinister
for Foreign Affairs is secretly proffering aid to one of
the belligerent parties !

Here is a list of grievances, which, although imper-
fect, is sufficient to justify our Government in de-
manding instant explanation and redress. If the
Mtomve doctrine is not a miserable nonentity; if our
boasted nice sense of honor is not a wretched sham, a
deceit, a delusion and a lie; it we are not cowards,
instead of being the brave men we claim to be; if our
National Administration has not lost all sense of de-
cency, and all conception of national chivalry ; and if
we have not wonhlly degenerated mentally and phys-
ically, these outrageous interferences and insults by
implication, will not be passed' by a moment longer
than is neceasary, unexplained and unredressed.

We are advocates of peace and opposed to war.
But, if p, icable relations cannot be mahitained with
old mother England, except at the sacrifice of the
national character, let us go to work and thrash her
for the third time. And, while our hands are in, let
us do the job so effectually that she will not forget the
lesson in half a century. She wants it and needs it,
and what instrument so appropriate as her relation-
