have no sympathy with the notion that the poor man
should hitch himself to a post aind stand still while
the iest odf the world moves forward. It is no man's
dutyto deny himself of every amusement, every lux-
ury, every recreation, every eomlfort-that he may get
rich.' It as no man's duty to make an iceberg of hinm-
self-to shut his eyes and ears to the sutferings of his

But there is yet•.a economy.whlibh is every man's
duty,oand whish' is estocially commendable in the

Itis everyomauos privilege, and it becomes his
duty to live within hismeans ; not up'to, but within
them. Wealtht does not make the man, we. admit,
and should never be taken into the account in our
judgment f men,. But competene should be seo
cured wheniI cas be; asd.rit almost always can be
sy the practice of economy and self-denial to only a
tolernble extent, It should be secured, not so much
for othfirs to look hpoh or to raise us in the estsma.
tion of others, as to secure.the consciousness of inde-
pendence, apd the constant satisfaction that is de-
rived froni its acquirement and possession.

We would like to impress thli single fact upon the
mind of evey laboering man who may peruse this
short artimletthat it is possilie for him to riseabove
poverty, and that the path to independence, though
beset with toils and bielfsacrifice, is much pleasanter
to the traveler than any i'o lie can enter upon.

The mann who feels that he is earning something
more than he is spending, will walk the streets with
a much lighter hiesrt nid enter his home with a imuch
more cheerful countenance than he who spends as he
goes or falls graduhly behind his necessities in ac-
quiring the means of meeting then.

Next to the slavery of intemperance there is ino
slavery on earth more galling than that of Ipovertand indebtedness. The man who is. eveybodys
sebtor is everybody's slave,and in a much wol e oton
dition than he'who serves a single master.

SFor the sake of the ,Iresent, then,as well as for the
sake of the future, we would most earnestly urge
upon every nworkingman to live within his means.Lethim lay by something every day-if but a psenny,be it a ipenmy-it is better than nothing ; ininitely
bettcie than running in debt, a penny a day or a pen-
ny a week. If he can earn a dollar let hhn try fatoly
and' faithfully, the experi•ent of living on ninety
cents. He till like it.

IanterviewtwwlUIlWasNhngton and Ida Family.

The following account, from a recent publication,
of an interview with General Washington, we are
sure will be read with interest :

I had feasted my imagination, for several days in
the nearprospect of a visit to Mount Vernon, theseat of Washington. No pilgrim ever approached
Mecca nith deepeorenthsidsm. I arrived there in thei
afternoon of the 23d of January, 1785. I was the
bearer of a letter from General Green, with anottdr
fionm Colonel Fitzgerald, one of the former Aides ofGeneral Washington; andd aho the books from Gran-
ville Sharp. Although assured that these credentials
would secure me urespectable reception, I felt an un-accountable diffidence as I came into the presence of
this great man. I found him at table with lIre.

ivishington and his private family, and was received
with the native dignity, writh that urbanity so pecu-
liarly eombhned in the character of a soldier and
eminent private gentleman.

He soon put me at ease, by mubending, in a freeand affable conversation. The cautious reserve, which
wisdom and policy dictated, whilst engaged in rearing
the glorious fabric of oure independence, was evel
dently the resnlt of consummate prudence, and notcharacteristic of his nditure. Althiough I had fee-
quently seen him in the progress of the Revolution,
and had corresponded with him from France, in '81
and 'r2, this was the first time 1 had contemplated
him in private relations. I observed a peculiaritey in
his smile, rwhich seehned to illahninale lia eye it aiwhole countenance beamed with intelligence, whilst
it comlbinied confidence and respect.

The gentleman whb had accomlpanied me from
Alexandria, left in the evening, and I iemained alonein the enjoyment of the edciety of Wasldngton, fortwo of the richest days of my life. I saw him reals.
ing the reward of his illusitrious deeds, i the .quiet
shade of his beloved reth iement. He wase at the maIhtured age of fifty-three. Alexander and Cmsnr both
died before they reached that period of life, and bothhad iuntortalizsd their naoes. How Iuich stromger
nad nobler tho'ulaimts of Washington to immortaletv.
In the impulses of mad and seliish abithion, thee
acsoired fthe by wading to the conqlst of the worldlthrough seas of-bliood.

Washington, on the contrary, was parsimonioss of
the blood of his countrymen, and stood forthl the
lure and virtuous champion of their righlts and
ormed for them (not for himself) a mnigsht reapublic.
To have coimmuned witll such a rnan in tlle baosom of
lis fanoily, I shall aslays regard isone of the hi ghest
privileges, ani tlost cherished incidentsi of imy till.
I found him kind and beinignant in the domestic cir.
cle, severed and beloved by all around him ; aigreracnly
social, witout ostentation ; delightin in anecdote
and adventures, without Sasslupioin ;lhis domestic
arrangements larnlsniouis and svsteclnslati.

His servants seemed to watcli his eye, and to anti-
cipate his every wish ; hence a look was equivalent to
a commandi. titsservantBiilly tile Olinhful compansn.
ion of his military career, was always at his side.
Smiling content animated and beamed on every
counteuance in his presence. The first eveiing i1
tspelnt uiderlthe wing of his hospihitylity. we sat a t'ullShour at table by ourselves, witlhout the least interreop-

tion, after the fanmily'had retired. I inas exsremly
oppressed by a oev•re cold and excessive coughing,
contracted by the exposure of a haish winter Journey.

As usual, after retirhlg, my cough in- I
creased. When Some time had elapsed, the door of
nmy room was gently opened, and on drawingr my bed
curtais, to my utter astonis•ment, I beheld Wash..

This little incident, occurring ii
common life; with'an ordinary man, would not have
been noticed ; but as a trait of tile bIenevolence and
private virtue of Washington, desaerves to be re
corded.
