In the Htouse of Lords, the Earl of Elgin would pot

a question to the Government. A report was cur-
rent to the effect that large bodies of troops and
great quantities of ammunition were about to be dis-
patched to Canada. The report had caused a great
deal of anxiety to the pullic mind; and he desired
to know whether there were any foudations for the
report.

Lord Panmure replied-There is a general impres-
sion, out of doors, that a very large force is about to
embark for British North America. It is quite tlre
that it is our intention to send back to North Ameri-
ca a certain number of regiments which were taken
fromthat part of the Qlleen's dominious for the par-
pose of carrying on the war, and it is not improbable

I that in the new organization of the armiy, by division
and brigades, which is contemplated, there will, over
all the North American provinces, be a small addi-
tion to the British army; but an impresiion that we
are about to send thither a large force, for the por-
pose of aggression, is entieelywithoutfoundation. It
is also statedl--and I am glad to have the opportuni-
ty of explaining that too--that large qnantities of
munitions of war are being sent to British North
America. The fact is, that during the war we drew
from the British North American stores almost all
the mnitions of war, in the shape of gunpowder and
other materials, whics they coutained. All that is
now being done is to replace the stores that were
drawn thence.

The American Papers.
In the House of Commons, on Monday, Mr. Henry

Baillie a;ked Lord Palmerston if he could give an as-
surance that the American paeinl would be forthcom-Sing within a reasonable defined period. Lord Palmer-

stol said he had only just received the groundwork
of the reply to the last coammunication from the Uni-
ted States. It required to be carefully considered, so
that its temus should neither envenom the discussion,
nor omit anything essential to the case of tier Majes-
ty's Government.

THE ISSoRnECTIOix AT VALtecIA.--The Madrid

journals of the lth and 10th of April contain details
of the insurorection at Valencia.

On the morning of the cth, whilst the municipality
was proceeding to draw for the conscription, a numer-
ous body of insurgents rushed in,- crying: "Down
with the authorities! No conscription !" and amidst
threats of death to the members of the municipality-,
proceeded to break the urns. The alcalde, 3I. Escrib-he,
who attempted to restore order, was fired at several
times, and was miraculously preserved by a sergeant
of the civil guard. The insurgents were headed by
firemen and national guhrds, but were for the most
part Iaboreri from the railway. After expelling the
mayor and his coleagues from the building, the insur-
gents proceeded to the Plaza San Francisco.

The captain-general, hearing of what had taken
place, published a haudo, but as it producedno effect,
he marched against the insurgents at the head of a
column of 200 infantry, 50 cavalry and 4 pieces of
artillery. The insurgents, who were in the balconies
and the wvindows, received him with a sharp fire,
which caused him some lose, and he fired his c•nnot
Sagainst them ; but thle insurgents resisted desperately,
and bands of them spread over the city and attached
several guard husses. After three hours combat, in
which the cavalry toobk part, the insurgents were di-
lodged from the houses, and were compelled to retreat.
The number of killed and wounded on both sides was
aboot forty; and it is now said thlatamongt the slaintwere six, not as first stated, three, soldiers and a lieu-
tenant.

The last telegraphic accounts published in the Ga-
zette announced that tranquility continued, but that
groups, displaying considerable agitation, persisted
in remaininiug in the streets. The Gazette publishes
thie decree, dated the 9th, which, as stated by the
telegraph,removes Gen. Villalonga'from theCaptaincy-
General of Valencia, and anotherwhich appoints Gen.I de Zabala, Miiniter of Foreign Affairs, to the post,
with po-sers of a special commissioner of the Gov-
ernment, Marshal O'Dolmel, Minister of War, being
charged with the administration of the Foreign De-
partment during his absence. A report was currentais the capitol that tis troops of the garrison of
Madrid had been kelpt in their barracks owing to thee fear of distsrblances ; but the Epoco says that it was
anot true.
