GREsT SUFFERING IN THE WEoT-U. S. SoldTiers
Eating their own Cormpanions.-The following is an
extract from a private letter received in this city by
the editor of the Military Argus :

FonT PIERRE, N. T., March 15,1856.
A most horrible affair happened between here and

Sioux City in December last, which is almosttoohide-
ous to relate. Three soldiers, named Rigert, Wicker
and Cornell, deserted from Companies D and H, Sec-
ond Dragoons, about the first of December, and started
down the river. On their way they overtook four. per-
sons from this place, who were proceeding in the same
direction, and as self-preservation suggested the idea
of strength in numbers, they mutually ag ed to
travel in company. Up to this time, and for some
ten or twelve days after their juncture, the weather
had been remarkably mild and pleasant. A few days
after, however, heavy snows, accompanied with in-
tense cold, set in, which continued with but little
intermission for thirty or forty doays, doringwhich
time buhot little progress was made. At length their
scanty stock of provisions gave out, and starvation
seemed inevitable, for they were at least two hundred
miles in a direct line from the nearest settlement.

For six days, without a particle of food, they con-
tinned their course down the river, but made very
little progeess towards their destination. Underthese
accumulated suferings thesoldiernamed Cornell died,
and the others, to appease their hunger, cut up his
body and eat his flesh. The following night oner of
the civilians died, and his body was disposed of in
like manner. On the succeeding night two more of
the civilians died, but as the party was discovered
shortly after, the living were spared the necessity of
making any further meals upon the dead bodies of
their companions.

Tlhey were found by a part of Major Howe's com-
mand, and when first discovered they were regaling
themselves upon the rnms and legs of their unfortu-
nate companions. The survivors were taken to Major
Hlowes camp, and under proper care and attention
have all recovered.-[Norfolk (Va.) tiemrald.

DEPARTxRE or EslvontaNTS.-We learn that nine
yoing men from Marion District, passed through

irinuville on Thursday last en route for Kan-
sas. Among these was John B. LaBorde, Esq., for-
imerly of this city. By arrangement they were to
meet the Georgetown company, under tihe leadership
of Capt. Allston, and go together. The two consti-
tute a company of about forty, and will be a valuable
accession to our strength in that region. South
Carolina is awake to ttie importance of the issue, and
remote as she is from the theater of war, feels that it
is a common cause, and will do here duty.

Hoblfan was a member of the State Legisla-
ture twenty-five years ago, and in 1838 he seas a mem-
ier of Congress, a prominient member of the Commit-
tee of Foreign Affairs, and distinguishled for his
eloqoence and power as a public speaker.

He died to-day at 2 o'clock at his residence in Ninth
street, of congestion of the liver, after an illness of
some five days. From 1854 to 1856 he was the Attor-
ney General of the State. As a lawyer he has been
for a quarter of a century, or more, distinguished at
the Bar. He was the counsel of Robinson, tire alleged
murderer of Ellen Jewett-and his eloquence is said
to have secured Robinson's neaquittal.

When a young man lie was a midshipman in the
Navy, and was quite distinguished in a naval action
during the hiat war. IHis age must be about 55 or
60. He married the daughter of the Hon. MIr. South-
ard, Secretary of the Navy, and long a Senator from
New Jersey.
