eedingifkf the Boird has,it will be observed, various
Sohrces. While some complain of it for one reason,

others do so.for another. The Senate may not adopt
the resolution of Senator Iverson, providing for the
appointoment of a special committee to investigate
the matter, but it is very certain that some decisive
toep will be taken, which will result in the partial,if
not entire, nullification of the whole proceedings.

On Friday,- Mr. Benjamin made a very elaborate
and very able spreech on the Kansas question. He
defended the South with great zeal, and made unre-
lenting war upon the treasonable designs of the fana-

ticrof the North. It was, indeed, one of the best
speeches of the session; but his deflnitiori of his pre-
Stot political ositionh will, I have no doubt, grieve and
surprise his friends in the South. He declared that
the Whig party, of which he had been proud to be a
member, was no longer in existence ; and that, while
he should continue to maintain Whig principles, he'
was, for the present, forced into an alliance with the
Demoiracy. I have frequently heard tlis argument
used h interested Democratic politicians, in making
an appeal to Southern Whigs to unite with their party,
bat, haive never supposed that it could inflence.the
mind of a man of Mr. Benjamin's good sense and dis-
crimination. It does not become me, of course, to
question the propriety of Mr. I~enjamin's position, but
I cannot help thinking that if the IDemocratic party
was ever obnoxious to the enmity of Whigs, it is more
so at this time than in any previous period of its his.
tory. Nor can I agree with those who assert that a
Whig party is not still in existence. The Whig party
of England originated in opposition to the tyranny
and insolence of the Tories. The Whig party of our
own revolution sprung from the same sentiment-op-
position to the exactions and oppressions of those in
power. The Whig party of later years derived its
strengthl from opposition to the radical measures and
demoralizingpractices'of the Democracy. Allhistory
proves the Whig party to be liberal and conservative,
as against the Democratic party, which is radical and
destructive. Any party, therefore, no matter by what
name you call it, which seeks to check the rash legis-
tion and to reform the abuses of Democracy, is a
W7tig'party, in the legitimate sense of the word. The
old Whig party, co nomine, may have ceased to edist
-though I am not prepared to admit that-but the
popular feeling and sentiment which animated'it still
continues. I can well'imagine that a Whig who dis-
aPiroves of the principles of the American party, may
hold himself in abeyance, or in the position of an
armed neutral; but that any one animated by the old
Whig feeling, should ally himself with t•he Democratic
party of the present day, I confess, surpasses my com-
prehension. I have yet hope that Mr. Benjamin; of
whose patriotism and sincerity I have not a doubt,
may come to a more consistent position.
After the conclusion of Mr. Benjamin's speech, an

exciting scene occmrred between Sfr. Clay, of Ala-
bama, and tMr. Hale, of NewHampshire.. The latter,
alluding to some personal reflections upon him in Mr.
Clay's recent speechl on Kansas affairs, said that he
had only one remark to make in reply, and that was
this, that it took something besides malignity to re-
deem imbecility from contempt. Mr. Clay rose, very
much excited, and said, the malice of the Senator was
equalledonlyibyhis baseness; thathe should notshelter
himself with the plea of non-combatancy ; and that
if, like Mark tMeddle, in the play, the Senator was am-
bitious of a kick, he could be accommnodated. The
debate being grossly personal, some one movedan ad-
journment, so as to put an end it.i
As a general thing, the Senate is a remarkably dig-

nified body. Personal disputes rarely occur. With
the exception of a slight breeze between Senators
Clayton and Bell, and the terrible philippic of Mr.
Crittenden upon Seward, some time ago, nothing per-
sonal has occurred since the beginning of the session,
until the present emerut. It is not to be expected,
however, that they will be altogether avoided, either
in the Senate or the House. The violent sectional
disputes, and the necessary excitement of a Presi-
dcutial election, will most assuredly give rise to ocea-
sional quarrels. But for the condemnation which is
visited upon those who participate in these' dispuotes
by the people at large, they would occur more regu-
larly than they do.

The news of the stirring events in Central Ameri-
ca reached here on Wednesday morning last, and has
been the subject of general remark since. In the
House, ir. HIerbert, of California, called attention to
the massacre at Panama in a short and forcible
speech, and concluded by offering a resolution in-
structing the Committee on Foreign Affairs to in-
quire what further legislation was nccessary for the
protection of the lives of American citizens crossing
the Isthmus. lie said this was not the first time
such massacres had been committed in that quarter,
and that if our American citizens are not to have the
protection of the Government from the daggers of
foreign ascsassins, the soorner it is known the better.
In the Senate, Mr. Weller made a very able speech in
defense of Gen. Walker, and in condemnation of the
policy of the administration in the management of
our relations with Central America. Mr. Douglas
took the same ground. It was a remarkable fact that
in a Senate, three-fourths of which are friends of the
addtinistration, not a man could be found to come to
the defense of Mr. Pierce and Mtr.Marcy. So ftr as I
have been able to collect public opinion,the course of
the administration is universally condemned, except
by Senator Clayton. Many persons do not hesitate
to say that the administration, by its feeble and timid
policy, is responsible for all the existing troubles in
Central America. Indeed it seems that the pressure
of public sentiment has at last affected the rhinoceros
cuticle of Mr. Marcy, and it is now said that he will
receive any other Minister frdm Nicaragua than Col.
French. Thus will the administration be reduced to
the degrading necessity 

0
of reversing its cherished

policy, and of doing from compulsio tlhat which it
onght to have done lorg ago from choice. I

It was expected that the last steamer from Euroope
would have brought firomn the Blritish Govertmoent the
recall of Mr. Crampton andrd the Consuls who were en- I
gaged ill the ealistment busiriess. Inlstead of that, it
is said that thie State Department has received a long
dispatch from Lord Clarendon, arguinog to show that
this G(overnment Ihas no right to demar l redress, and
thart Great Britain is not disposed to make ary con-
cessions in the matter whatever. Any one not ac-
quoaittcd with Mr. Marcycs peculiar style of states-
manship might suappose thalt, in accordnuce with his
peremptory threat, lIe irurrediately disticsed Mr.
Cmrmpton u ad the Consuls. ButI he was not moved a
peg in thie matter-nor will he. ie will coutinuec to
write long dispatches, and make voluminous argu-
mentp, by way of lilling up the time until he goes out
of oflice--and that is all hie will do. Lord Clarendon
has thie gauge of Mr. Murcy's statesanhlitp long ago
-and when he received his threat that hIe would dis-
miss Mr. Crampton if he were not recalled, it no doubt
amused him vastly. As long as IMr. Siarcyhas charge
of thie State Departmert of this Gaovernment, I have
no doubt the British lMinistry will consider their diii-
culties with us as nothing but a capital joke.

I asserted some time ago, and every day serves to
strengthen me in the belief, thalt thie Black Republi'
eans in the coming Precsidential election would not
carry a single State. In confirmation of this opin-
ion, I have before me the admissio to thlis efflct of
one of their owvn number. A writer from Boston in
the New York Tribune, advocating thie nomination of
Col. Fremont as the Black Republican candidate on
the grouiid of his availability, tuses the followintg
language :

Nicaragua-=-Important Debate.

We have heretofore alluded to the debate which
took place in the Unitedl Sttes Senate, on the Ist in-
stant, upon Senator Welltr's resolution, calling pon
the President for full informpation in regard.to Cen-
tml American affairs. Since, a fall account of the
debate has reached us in the colunns of the Wash-
ington Globe, of the 2d instant. We copy the im-
portant portions of the discussion :

Nicarenguan Affalr.
Mr. Weller-I ask leave to submit the following

resolution :
" Resolved, That the President of the United

States be requested, if not incompatible with the
public interest, to commimicate to the Senate copies
of all correspondence between this Government and
our Minister at Nicaragua not heretofore communica-
ted."

I desire to remark, Mr. President, that I am in re-
ceipt of many letters from persons residing on the
Pacific coast who are anxious to know whether I have
been sustaining the Administration in the policy
adopted in regard to the Nicaraguan Government. I
speak of that Government which is now in existence.
I desire.to take this occasion, here in my place, to
say' that I have no information on this subject other
than that which is published in the neiowspapers of
the day; nd upon the facts thus presented, I have
no hesitation in saying that I do not approve of the
course which has been pursued. If, when Colonel
French came here and applied for the recognition of
the new Government, there was proof to sustain the
charges alleged against him in the public press, im-
peaching his integrity as a man, tihe Administration
was justifiable in rejecting him; but.it ought to have
been placed on personal grounds.. Ore Minister in
Nicaragua should have been instructed at once to say
to that Government, "If you will send some other
person to whom there were no persoual objections he
will be received." Whether this has been done or
not I do not know ; but I presume it has not.

Our usual practice has been, so soon as any of ther South or Central American States have revolutionized
and given evidence of their stability or of their
power and capacity to maintain the new Government
which they have tlhus constituted, to recognize them.
I need not saythat this couerse is peculiarly proper in
tregard to Central America. These States are often
sconvulsed by civil wars; and revolution succeeds revo-
lution in such rapid succession, that any other course
would be found impracticable. The route fiom here
to our Pacific possessions was through Central Amer-
ica, and this alone would compel us to suspend com-
munication with that coast, or recognize at once the
existing Government. We have now to pass through
Nicaragua or Panama to reach the State from whence
I come. Although it might be against the true inter-
ests of this Government to acquire or annex Central
America at present, yet we are interested, and deeply
interested, in having a stable and fixed government
on that part of the continent. You will have no sta-
bility in any of the Central American States until yon
have infused a large amount of North American
blood into their veins. The true policy, then, would
have been to encourage rather than discourage emi-
gration to Nicaragua. I do not askb that your neu-
trality laws or traties slould, be violated. Tirese I
would have at all times maintained in good faith;
but I do not approve the means which have been
adopted to prevent our countrymen from emigrating
to that country. The proceedings in New York to
arrest persons going to San Juan del Norte were, in
my opinion, not only unnecessary, butwholly unjusti-
tiable-proceedings which neithier existiglnaws, public
treaties, nor good faith required, and which sound
policy forbids. However devoted I may be to the
prin-iples whichi hve generally governed the present
Administration, it is due to rny own honor to declare
that these acts to which I have alluded do not receive
my sanction.

A state of war is now existing between Costa
Rica and Nicaragua. The army of the flbrmer has
r invaded the territory of the latter, altlsough no war
has been decluned. Because North Americans aided
in bringing the present Government into power, and
because an American is at the head of-the army,
and some of his countrymen enlisted under his Ian-

t ner, Costa Rica only declnres war against them. The
e people of Nicaragua are- now united, and their dis-

sensions no longer exist. They have a president, a
native of their own country, selected by them, at the
e head of the Government. Some of these Northd Americans are now in her army, and General Walker
is the Conmmander-in-Chief. Is Costa Rica to pro-
scribe Americans from enterifg into the selnice of
other States? Is she to dictate the birth-place of tlw
man who shall be placed at the head of her army ?

Is not this such a
d violation of the law of nations as to demand ilanedi-

Mr. President, the Government of Nicaragua ought
to have been recognized long since. The weight of
oar Government ought not to have beet thrown
against the party now in power. They have for six
months past given satisfactory evidence of their abil-
ity to maintain a government. If our countrymen
desire to unite their destinies with Nicamrgoa, let
them go without being dogged around your wharves
by police oflcors. These arte iy opinions and I
franlly avow them.

Let me say, before I dismaiss this subject, that the
interference of thie British Government mn this contest
imiy induce Guatemala and San Salvador to form an
alliance with Costa Rica, and assist in the effbrt which
s now being made to drive North Americans from
Nicamguan: but if fGeneral Walker can obtain saf-
licient supplices for his asny In the way of food and
clothing, the whole Spanish race in Central America
caniot expel him. Notwithstanding they'are poorly
provided and worse piid, no troops ever had more
contideucn in their leader, and in their cause. Al-
though the odds are against him, I stilill bink ie will
be succeesful. If he fails, it will be because of the
aid and comfort given to tis elemies by British agents
and enmissaaies.

We have difficulties, too, on the other -route.
Thirty Americans have been slaughtered at Panama.
As the very best feeling has always existed between
the Government of New Granada and the United
States, I have no doubt the full power of that Gov-
ernment will be immediately used for the purpose ofe redressing these injuries. And I have a right to be-
lieve tlhat those in power here will see that that Gov-
ernment makes ample reparation for the outrages
rwhich have been committed. It was one of those
violent outbreaks wlich occasionally happen when
strangers and people of difereit nations and tongues
are thrown togetier. The local athlorities were too
eweek to control the movements of the excited popu-d lace. Steps will be taken, as I am assured, on the

part of t Gas overnmet, to prevent n rcsursence ofitsuch outrages. Reparationfor property' destroyed

most be made, and the amplest security given for the
future. The line of communicatid n which has thus
been interrunpted through Panama will soon reeover
front the shock it has sustained. As this is the route
over which our mails are transported, I expect to see
prompt action on the part of our Government. Be-
sides, we carry over this Isthmu.•some $4,o00,500 of
gold dust every month, the nons-arrival of which in
New York at the proper time wonld inflict great lees
u upon our banks and merchants. I hope Senators
will see in our present position the anecessity for con-
structing at once a safe and convenient road through
Sour own territores. But I will not trespass furtherupon s the courtesy of the Senate.

It has
now become obvious to every one. that with tile con-
struction which the tlritish Government has llplced on
tile treatr, and tthe line of pslicy wthich soe is peursu
ing under it--or rather perversion of its provisions as
noderstoed by a majority of tie Senate ait the time of
its ratification-all Amnerican interests in Central
Amerieca are to be sacriliced and destroyed.

I think tile time has come whlen the Government
must consider seriously hlow much longer we can
allow that treaty to remaini a compact between the
two countries, ant d permit tile EIigiish r goverment to
deny to is all its benelits, while refiluing to comeply
with its stipulations. That it has bhen violated in re-
gard to tile Iuatan and the Bay islands-that it is
now being violated every (day by a substantial block-
ade of the San Juan river and tile whole coast, are
facts too well known to the country and to tie world,to require proof

It has, therefrere, become a great question, how
mucih longer we shall submit to these invasioens of
our rights in violation of solemn treaty jstiipulation-.
Our government has Ieen actuated by a slsrit of
forbearance and moderation which has not been ap-
preciated, much !ess reciprocated, by tile British
Itisistry. or aidrninistreation has ohserved a scereei'
lors regard for tile obligations of treaties acid of the
laws of nations, and ftr the rights of all countries
arising under either'. If the administraltion las erred
at all in connection with the Central American qules-
tion, tile error will be found to consist ili.arllowing its
scrupulous regard for good faith and international
comnty to carry it beyond tile poitt reqtired by the
laws of nations, and sir nown neutrality laws, in re-
straining our citizens firom emiginting to Central
America, under the induceenents from tlhe existing
government of Nicaragua. Tie error, if ary hias
been committed, has been on the side of pelce, mod-
eration,.and international comity.

I have not chosen to go into the discussion of tile
question, Ilecaosoe I knew that a freeignl policy couldnot be originated elr directed in tihe Senate, nre in
Congress. Oir foreigl relations must e manargedby tile executive branci of the Government. We
cannot know all the lacts that are known to the State
IDepartment bearing upnl tile question; we cannot
filly appreciate tihe embarrassmetls that siurround it.
I have had litilh that our administration would man-
age this sutbject prudently and wisely, and that tihe
results would show that American interests and
American rights had niot been yielded or asacrificed.
I have that tfaith yet ; ibut while this is the rcase, I can.
not acquiesce inl the condemnations which I lhave
heerd in tle Senate upon thie existng Government in
Nicaragua. I tlold that that Government is as legiti-
mate as any icichr ever existed in Central Amr erica.
I thinre it is the irmest, te rimost stable Government
that has rever existed there since the Spanish yoke
was thrown oiff, and tile Colonies heame indeispendent
States. I believe that justice is more impartially
administered, that thie rights of men and tie rights of
propterty are more carefully protected end guardedunder tile existing Government than under ally which
has ever prevailed ini Centreal America.

Nor is it any objectinr with mie tnt an American
by birth, whose name idicsates iis origin, is in com-
tand of the Nicaaguan tarmy. I sutslrose tlat tihe
right of expatriationl is as sacred and conclusive in
the United States as it is in Europe. I supose theat
Niucartal has as mech right to beeome atir arsylunm
for emigrants fromn tile United States asr or country
ihas to become tie asylum fir enigrants front urope.

I suppose that Niceragua had as much right to na-
turalize General Walker as we had to naturalize Gen-
eral Shielos. Then, I suppose, that she had as mich
right to intrust him witll the colrmnnd of an army as
we had to int rust Gleer le Shields with a colmeand in
tile Mexircan war, or to intrust tile care of oir armies
to Iafiyetcte, Stehben, DIe Kalb, and thalt host of
lihbertyloving heroes wieo fought snt gallantly br usn
in tihe reveluttonary war. It is no oljection to ate,
thierefore, that a Iman of American birlth is in ecram

-

mnnd rf tire N'icaragenua ary. Thley llave a right
to intrust that command to tim if they choose to
do so.

I go filrtlher. It is no objection with me that they
send a man of Anmerican blirth here to represrent tihe
nation, if he be a rnen of rsuitable chlatrter and quali-
ficatios. Whether it is wise for them to do it is an-
other queostion. I ham ootprepared to derty that they
lhave as lmuch right to send a tian of Amlerican b'irth
heere to represent them, its we have to rsend a rnl of
European birth to Spain, to Naples, to Holland, or to
any other Europeaula eoutry, to reipsrenet tile United
Sthtes. Itere I am not prepalred to admit that tihe
fact tlhatthere are Aillrericeans connected wit that
Government, anld in its employ, changes tie nature of
tile question, or preseits it in any dillirent light than
thit in which it shoul lbe regarded if the government
were entirely controlled, and all the offices filled, by
tihe natives of tihe country. do not rsubsceribe to tile
doctrine thart birthr-place is necessarily a disqiraliieca.
tion for oilie, either here or ii Ceintral America. We
must deal with tie existing government of Nicaragua
as tile legitimate government of tihe country estab-
lished by the pet•lr themselves. If they choose to
avail tlleinseves of t le services of men of' Alnericali
birth to adslinister that government, it is smatter tfor
thlemselves to determine, and for no one else to inter-
fete muith.

I, sir, would not be willing to do aiy eact that
would impair our neutral tposition as a nation to aid
in sustaining tie government with which General
Wallker is connected. I would violate no treaty stip-
ulation ; I would not violate tile laws of nations, I
would do no acet which could ie considered as an in-
fringement of our good faith towards a ll nations. Yet
we eannot conceal the fact thatwse have great inter.
estr whiehich should lead toS to symlpathize deeply with
thi movement now going on in Central Amerieca.
Our interests are involved to a great extent in that
tmove'tent, and would be promoted by its saccec.

r am lrot prepared, tllerefore, to do ary act, or ex-
press ally opinion, calculated to discouruge or weak-en the efllorts of those who are striving to consolidate
and perpetuate a system of goverrment similar

to our own, in Central America. iy smpathlcs
are with that government which 1has o many
Americans connected with it, and administering
its functions. I believe that the cause of progress,
of humanity, of civilization, will be promoted by the
extension of that American inflaence. Whetheot
it will ever lead to a connection with this coun-
try, let time develop. If tihe time shall ever ar-
rive when they become thoroughly Americaonizd,
when the' come to understand the principles of our
Constitution, and of our system of government, and
can admiuister one in conformity with thoose prinl-
ples, the question would arise at that time whether
their interests and our interests required annexation.CI am willing to adjourn the decision of that question

until the period when it shall arrive.
I was opposed to the Cloytotulwer treaty ; amongt otlher reasons, because it made a pledge that we never

would annex any of the States oi Central America to
tihe United States, or exercise jurisdiction over them.
rI was not willing to tie our hands fin the fiture ; I wrm
not willing to make treaty stipulations that we wouldI not do that which our interest, oure honor, and our
rsafety, might compel us to do nlathe fultrc. I thouglht

that our children would hbe as capable of decidin"
that question for themselves as we are now. I did
lnot wish a treaty stipulation pledging our faith in re-
I gard to a point, when we might be compelled, in the
vindication-of our rights, and interests, randl honor, to
sviolate that treaty. That was one of my objections
to tile Clayton-Buoler treaty.

I do not propose now to take any step for the pur-
pose of annexring that country to ius ; nor do I pro-
pose to make hot-beds in which a prem:ttre growthd may be forced into existence. I propose tlhat we shall-

adhere strictly to our treaty stipulations until we getif rid of them, and that we shall require Great Britain

to comply on her part. I propose, furtlrermore, thatwe shall enforce our neutrality laws as they read ands as they mean ; but I would niot go a hair s breadth
e .beyond tihe line of duty and of good faithr, to check a

Smovement in which civilization and Ihumarnity, and
s especially Amnerical interests, have so deep astake.

I harve felt called upon to make these reinarks in
r conosequence of the elaborate discusslon which Ihas

.e taken place on tils questiou during the present 0es-
if sion, and my entire silence througlhout in regard to

d it; I am not prepared to say that I think it wise toin ado1t tile resolution of thle Senoator from Califurnia at

•r. WVeller. I desire to say to the, Senator that I
took it for granted that tie resolution whichl wa
passed some two or three weeks ago had been re
spotided to hy tile 'President. I certainly should not
haver offered this resolution this morning if I had
known this fact, that thile former one had not been
answered. With the belief that it had been responded
to, I framed this resolution so as to call for" all cor-
-respondence not heretofore conmmnicated," so as not
to make it necessary to send copies of that which I
supposed we had received two weeks ago.

I do not desire'to occupy the position which the
Senator from New York assigned me, of endeavoring
to hasten action on tile part of tile President and I
take it for granted thatthe reason why we have re-
ceivedno responseo from Lim is an god one--that it was
againstthe public interest at. that time to send in
this correslpndence-that our negotiatiors with that
governnent were of sutch.a character as *would pre-
vent a compliance with the resolution at that time.
If that reason existed then, I Sulpose it does yet.
When the Senator from Illinois shall have concluded
I propose to withdraw this resolution.

Mr. Douglas. e only a tvordtor two inore to
say. Ithink that the resolution heretofore adopted is
a osulicient intimation to the Executive of the desire
of the Senate to see tile correspondence so soon
as tile puolic interest will allow its lihlication. I
presume thart every Senator is prepared to take it
for granted that the execritivod hbranch of tile tohern-ment will comnmunicate it at the earliest moment
nwhen the public interests will permit it to be done.

I have been in
somne nlmeoure blamned, by a portion of nry conrtitu-
ents, who ifeel i great interest ill this question, bfor not
i bringing it forward. Exceplt, Iperhaps, Texas and
the Gulf States, Georgia andl Siuth Carolina are more
interested in this qcuestion than any other two States--
f they are the South Atlantic States.
But I now say here, that the irsues of war and peacef are thle gravest ixsues that can bl made made nations,
iand I ai one of those who believe that they ought
i not to be made except upon the gravest consideration.
i will never countenance the idea that we are to be
involved in a war with any nation by the intermed-
Idling of any military adventurer iwho may think

d proper totahke a position.
Now, sir, what the relation may be bIetween Gen-

Soral Walker and the Nicaragulan Government, I know
t not. I have no doubt that he is a gallant man ; hut

e I will not go further; I should be trespassing on the
very lite of prolriety which i indicated if I rwere to
, say anotlrer word. I hope the resolution will take its

orninary course without further debate.
