It is killed off
in the dead of winter, but puts forth vigorously in
February. It is just the thing for pastures in that
country. He shallpreserve the seed when.matured,
and will take pleasure in furnishing his planting
friends who are disposed to try it as.far as the yield
will permit.-[Washingoon Union, 8th inst.

The great feature of interest in San Francisco has
been the serious consideration by the Common Coun-
cilt to grant to•tessr. Dennis Parsons and others
the right of wharfage and dockage of the entire
water front of the city for a term of twenty-five
years, in consideration of the grantees constructing
a sea wall or bulk head, upon. a plan proposed by
thenmelves. Thel wharfage receipts are said to be
worth $500,000 per annum, and at this rate, (and it
will be far morein future) the eceipta for the twenty-
five years would amonant totwels and a half millions,
while it is thought the sea wall can be built for
three millions. It is a giganticescheme, and on its
presctation looked quite pJoausible; and niet the ap-
proval of several members of the Council, but on re-
tsectin the chances of btaining the grant are not so
favorable.

Our Chinese residents haveheld a grand religious
festival upon a more expensive and.magnificent scale
than ever before in this country, during the last fort-
night.
