WASHINGTON CORRESPONDENCE.

[FROM OUR SPECIAL CORRESPONDENT.]

WAserNoTON, May 8, 1856.
Annnfortunate rencontre occurred this morning

between Mr. Herbert, one of the members of Con-
gress from California, and several of the Irish waiters
at Willard's Hotel, which resulted in the death of one
of the latter, and the dangerous wounding of another.

There are various rumors afloat in regard to the
matter; but the most reliable, as far as I could alcer-
tain, is this: Mr. Herbert, who boards at Willard's,
came down to breakfast rather later than usual, and
aftermost of the boarders had finished. On calling
for his breakfast he was informed by one of the Irish
servants that he was too late, and that he could not
get any. This being said in an insolent manner, Mr.
Herbert took oflbnce at it, and replied in a severe and
harsh tone. The quarrel then continuing, Mr. Her-
bert finally seized a plate upon the table, and threw it
at the Irishman's head. The Irishman then rallied
four or five others of the waiters, and attacked Mr.
Herbert with chairs and plates from the table. Mr.
Herbert, in the midst of the nmelee, drew a single-
barreled pistol, and shot-the ball passing through
one, and killing him instantly, and then wounding
another (who was standing behind) in the neck.

Mr. Herbert immediately proceeded to the guard-
house, and surrendered himself to the deputy marshal
of the District. His perliminary trial will take place
this evening.

There are several witnesses to the affair, and the
general impression is that he actedin self-defence. It
has created considerable excitement throughout the
city.

Another scene occurred about one o'clock to-day in
the House. Mr. Giddings, who is known foraviolent
Abolitionist, was making a speech in opposition to
paying the expenses incurred inthe return of some
fugitive slaves from Cincinnati to their owner in
Kentucky. In the course of his speech he gradually
worked himself up to a state of intense excitement.
He suddenly paused, and fell nsnsless to the floor.
The members crowded around him under the impres-
sion that he was seized with apoplexy. He was car-
ried into the lobby, and in a few moments recovered.
