The last masil from the East states'tha tLhe isi~&gents
against the Porte, in Arabia, have suffeired no muah
from cholera, as almost to put downthe insurrectidn.
The report affirms that 13,000 have died oat of an in-
surgent tribe of 41,000.

News by the America---Four Days Later.
HALIFXx, Thursday, May 8.

The Royal mail.steamship America, Captain Wick-
man, from Liverpool, on the afternoon of Saturday,
the 27th of April, arrived here at 11 o'clock this
morning.

T'Ihe Central American Question..,
The London Morning Star, an organ of the, ian-chester party, says: "We are told that atthe meet-

ing of the Cabinet on Touesday, the 22d, at which
Lord'Clarendon was present, for the first time since
his return from Paris, the answer to the United
States was agreed upon. O some of the points con-
nected with the Central American question the Brit-
islh Government'are prepared to give way; hot they
will not recall Ir. Crnmpton, and they' are prepared
to communicate to the United States that they are
unanimous in their determination Io continue him in
his present position at Washington."

The Treaty of Peace.
The London Daily 2fewshrsuinceeded i obtanining

a copy of the text of the Peace document, which is
considered authentic. It contains thirty-four articles:

1. Restores perpetual friendship between Great Bri-
tain, Sardinia, Turkey, France and Russia.

2. Alltteriitoried conquered 'or occupied during the
war shall be reciprocally evacuated as soon as pos-
sible.

3. Russia. restores to Turkey, Kars and all other
partd of the'Ottoman territory.

4. The Allies restore to Russia the towns andports
of Sebastopol, Balakilava, Kamieseh, Eupatoria and
Kertsoh. [Articles 5th, 6th, 7th and 8th arewant-
ing.]

9. The Sultan communicates to the Powber his
firmsn granting equality to Christians which the con-tracting Powers must approve of, but divest them-
selves of all right thereby to interfere in the internal
administration of the Government. of the Ottoman
Empire. '

10. The Convention of the 13th July, 1841, closing
the Bosphorns and Dardanelles is reaffirmed.

11. The Blackt Sea is: neutralized and forever for-
bidden to all ships of war of every Power adjoining
or distant, with the exceptions specified in articles 14
and 19.

12. Trade shall be free in the waters and ports of
the Black Sea, subject .only to police regulations,
HRussia and Tmkey admitting Connuls to all ports sa
its shores.

13. The Black Sea being neutralized, strengholdu
become useless-consequently Turkey and Russia
agree neither to construot. nor preserve any military
maritime arsenals on tbe coast.

14. The Convention regulating the force of ships
for coast-service is concluded individually between
Turkey and Russia, but is appended to this treaty,
and cannot be altered without general assent.

15. The act of the Congress of Vienna. relative to
the River navigation is applied tothe Danoube and its
mouths, and its freedom becomes a part of the law of
the Empire. -

16. To carry into effect Article' 15,;Fnee, Austria,
Great Britain, Prussia, Russia and Turkey, appoint
each a delegate to pot the River in a navigable state,
from Isatcha to Tza.

17. Austria, Bavaria, Turkey and Wurteciburg,
each add a delegate to the Commission of the Princi-
palities, to form a permanent Commissionforthe purt-
pose of keeping the River navigable, nand to superin-
tend its police.

18. The general Commission will be dissolved in
two years, and the permanent Commission take its
place.

19. Each of the contracting Powers may station
two small ships at the mlouth of the Danube.

20. Russia assents to the rectification of the Besarn-
bian frontier. The new frontierstartsfrom the Black
Sea,one mile east of lake Bourna Solato the Akermann
Road, along which it extends to the valley of Trajan,
passing south of Belgrade, and reascending the River
Yalpack to Savatsika, and terminates at Kamari on
the River Pruth. Elsewhere it is unchanged.

21. The ceded territory is nnexed to Moldavia.
22. Mloldavla and Wllachia continue under the

esovereignty of Turkey, with the guarantee of all the
contracting Powers that no Power shah claim the
indiyidual right of interference.

UThe Porte guarantees to the said Principalities
the continuance of the freedom of religion and com-
merce. The contracting Powers appoint a Commis-
sion to meet immddiately at Bucharest, to report on
the present condition mad wa-its of the Principalities.

24. The Porte will lmmediately convoke a Divan in
each Principality to learn the wsbes of the people as
to their definite organizaution. -

25. Minutes thereof shall be sent to Paris, where
the Constitution shall be framed, which the Porte
shall promulgate.

26. The Principalities shall maintain a militia, and
may construct works of defence approved by the
Porte.

27. If the internal tranquility of the Principalities
be disturbed, the Porte must consult the contracting
Powers, and cannot employ armed intervention with-
out their consent.

28. Servia continues a dependency of the Porte un-
der the guarantee of the Powers, and retains its na-
