A trial of Steam Fire Engines took place in the
Park yesterday morning, under the supervision of
a Committee on Fire Department of the Hoard of
Councilmen. There were three engines entered.

Lee & Larnard's Machine was fitted with Carey's
patent rotary pump, tnd an engine of six horse
power. This was built of the fall working size, and
has already been described. Water was started in
fourteen minutes after lighting the fire, and a stream
was thrown horizontally one hundred and eighty-five
feet, with fifty feet hose, and one-eighth inc i ozzle
to tie pipe.

Mr. James Smith's machine was a small model of
one-third horse power, consisting of an upright tabu-
lar boiler, tlhe piston and pump working in aline.
The peculiarity is a spring which opeds the steam
valve. Water was thrown in twelve minutes after
lightingrthe fire, and a stream was thrown sixty-five
feet through twenty feet of hose; and a pipe five-six-
teenths of ar inch nozzle.

W. C. & J. S. Burnham's machine ws a large
model, using two of Burnham's patent dolableacting
pumps, working vertically on the side of an upright
boiler. It is eight horse power. Water was thrown
in twenty-two minutes after lighting tie fire, and a
stream was propelled one hundred and twenty-file
wet tihrough fifty feet of hose 'and a three-quarters
inch nozzle.

Tbhe experiments were witnessed by a largo number
of enginerel and scieatiti men, as well as the usual
number of curious citizenoa.-[N. Y. San, 7th.

Col. Schlessnger'a Andeeedents.

A-compatriot of Col. Schlesinger in the Lopez ex-
pedition, who is at present engaged as a coinpositor
in the St. Louis Anzeiger des Westens, has published
in that journel, the following details of the past life
of the "distinguished pacriot." They are evidently
penned by one who.bears him no good will, and may
be exaggerated:

" Colonel Schlesinger is the son of a Gerinan He-
brewclolhes dealer of Great Kanisha, Hungary. He
sereed in the Austrian army in which he advanced
to the rank of a corporal, bht was for some reason,
unknown to the writer, discharged. At the com-
mencement.of the Hungarian war he lived with his
father, and ssisted him in his business, but soon
thereafter hie entered tli'Hungarian army as a cor-
poral Dorsng a shortf rtaogh he purchaseg d at
"esh an ofcer's uniform, in which he presented himo
self to his astonished father. Thelatter's astonish-
ment increased, however, -when, some months' later,
he learned at Pesth that :" Lieutesnant hSchesi •er
was still "Corporal'.'• ehlesslger..

ri Coneoring his heroio deeds during the war nith-
ing hason transpired. It was known, however, that hevagahondized from one place to another,always beao-
ingin mind the fact; "the greater the distance the
better the shot." At length he came to the surface
again at Comorna shortly before the capitulation of
that fortress. Here as at Rasct tt, there were. more
titled officers than privates, consequently,Scheiiger
appeared in the list asa Lieutenant, and on the sur-
render of the place he was, with thle other officers,
net atlierty,with the rank of irstliestenant-all the
officers of the garrison advancing one'grade...

"From Comora Schlessinger diseetedhis course to
Hamborg, and fromi thence to LOndon, .where'he
moved in-aristocratic circles, having large sums of
money at his disposal,but -which vanished just.-as
snaccountebly as they came. .

Soon thereafter Schleasinger taurned up in America
s a major;' with the reputation of having achieved

miraculons feats.of bravery. in the Hungarian war.
Through his knowledge of languagoes he made the
acquaintance of some Cuban patriots, whose respect
for his deeds of valor knew no bounds. He especially
gained the friendship of Lopez, and soon Idis former
talent-of raising money again developed itself. With
the rank of major in the general staff, he accompa-
niedLopez on his Cuban expedition, without, how-
ever, estahlishing a reputation for braving dangerat
the cannon's month. .He was captured and trans-
ported along with other fllibusters-among them the
writer of this-to Cueta, in Africa. During:hisim-
prisonment he managed. through his knowledge of
anguages and osinuating manners, to gain many ad-
vantages over his fellow-priianerS, andafte the lapse
of.nine shonths, with the aid of some: Cubans, he
contrivedto escape, and return to Atimerira. Subse-
qiently he shas fora short timein limbo in Charleston,
not, as has been reported, in oonsetuence of a
romantic adventure, hbut onthe charge of theft. Ole
Bull became his security, and, if I mistake not,
Schlessiuger was afterwards acquitted.
S"Sehlessinger is, infact, nothing more than a skill-
ful adventurer, ready for. anything that promises to
pay. Dy means of his boasts iand his colossal shame-
lessnesshe ingratiates himselfinto public favor,but is a
coward from the crown of his head to the soul of his
foot. All the stories about his heroic achievements in
Huingary and Cuban are falsehoods.

SALARIES OF CLeans Os THE BANdK OFs ENGLAND.

A clerk in the Bank of England enters at the age of
seventeen, on a salary of one hundred and fifty dol-
lars a year, with an additional hundred if he is, punc-
tual every morning. His salary is increased fifty
dollars a year till his income reaches four hundred
dollars. It is then raised twient-five dollars nyear
till it reaches an annual salary of five hundred doll•as.
From that time the salary is mcreased at the rate of
forty dollars a year till the gentleman 'has worked
his way ul to the comfortable income of thirteen
hundred dollars. ButthisisenotalL Every employee
of thg bank is entitled to a retiring pension of an
amount proportioned to the number of years he has
served. After forty years' service we believe,aclerk
is entitled to retire upon a pension equaln to the
amount of the salary he enjoyed at the time of his
retirement. When a clerk is absent on leave he for-
felts thirty-three cents per day-an arrangement
which has double advantage of securing the batik
