history on correspon days in past years, with i
othermatter pertinent thereto, prepared expressly
for the readers of the Double Sheet Crescent.
The year goes on, growing in glory and brilliancy,

like the young tendrils and tender shoots of a tree.
The green and gold become brighter in its complexion
and new wings are given to help it climb that heav-
enly path which leads to the commencing decade of
each year. The newshootesharlierarro-thebirds
sing sweeter songs, and everywhereand in every way,
nature proves the progress that is being made.

MIonday, tMay 1i.-St. Dunstan, A. D., 988; and 1
St. Peter Celestine, Pope, 1296, are the day's patrons,
with the monk's hood, dedicated to the former, for
the plant.

In 1536, Anne Boleyn, queen of Henry VIII, was
executed by his ordeis, in order that another might
be wedded, by him. Her virtues and surpassing
beauty have been chronicled by many historians.

In 1692 a great sea battle was fought off La'Hague.
In 1789 the records and charter of the colony of

Connecticut were found and taken from the old char-
ter oak, at Hartford, which still lives.

Tuesday, Iny 20.--St. Bernardin of Sienna,
1444; St. Ethelbat, 793; and St. Yvo, 1115, are the
saints of the day.

The horse-chestnut, dedicated to St. Bernardin, is
the plant.

In 1755, a colonial expedition, under Gens. Menck-
ton and Winslow, consisting of 3,000 men, sailed
against Nova Scotia.

In 1781, Gen. Cornwallis entered Petersburg, Vir-
ginia.

The day is not chronicled as having been product-
ive of any great event in English history. Q

Wedneslday, Iay 210-St Felix, of Cantalacio,
A. D. 1587; St. Goodrich, 1170 ; and St. Hoepitus,
681 ; are the day's patrons.

The ragged robin, dedicated to St. Felix, is the
flower.

In 1542, De Soto, the discoverer of the Mississippi,
died on the banks of that stream, above the present
city of New Orleans, whither he had journeyed from
Florida, in quest of Bimini, or the fountain of life.
His history is a romance of reality which would seed
almost absurd in a novel; but which, with the attest-
ing proof that it professes, is more interesting than
any story ever written. Father Marquette subse-
quently floated down the river, but De Soto has the
honor of having first sailed into it.

Thursday,Mtay 22.-St.Yvo,1303; St.Baoilicns,
Sts. Custus and Aemilins,250, with several others of no
greater note, are the days guardians; and the yellow
star of Bethlehem, dedicated to St. Yvo, is the flower.

None of the European histories chronicle any feat
of arms greater than a Carlistkbattle in Spain, 1827,
in which the Carlists, by means of a surprise, were
successful over the royal forces.

In 1847, General Doniphan reached General Wool's
headquarters, from Chihuahua, having performed a
march from California and New Mexico which has no
prototype upon military records, for length and
severity, if the great anabasis of Xenophon only is
excepted.

Friday, May 23.--St. Julia, 5th century;, St
Desiderius, 7th century, and another of the sarde
name, 612, are the day's patrons.

"The lilacs, dedicated to St. Julia, is the flower.
No one of the English histories records any more

valuable story concerning the 23d, than Mr. Jemmy
Gordon had birth and being then ; a gentleman,
whose conduct savoramore of the insane hospital and
the madhouse, than of that which is reasonable and
manly.

In our own chronicles, the Indian wars of the West
have a prominent part ; Tecumseh having raised his
tribes of savages, and prepared them for their depre-
dations at that time, and General Hanrrison having re-
ceived his orders to defend the frontiers.

Saturday, May 24.-St. Vincent of Lemis. 450 ;
Sts. Denaltian and Rogatian, 287, and St. John de
Prado, are the saints. The monkey poppy, dedicated
to St Vincent, is the flower.

European history gives us no event of importance
upon this day.

In 1692 Sir John Phipps brought the new colonial
charter to Boston, which was received with military
and civic honors among the people, and which re-
mained in force for many years, notwithstanding the
opposition made to it. That charter formed the
.foundationof the present constitution, and has re-
mained in its influence to the present day.

In 1780 a bloody battle occurred between the
Indians and settlers in Michigan, wherein the latter
•e're at length successful; winning, for themselves a
peace which remained unbroken and inviolate for
many years.

Snuday, a .y 5.--St. Mary Magdalen, of Paz-
zie, 1607; St. Urban, A. D. 223; St. Aldhelm; St.
Gregory, Pope, 1085 : and St. Maximus, are the day's
saints.

The common avens, dedicated to St. Urban, is the
flower.

The English and French nations are equally bar-
ren of eventfulness, so far as this day is concerned;
and our own history chronicles nothing of import-
ance.

The history of St. Aldhelm is the most important
matter with which we have met'in bor researches,
but is not, in itself, of such importance as to merit
particular mention. We are bound to suppose. from
the day's dryness, that it has not been prominent
in politics, or polemics, and that, instead of the
white mark with which Horace preserved great days,
it deserves only a black mark and feeble mention.

CONCLUSION OF BE.TON'S TnITy YEARS' REVoEiW.
-The following is the two hundredth'and last chi•i'er
of Col. Benton's history of his Senatorial life. The
second volume contains 788 pages. The work is nise
printing by the'Messrs Appleton, N. Y., and will soon
be before the public: ,

I have finished the view which I proposed to take
of the Thirty Years' worhing of the Federal Govern-
ment during the time that I was part of it-a tusk
undertaken for a usefl purpose, and faithfully exe-
cuted, whether the objlect of the undertaking has
been attained or not. The preservation of what good
and wise men gave us has been the object; and for
that purpose it has been a duty of neceusity to show
the evil, as well as the good, that I have seen, both
of men and measures. The good I have exultingly
exhibited! happy to show it, for the admiration and
imitation of posterity ; the evil I have stintedly ex-
po"ed, only for correction and for the warning ex-
ample.

I llave seen the capacity of the people for self-gov-
ermnment tried at many points, and always ound'equal
to the demands of the occasice. The other trials,
now going on, remain to be decided to settle-the
question of that capacity. 1. The election of Preosi-
dent; and whether that election is to be governed by
the virtue and intelligence of the people, or to be-
come the spoil of intrigue and corraution? 2. The
sentiment of political nationality; and wlhether it is
to remain co-extensive with the Uniou,'leading to
harmony and fraternity, or divde into sectionalism,
ending i hate, alienation, separation and civil war.

An irressponsible body (chiefly selr:coe.situted and
mainly dominated by professional otllce-seekers and
ollfice-hbldee,) have usurped the election of Presi-
dent; for the nomination is the election, so tar as the
party is concerned ; and always making it with a view
to their own profit in the monopoly of office and
plunder.

A sectional question now divides the Union, array
ing one-half against the other, becoming moire exas-
perated daily-which has already destroyed the beue-tits of the union, and which, unless checked, will
also destroy its form.

Confederate republics are short-lived-the shortest
in the whole family of Governments. Two i iseases
beset them-corrupt election of thechief nmagistrte,
when elective; sectional contention, when interest or
1 ambition are at issue. Our confederacy is nowclahor-
ing under bhth diseases ; and the body of the p•eople
now, as alway,, hconest in sentiment and patrctic toin
desigc, renmacn unconscious of danger-and even be-
come iastromento in the handa of their destroyers.

If what is written in these chapters ohall contribute
to open their eyes to these dangers, and rouse them
to the rocumption bf their elecutoral privileges, nad
the suapressio of sectional contention, then this

Sview will nLt have been writirten in vain. If not, the
writer will still have one consolation-tlhe knowledge
of the fact that Ie lotc labored in his day and genera.V tine to preserve and perpetuate the blessings of that
, union and sellfgovernment which wise and good men
