THE STEAMER PACIFIC.-Mr. R. K. Ylaight, of New
York, has received alqtter from a London friend, under
date of April 22d, expressing the belief that the
steamer Pacific has been blown on the Greenland
coast. We extract a portion of the communication:

Your letter of 5th April conveysto us the paihfll
apprehension under which you labor df the loss of the
Pacific and your son. It is very remarkable that my
son in China, now a partner in a large mercantile
house, should have sent home a ship load of tea in
the Swallow, Capt. Tucker, whor sao the Pacufic
drifting before a terrific gale--he thought, disabled
in her macoiney. Now, Capt, Tucker is a'meet inti-
mate friend of the Captain of the Pacific, who said
to him often : "I am a Northern bird; I fnd the
degrees less." On Capt. Tuacker arriving, he said to
some of his coneignees that he had every reason to
believe the Pacific was disabled, and drifting before
the gale, and would be found in the northern point of
Greenland. Lord Palmerston sent for him,,and he
stated his opinion, when two mei-of-war steamers
were instantly dispatched to search every part of the
coast-one was the Tartar, in which was my nephew,
Mr. Harford. They have returned. Caint. Tucker
does not now give up the ship as lost. He says, in
sucr a gale what could a disabled steamer do.? He
trought os home 15,000 packages of tea; but for ten
days he said he 'believed his ship would not ride it
out, and such a storm prevented his once taking off
his clothes. Capt. Tucker says the gale would have
blown a disabled steamer three hundred miles in
twenty-four hours out of her coarse, for they could
set so little canvass. Now, look at the chart-a gale
of wind of nine days duration, a ship like a log on
the water, why, where would she be blown to? I can-
nothelp believing, and really hoping, the crew are yet
safe with the ship on some of the inhospitable shores
of Greenland, and may any day be heard of, or as
soon as they can construct a vessel from the wreck to
bring them away.

COAL BOATs SUNE.-Four coal boats were sunk on
Sundays last near Grand Gulf, by running on the
rocks. The high water prevented them from being
seen until too late. Two men were drowsed.

Four Days Later from Europe.
The Collins mail steamner Atlaitficarrived at New

York on the 12th,bringing four dayslater European
news. She left Liverpoo ton the 30th April.

The principal feature of the news is the pubnlation
of the official treaty of peace, together with three
appended conventions; the ~rthine reference to
the passage of the Dairdanelles,,the eecod arranging
the detail of the naval force in the :BlWa Sea, and
the third declaring that the Aload • lands halb re-
main unfortified. Also an important declr tion of
maritime law, viz: the abolishing privateering-that r
neutral flag is to protect the cargo, except when
contraband, and neutral goods under an enemy's flag
are to be exempt from capture.

The treaty is the same as received and published
by the last steamer. The missing articles are to the
following effect:

Art. 6 grants a-full and entire amenesty to those
of their subjects who may have been comprised by
any participation whatever in the events of the war
in favor of the enemy " anditisexoresly nderostood
time th iamnesty shal extend to theshecets of eath-tbelligerent Power who may have continued during
the war to be employed in the service of theother
helligerents.

Art. 6 declares that the prtsonen of warhal he aimmediately givennp on either sides -
- Art. 7 -dectares that the Sublime Porte shall be ad-

mitted to participate in the advantages of the public
law and ayOteua of Europe. Their Majestiee engageeach on hia part to rese the independence and in-
tegrity of the Ottoman Empire, and guaranty in consmona stict observance of that engagtmont, and will
in consequoence consider any act tending to its viola-
tion asea qnestion of gnerel interest. .pAirt. 8 provides that if there should arise between I
the Suolie ePorte and one or more of the other sign-
ing Powers, any misunderstsnding which might en-
danger -he mauitenance of their relations, the Sublime
Porte andeachof ouch Powers, beforeihavingrecourse
to force, shall afford the other contracting parties an
opportniy tofpreventing such extremity by meas
of their mediation.

The following additi6nal article has been renereed
imperatise y the necessity of tramnporting troop
from the seat of war.
" The stipulations of the convention respecting the

Straits of the Dardanelles, signed this day, shall not
be applicable to vessels of-war employed by the beili
gerent Powers for the evacouationby sea of the terd-
tories occunpied by their armies; bat said stipnlations
shahl resume-their entire effect as, soon as the'evacuna-
tion shall be terminated."

Peace has been formally proclaimed and the 4th of
May was appointed se a day of thanksgivlitg.for its
restoration.

The debate upon the fall of Kars was commenced
in Parliament on the 28th by Mr. Whiteside, who in-
trodnced a-motion of censure upon the Governmenst.
The Attorney General defended the Government:
LordJohn Manners supported, the resolutionz.aftr"
which the debate was postponed until the next event
log. It is said that the opposition inParltamen,
intend to make this atest qoestionagaiast the present
Ministry.

In reply to questions directly put to the Ministry in
the British House of Commons, on the,25thlultimo,
••to the number of troops to he sentto Canada
Lord Palmerston said that at moot the number would
not exced four thousand ; and s to-the reportthat it
was the intention of the British Government to land
a miitary force in Costa Rica, he assured the interro-
gating member there was sofoundation at all.for it.

Telegraphic advies had been receivedfrom Cal-
c ntta to the 23d of March and from Hong-Kong to
the 16th of March. In Oude and Persia matteirs
were quiet. The insorrection in China continued ac-
tive. The Imperial troops had hees defeated at Mi-
ang-si.
