The reflection is a very comfortable one that the
foregoing '"declaration" "shall'not' be binding"
excepte pd;i powersthat agree and accede to it i Gov-
erninnts' of countries not represented in the Paris
Congress, are allowed a breathing spell-not expected
to come int the arrangement all at once. We ought
all:to throw up our hate.and shout with delight over
'the fact tat four exhausted nations-the controllers
of the 'Pars Congress-have permitted outsiders a
chaece, for decent deliberation, without compelling
them to come into their termn , onlens oisen.
The:soolness of the "Declaration" is quite ref leh-

ing. It is'one of the coolestospecimens of diplonmtic
assurance on record. The plenipotentiaries decree
that "privateeringis and remains ahblishod. The
practiclity of this declaration remains to'.be estab-
lihed. It is possible we may be engaged in a war
With Great Britain before the lapse of many months.
If such unhappily prove the case, we don't think the
foregoing part of.the "Declaration": would be worth
the paper it is printed upon. We ".guess," in less
than three months after a declaration of war, there
iwinld be at least one thousand American privateers
afloat in search of British merchantmen and rich
prizes; and we furthermore "guess" [that number
would be continually augmenting until no.lBeritish
commeroialvessel would safe ins saler under cover
of the guns of some British war ship. These
"guesses," alithough Yankeeisms, are pretty well sns-
tained by the event of the past. We can point to
the historyof the last war as an illustration of their
probable verity in future.
.All' of. the nations, partiesito the Paris Peace

Congress, would find it the hardest thing they ever
undertook to "abolish" American privateering, if
they'should all, 'e maese, declare war against the
IUnited States: Oar privateers would swarm like hor-
nets oe every ocean, and would sting to the death
everywhere.

"Bloclkades, in order to be binding, must beieffect-
ive," etc., seith the renotoned Congress of Paris, We
shall see whether the unrepresented world will pay
much attention to this delicious morsel of assumptian.
In the littleoand insignificant country known as the
United States, we don:t believe it will exercise the
omallest inflouence. We shall probably insist upon
being jodges of the "binding" or "effective" nature
of any blockade our government may proclaim, just
as we shall in the matter of privateering.
: The foregoing " declaration" was an artfsl ruse of
generous old mother England to bring the moral
influenhce of Europe to hear against us in the event ol
war. Knowing that our navy is comparatively weak,
cod her navy overwhelmingly strong, she seelks to
enforce a new law of nations that would release her
from the risk, and deprive us of the benefit of our
privateers. She would fight us war vessel with war
vessel when she knows we have not one war vessel
tohec five; which would give her a vast advantage at
the commencement of a conflict! The attempt is a
sirewd one, but the game will not win.
