DEATH O0F A SCHOLA.-Curious Will.--We
learn from an interesting communication in the Ports-
mouth (N. H:) Journal, that George Jaffrey, Esq., of
that city, died there on thoe4th instant, at the age of
66. He had been librarian of the Portsmouth
Athenaumfor33years. He wasaprofound scholar,
having devoted his life to hooks, the will of his great
uncle forbidding him to follow any other profession
than that of a gentleman, and compelling him also
to make Portsmouth his permanent residence. His
great nucle in question wa s a graduate of Harvard in
the year 1730; was an original purchaser of bMason's
Patent; a clerk to the proprietors; was one of His

and consequence. He died at the age of 86 years, in
the year 1p02. In hi) will he bequeathed all his real
and personal estate to his grand nephew and ltnme-
sake, Geo. Jaffrey Jeffiies, then only 13 years of age.
The inheritance was on these conditions: That he
should drop the name of Jeffries, become a perma-
nent resident in Portsmouth, and never follow any
profession except that of being it gentleman.
