It has become quite a common sight to see camels I

and dromedaries marching through our streets. The i
camels are now employed in carrying Government
freight from Powvderhorn to tihe delot. They carry
the enormous weight of 1600 pounds, and with the
greatest ease. The sight of them stampedes all the
horses and mules that come within sight of them.
They are certainly not handsome creatures. The only
distinction the Arabs make between the camel and
dromedary is, that the one serves for the beast of
burden and the other is the riding nag. The word
"dromedary" with them means swift or fleet. A
horse in a brisk trot, can scarcely keep up with the
camels when in a walk. They apparently go slow,
with their long and measured tread, but in reality
they arc moving along rapidly. The dromedaries,
with their riders and gorgeous trappings,move along in
a brisk trot at tihe rate o' one hundred miles per day.

Retreat of the Costa IBIans,,

By the arrivalof the steamship Ganaiidawe aepnu
in possession of Aspinwall sapers of the 20th. From
the Courier, of that date, we extra•t the following.
It willbeseen that the Costa Ricans have become
homesick; and have clearedout. The 'news is exces-
sively meagre; but still, what there is of itis very
satisfactory. We firmly believe now, as ever,thatthe
star of Gen. Walker is in the ascendant, and that the
independence of Nicaragua is secured. We shall have
farther and fuller intelligence, we suppose and hope,
in the coirse of timne. :

But to the: Aspinwall Coni'ere news :
On Satud•.4yldet, i es BmBnUdo, Mfrray, Drake,

and others; ofSIanJuoan d ae Bed,arrived at Panama,
in a schooner. They brina news from that point to I
May 5. Fromuthem we leau that~ some Costa Bicans e
reached San Jansiafter the battle of ilivasaon the
16th May; and having there shipped their wosndosed
for Pasta Arenas, the army staeted by lahdto retreat
into Costa Rici; that the cholera has be:di fmkng
sad havoc•amongthe Costa tica troops, and thatGe.,
Walket iu'evidently ig the ascendant ' -

Other prties wh havo been eye wltniese tinmast
of what they note, inform uos more minutely :

laBurying the dead and caring for their woandedI
together with a few preparations of fortificatlion, lest
Walker shiould ietaunonthem before they couldleave,
occupied the succeeding week.

' 
They conmmenced

their retreating movement about the 24th, andon the
29th the entire army had vacated Nicaragua, all of
them having marched to Guanacosta-except some
fifty men who were at. San Juan del Sud, shipping
the wounded by water for Punta Aienas. '

We have heretofore given an account of the battle
of Rivas,.which is confirmed. ,. At l3.A. M, on the 12th,
being out of ammunition, Walker marched out of the
city to the fife and drum,'and for four hours the
Costa Ricans continued to fire at the church which he
had vacated.

His force in the tattle was 401 foreigners and 300
natives, and that of.the CastalRians 3,000.o.

The Costa Ricias represented themselves as having
been entirely deceived; thatWalker wa far plreferned
by the natives, and that instead of being received
with open arms by Nicaragnais, they had'been
shnned or attacked at every point. Iaron Balow
was exceedingly dissatisfied, both at the conduct of
the Costa Ricans and the falsity of the representations
that had been made to him respecting Walker's con-
dition and the feeling of the Nicaragnans towards
him and his army. .

The Star and Herald, of Saturday, represents the
church of Rivas to have been robbed by Walker's
men, and refers to other plunder by them. Wp have
the authority of those who have watohed Walkers
movements throughout the past year, for saying that
he has never allowed plunder ; and that he has never
taken anything from foreigners and natives in Nicar-
agna, except by governmental levie s.

No church in Nicaragua contains images with pre-
cions stones or jewsels of any considerable value upon
them ; the church at Rivas has images in it, is with-
out a roof, wholly unfinished, and never has been
used as a place of worship. So much for the story
of the Star and Herald, that images were robbed of
diamonds, and used as barricades in the church.

F•sx SAN JUAN DE, NoRTa-The steamer Teviot
arrived at Aspinwall, from Greytown, on Wednesday,
the 7th instant; She brings no news from the into
rior. Some dozen or more of Walker s men came inSher from Greytown, having straggled there-they

had left some two months since. Provisions are said
to be very short at Greytown. The blockade is kept
by her Britannic Majesty's ship Eurydice-there
being none other there.

Thirty-Fourth Congress-Fslrt Session.

WAsntor• ox, May 20,1856.-Senate.-The Chair
laid before the Senate a report from the Secretary of
War, transmitting information respecting theimprove-
nient of the navigation of the St. Clair oats.

The House joint resolution in, reference to the suf-
ferers at the Cape de Verde Islands was read. Mr.
Seward urged its immediate passage, but, objection
being made, it lies over.

The Senate proceeded to consider the bill making
appropriation for ..the Consular and, Diplomatic ex-
penses of the Government for the year ending June
30,1857 ; which was amended and passed.

MIr. Benjamin, from the Committee on Commerce,
reportedajoint resolution requiring the Commissioners
of Patents to take the necessary steps to obtain infor-
mation with regard.to the growth and consumption
of tobacco and cotton in the several countries of the
world; which was read three times and passed.
I r. Sumner resumed his Kansas speech; in con-

clusion, making a comparison between what he called
the tyranny of the President in Kansas, and the
tyranny of King George the Third. From Congress
he appealed to the people in the coming Presidential
election to vindicate Kansas. Let the ballot box of
the Union, with multitudinous might, protect the bal-
lot box there. .

Mr. Cass characterized the speech of Mr. Sumner
as the most un-American and unpatriotic speech he
had ever listened to, and trusted his ears would never
be saluted by such a one again, here or elsewhere.
Mr. Douglas was remarkably severe on Sumner,characterizing his speech as being a tissue of gross

vituperations and vulgar abuse ; and he said that
while the Senator from lMassachusetts had charged him
with crime, he himself while taking an oath to sup-
port the Constitution, had violated that instrument!

tMr. Mason likewise replied to Mr. Sumner, saying
Senators, by virtue of their political association, are
compelled to listen to language here to which they
would not lend an ear elsewhere. He said that Sum.
ner.wans incapable of knowing what the truth is, and
to see him elsewhere was to loath and despise him.

Mr. Sumner replied, indulging in coarse person-
alities, more severe than those of Douglas towards.
him. The Senate then adjourned.

House of Represeutatives.-hMr. Bennett, of New
York, from the Committee on Public Lands, reported
a bill granting 1,048,328 acres of land to the State of
Wisconsin, for the construction of three roads, of
an aggregate length of five hundred and thiree miles.

SIr. Stanton made an ineffectual motion that the bill
lie on the table--yeas 69, nays 76.

IMuch time was consumed in.preliminary questions,
sallingyeas and nays, etc., and pending the consider-
tion of theie bill.
The House adjourned.

OPErING OF THE PARaAUAY RIVER.-We have Rio
Janeiro papers to the 8th ultimo. The Journal de
Comercio of that date contains the following : We
are happy to be able to announcethat thenegotiations I
that have for some time been pending between Brazil
and Paraguay, respecting the free navigation of tile
paraguay river, have at last been brought to' a happy
termination. .

On the 6th of April was concluded, and signed in
our city court, a treaty of friendship, navigation and
commerce between the two powers; and also a con-
vention naming the place and the form in which the
boundary questions are to be definitely settled.

The exchange of ratifications will take place in the
city of Assumption within eighty days, or sooner if
possible. The treaty will go into effect as soon as-the
ratification can be exchanged-so that at present the
navigation of the Paraguay, and consequently of the
ocean, may be considered as open as far as the prov-
ince of. Mato-Groso.

By theoterms of the treaty concluded on the 25th
of Decemtber, 1865, this province should have enjoyed
the benefits of a free navigation of thbg Paraguay river,
but it is only at the predlnt day that she really comes
into full possession of thl.s privilege.

The Journal predicta that immense advantages will
accrue to both countries from this treaty.

WASHnrGTON, May 20.-The Hughes Telegraph
Patent Issued.--Letters patent' were issued to-day
from the Patent Office to David E. Hughes, covering
all his claims for his new printing telegraph machine.
More than ordinary care has been bestowed by the
Commissioner and his assistants of the Patent Office'
in their examination of the claims of Mr. Hughes, to
guard against the possibility of conflict with prior
patents to Iorse, House and others, and we are
assured on the very best authority, that the rumors
set afloat by interested parties to the effect that
the Hughes machine infringes upon the rights of
other patentees, are wholly destitute of foundation.

A dispatch from Brussels says: "In the Cham-
bers, on Wednesday, the Foreign Minister, in answer-
ing an interrogatory in regard to the recent speech of
Count Walewski, on the press of Belgium, replied
that that speech had not been officially communicated
to the Government. When that communication should
be made, the answer would be ready, and would be
communigated to all the Governments, and would
formally maintain the rights of a constitutional and
independent country. It was asked firther whether
any power, had asked for any modification of the
laws relating to the press in Belgium. The Minister
said he would answer in one word-" never." The
meeting broke up amidst immense cheering and enthu-
siasm.

Holland.
A treaty of commerce and navigation, based on

principles of reciprocity, haj been concluded between
Austria and Itolland.

Denmark.
The Hans towns have refused to adhere to the cap-

italization forced by Denmark in the question of the
Does.

Considerable excitement was caused by an an-
nouncement that an American fleet was on the way
to Copenhagen.

Italy.
It is stated that a collective note of the Powers

that signed the treaty of peace is about ready to be
forwarded to the Governments of Romne and Naples,
recommending the reforms asked forby the Italian
people. It is also said that the Pope a's Legation at
Pats formally protested against. Count Walewski's
language in the Congress, and that of the Piapal
Government is preparing a detailed reply thereto. It
is still further rumored that Naples will anticipate
the Powers' remonstrance by granting an amnesty on
an extensive scale. "

Sardllnla.
Questions relative to the Conference have been put

to Count Cavour in the Sardinian Chambers. He re-
tlied that pending the negotiations concerning Italy,
e could not speak folly. With reaspect to the Treaty
of Peace he believed it would ensure great moral and
material advantages. The Sardinian view of the
Italian question was adopted, whilst that of Austria
wasrejected, heuco the question of Italy is, and must
continue to be, an European matter. He added that
the relations of Austria and Piedmont are not amelio-
rated by anything that has occurred, and that the
Sardinian Government may rely on the people to
meet every emergency. r

Turkey.
Disturbances continue in Turkish Asiatic Territory,

and there had been some excesses near Sumatra.

A dispatch from Turin, says the memorandum

presented by Count de Cavour and the Marquis de
Willamarina to the Chambers, shows that Austria,
having at the conference refused to discuss the con-
dition of Italy, Sardinia is the only State which offers
a barrier to revolution, and demands the co-operation
of Einglaind and France in carrying out reformS. It
shows that the Austrianbecapation is opposed to the
interest of Italy and Europe, and contrary to the
treaty, to hmnmanity and justice. Finally, the memo-
randum calls on England and France to unite with
Sardinia in the application of an eficacious remedy.
